popularity is Jonathan P. Dolllvcr, representativeIn Conines from Iowa.
The probability Is, from present indications,that quite a number of states

will go to the convention with favorite
sons. Now York will have Lieutenant
Governor Timothy L. Woodruff, while
there are hints that ex-Governor Black,
or the same state, may have some following.

Massachusetts is For Long.
Massachusetts is expected to present

John D. Long, the secretary of the
navy. Long is a brilliant man and has
done quite well as head of the navy
department, but he is really too old,
nnd there is no particular reason why a
man from Massachusetts should be
pushed for the vice presidency now. say
as u matter of state pride. Certainly.
Mr. Long's candidacy is not at all
necessary to keep the Hay state in the
Republican ranks. Secretary Long
frankly admits that he is in a rerfeptive
mood as fur as the vice presidency Is
concerned. He says he would regard it
as a great compliment if Massachusettsshould present him nt Philadelphia.and a greater one If he were to
be nominated. The secretary has been
very careful to add to his admission
that he Is a candidate the statement
that ho has consulted no one in connectionwith it. This means, of course,
that the President has not urged him to
run. The fact is. however, that Republicanleaders have studied Long as a
vice pi said sntlal possibility.

MINE INSPECTOR'S REPORT.

Arrives at the Same Conclusion as

the Jury.Due to an Accumulation
of Gas.

Mine Inspector Edward Plnckney, of
Montgomery, who has been making a

thorough investigation Into the causes
of the Red Ash mine explosion, has
completed an elaborate report and submittedIt to the governor. lie reaches
ft conclusion essentially the same ns

fliat arrived at by th? coronnr's Jury,
but goes fuller into the circumstances.
Hp holds, In substance, that the explosionwas due to an accumulation of gas
caused1 by the opening of an air door,
\vhlch thus caused th<* fresh air current
to make a short Instead of a long circuit.leaving the far Interior of the
mine without proper ventilation. He
agrees with th coroner's Jury that
there might have been dry dust particlesIn the mill'4, but does not think
that this alone could have 'caused the
explosion.
