The object of this Mission has alwaysbeen to care for the deserving

poor, and this fact becoming known to
the public, all classes came to the Mission.Among them were those that
had once been lawyers, doctors, merchants,prrachers and all sorts of
tramps. They all came seeking aid and
shelter at the Mission; some of them
with their pockets filled with papers to
read, others with novels, others with
Bibles, others with their pocket* filled
with bottles of whiskey to drink, and
when It was learned that they had the
liquor they were rejected and In many
cases turned out of the Mission.
For three years the Mission has conductedwork In the city and never had

to arrest but one man, and he received
thirty days In the workhouse, because
of bad conduct at the Mission. In the
three years of mission work hundreds
"f sermons have been preached, the
firlpturps read, souls converted, and
'-hrint honored. Hundreds of persons
have found shelter, thousands of meals
W'T" servtd, and trnmp-preaehcrs
hiiv«. enjoyed the same.
But, sir. this little country preacher,

«s he would look on the mission scene.
1»' who had enjoyed the singing of the
birds and rattle of the leaves In his
«i»'l. t meditation, thought that ho had
landed In Hades, and he Ij begging
forgiveness, Let me Inform him that
he has br on fonrlven.

FINANCE AND TBADE.

The Features of the Money and Stock
Markets.

NEW YORK, April 21..The stock
market took on an appearance of generalliquidation before the conclusion of
the Saturday short session. Stocks
were thrown over in large blocks and
the whole list broke badly, the general
range of prices of the most- prominent
active stocks falling to a level from 1 to
2 points under last night's close. In
many Instances the loss exceeds these
figures. The results of yesterday's meetingof the executive committee of the
American Steel & Wire Company were
very different from what Wall street
had persuaded itself they would b». The
confirmation of the chairman's assertionsof over-production In the.cumpanlcs'lines and the decision to cut prices
was not to be construed as repudiation
and contradiction of the acts aid
gloomy predictions of Chairman Gate1*,
made on Monday. Yesterday's rumu s
of change of control of the company, tfa
ousting of thechalrmnn and the InstatingOf H. C.tFrlck had all been dissipatedwhen thestock exchange opened tlia
morning. The effect was seen in a

sharp break In all the Iron Industrials
on the opening transactions. It reached4 points In steel and wire and nearly
that In others. Th<» general lint gate
way in sympathy, but met with powerfulsupport. The steel stocks rallied
with the rest of the market on covering
by shorts. But It soon became evident
thai the support accorded the market
was simply to afford an opportunity tl r
realizing. Liquidation set In on a

large scale. Stocks vyhlch have bet'n
"bulled" had the heaviest weight to ca''ryon account of speculative profit taking.Missouri Pacific and Baltimore &
Ohio were consyicuous in that class, the
former falling and the latter per,
cent. Declines reaching 2 points were
numerous all through the railroad and
Industrial list and In several stocks exceededthat. The bears were disposed
to cover on the appearance of a favorablebank statement, but th«.* rally renewedthe pressure to liquidate and
prices fell to the lowest. Among the
steel stocks the extreme declines were:

Steel& Wire. 6%; Federal Steal 6; Steal
Hoop preferred 4; Republic Iron & Steoi
preferred 3«4: Steel Hoop, National Steel
and Tennessee Coal & Iron 3 per cent.
Losses elsewhere in the group ran up to
2% per cent. There were eome spasmodicrallies on the taking of quick profitsby the boars, but the activity and
general weakness continued up to the
close.
Stocks are generally lower than at the

closing of last week's trading, which
was on Thursday, and the volume of
business has shown a progressive decreasefrom dny to day. The pools and
combinations, which have had in view
the bidding up of a number of special
