Mr. Edwin M. Keatley, ls the efficlent

secretary of the bourd.

Owing to the {nability of the chambes
of commerce committes to be présent at
the morning sesalon, Col. Thomas
O'Brien suggested a ride through Pleas-
ant Valley ovur the Wheeling & Eim
Grove road, to which the bourd ugreed

with the view of combining an lnspec-

tion tour of Ohlo county’s suburban
lots, which are assessed under tha head
of ‘acreagr.

At the afternoon sesslon Geperal Al-
fred Caldwell, Senator N. B, Whitaker
and Mr. Jogzph Woods appeared befors
thi bonrd, while County Commissioner
A. B. Hare represented, the county.
General Alfred Caldwell, on bihalf of
thy eitizens of Wheeling and Ohlo coun-
ty, made o brief statement. He maode &
very good point in stating that the poor
man is ageessed for the full value of his
property while the lurge holder gets off
with his lurge plece of property com-
paratively casy, Ohlo county’s renssess-
ment compared with neighboring coun-
ties Is too high. This comparison was
true algo, with eountles In the southern
part of the state, sajd Mr. Caldwell
The city district Is Increassd 26 per cont,
while the country distriet s inereassd
82.51 per cent, and Brooke county re-
ports 4 decrease of 13 per cent;, when we
know thut Lazearville has grown to o
town and Wr*llshug to a small efty
with many Industrinl establishments,
Tyler county was  next refe to.
Geperal Caldwell stated that ten years
ago Sistersville had grass in the streeta
unid probably no cows there to eat It, to-
day we have one of the mest thriving oil
clties In the state, with property valued
at $2,000,000; in spite of all this the
asgeasment of Tyler county was taken
by a recopy of the nssegsment of ten
years ago. General Caldwsl eited Ma-
Dowell county.with i1s thirty-six mines,
Webster, Ralelgh, Hancock and Mas-
shall counties and closed his statement
tn the board by expliining the system
of aseessing Ritchle (Bighth ward) with
the country distriet. -

Henator N, E. Whitaker stated that
the agsessment was in no way unfalr to.
wards the manufacturers, but he hoped
that the bo would conslder the un-
