Of such men, young and old, you
fave thousands and maeny of them
eventually become topers or drunkards,

1t in agalnst thia habjt of drinking
between meals that I wish to warn:
this contlnual drinking s not neaded;

afforda no nutriment, but only weakens
the digestlon, and  does Incalculable
harm, more particularly ns most of the
interm=al drinks are iced.

I belleve that this habit of drinking
dlluted whisky. gin or brandy would be
conslderably diminished it people would
nbstaln from drinking between meals,
but if persisted in would certainly  be
much lesg harmful if good wholesome
wine were offered at bars, as 1s done In
France, Itily, Spaln, ete. The well-fers
mented natural Californin  Amerlenn
clarets are cheap enough and  would
answer the purpose: they could be rold
at tzn eants o tumbler and {f mixad
with half water would be lHght, pleas-
ant and invigorating -and absolutely
harmless, *, Bar-tenders should take
note,

Allow me here, slr, to extend my
warning to the vendsrs of wine: they
should try 1o Induce the public to pat-
ronlzs wine by offering gond, sound, If
common, wines at moderate figures,

Thig country should become by and
by the sober people that we find In
France, andwwhich 8 clearly attribut-
nble to the cheapness of wine in that
country and itg being the bevornge of
cvery one.  The foacllity of production
exjsts here as in France: [t I8 simply o
question of doing Ukewise—that |, to
produce sufficlent for the wants of all.

France produces and consumes per
capltih per yenr tweniy-six gallons of
wine, and of drunkenness there (8 none,
The total consumption here s only
three-tenthe of o gallon per head.
Your elimnte, sir, Is the very one where
wine should form the staple bevernge
of the people, to the exclusion of whis-
ky and pernicious loe water.

Allow me, sir, agalp to express my
unbounded faith in the good senme of
thls great praple and of expressing the
hope that o forelgn brother's word will
be (aken as Kindly ua it s meant.

1 dn not boom any commodity, ns one
of your uncharitable correspondents un-
charitably hinted; my object slmply is
tp bhe ussful.

For public morallty's sake, as help-
Ing to get rid of drunkenness, It would
clearly be n wise step in- legiflntion to
admit pure and natiral wines Into this
country free of any  duty  whatever,
Nothlng would g0 much help to decrease
the whisky drinking and get rid of tho
toper, Experientin docet.
