It It wero possible to consult the
swishes of Mr, Henry K. List he would
discountenance any fulsome pralse or
ornute testimony to hls memory. Thure
was absotutely no ostentatiun in his
g, but it was n life that was wobth
Mving many times over, and Wheellng
i8 bereft, Indeed, In his taking off. For
the past half century his name has
stood {or businesa probity and philan-
thropy. There was absolutely nothing
that appealed to the generous impulses
of humanity thot his heart and pocket-
book did not instantly respond to. But
in the glving out of his abundance he
followed the sertptural injunction in
forbldding knowlelge to the left hand
of what the right had done.  This mod-
esty in dispensing his charlties was one
of hlx most conspioious traits.

Of a retiring Awpesition so far as
public display or prominence that ot-
tracted nttention to him, he was never-
{heless a man of great foree of charac-
ter and Influenco, Mis home life was
beautiful, and there he stooid as an oak
arcund which all the tendriis that go
to make life cersne and happyr ward
entwined In love aml confidence.

Where the welfare of the city was
coneerncd and the publle gool wis to
be considered, Mr, List was foremost
in ndvancing both without sceking re-
wurd or asking the bastowal of kpnors,
He did what he did as fulfilling his con-
ceptlon of his duty as a citizen, and
through motives insplred by a tharough-
going loyally to thu Intersste of
Wheeling, which he has done po much
to Improve und  beautlfy architeetur-
ally.

He has dropped to sleep (n that falth
e did sp much w honor In life by a
consclentious obsorvancs of fis  tehels,
and 1t can be truthfully addsd that
there I8 no clitizen who has passsd away
of lute yenrs whose death is so generaully
and sincerely regretted,

An examination of the details of our
own exportation of manulactures

showsthat(t Is in the production, manu-
facture and exportation of motals that
we #eem to excel. The history of na-

tion® mnd peoples shows that great

gEroupa of people frequently excel fn
cerialn Industries, and the growth of
our exportation, as well as our domeatic
prod of tactures, seems Lo
polnt to metals an our most successful
line of work, especinlly at the present
time. In 1509, manufactures of metals
formed Iess than 20 per cent of our fo-
tal exportation of manufactures, and in
1900 will be about 45 per cent of our ex-
ports of manufactures. Tha Increase
In exportation of metals und manufac-
tures thereof In the decade of 1889-1593
was 339 per eont, while the Increase in
the exportation of all manufactures in
that time was 110 per cent, and the
increase [n manufactures othes than
those of metal during that time was but
G5 per cent. In this statement of the
exportation of manufactures of motals,
only those artlcles composed excluslvely
of metals are included; those made up
In part of metals, such 'a# rallway ears,
agricultural machinery, gte., paing In-
cluded in the other manufactures, The
rapld increase In the exportation of
manufactures of metals Is shown by the
fect that the exportation of manufie-
tures of metals 18 shown by the exports
of bruss and manufacturers thereof In
1630 were but $1,921,137, and {n 1900 will
reuch $1,700,000; Instruments for sclen-
tific purposes increased from $1,033,328
to $2,770,503, and In the year sbuut to
end will reach nearly §6,000,000; copper
and its manufactures, which umountsd
In 1880 to $2,348,954, will be more than
$560,000,000 In 1900; Iron and steel In-
crensed from $21,166,077, In 1899 to §70,-
406,586 In 1595, while in tho flyeal year
1600 1t will exceed $100,000,000.

Another Interasting fact developed by
the examination of the flgures s that
the European countriess in which man-
ufacturers have long been established
furnish as eatisfoctory & market for
our manufactured goods ag do the eoun-
tries where manufacturing has not yet
been largely developed. In reapers
antl mowers, clocks and watches, soi-
ing mochines, bleyeles and tha varlous
manufactures of iroh and stecl, and
many other articles of the higher grades
of manuficture, the Edropean countries
In whieh manufacturing plants and ma-
chinery and skillzd workmen abound,
furnish a market for o large share of
our exports, thus failing to juetify the
expressed fear that a development of
manufactures in countrics where we
are now seeking a foothold for our com-
merce would destroy thelr valte as a
permanent market,
