LONDON, June 5, 12:47 p. m~Tho
war ofiée has lssued the following dis-
pateh from Lord Roberts:

“pretorin, June 5 —We nre now in
posseasion of Pretorta. The offielal en-
try will be made this afternoon at 2
o'elock.'”

The war office hng recelved the fol-
lowing from Lord Roberts:

‘Pretorin, June 6, 12:66 p. m.—Just
befare dark yesterduy the enemy were
benten buck from pearly aoll the po-
gitlons they had been hoding und Tan
Humilton's mounted Infantry followed
them to within two thousand yards of
Protorin, though they rotrested has-
tly. E

“Dp List then sent an offlcer with a
flag of truce into the town, demanding
its surrender In my name. Shortly be-
fore midnight 1 was awakengd by two
affleiale of the South Afriean republle,
Sandborg, military seorotary to Com-
mundant General Bothn, and & general
officer of the Boer army, who brought
me & letter from Botha, proposing an
armistice for the purpose of aettling
the torms of surrender,

“I peplied that I would gladly meet
the eommandunt  general the next
morning, but that 1 was not prepared
to discuss uny terms, a8 the surrender
of the town must be unconditional, I
pulted for o reply by daybreak, as T
hod ordered the troops to march on
the town as soon us it was lght,

“In his reply Botha tald me that he
tind decided not to defend Pretoria and
that he trusted women, children nnd
pruperty would be protected. At 1
v'cloek n. mu to-dny, while on the line
of mareh, T was mot by three of the
principal offi¢inls with a flag of truce,
stating their wish to sarrender  the
town.

“It  wne arranged that  Pretorin
ghould be taken possession of by Her
majesty's troops at & o'clock this
ernoon. *

both in Pretorla, Some few of the Brit-
[l prisoners have bepn  taken away,
but the majority are still at Waterval,
Over o hunired of the officers are in
Pretorin.
