MOOSE RIDGE DEVELOPMENT

In Monroe County, 0., is Promising.
Garner Gets a Beckset.The

Week Reviewed.

The record of oil operations for the
month of June as predicted by the Intelligencershowed both an Increase In
completed wells and new production.
In fact more wells were completed in
June than in ahy month for nlmoat one

year, and the new production the largestrecorded in a number of yeara.
"With this state of affairs there is but
little wonder the market has depreciatedand It will not be surprising to
6ee it co still lower. The southwest
district, as usual, made a heavy gain,
but last month the Increase In new productionas compared with May, was the
.greatest recorded for a long while. The
southwest district and southeastern
Ohio supply over seven-eighths of the
new production.

' The latest big well reported from the
southwest district Is one by E. M. Jennings& Company, located two thousandfeet In advance of the developmentsnear Pine Grove, In Wetzel county,West Virginia. It is purely a test
and at this writing is making 290 barrelsa day.
The Big Injun development on the

wedt side of the Strlngtown pool, in
Tyler county. West Virginia, got a

black eye this week by the completion
of, Morgan, Mills & Company's well on

the S. M. Healy farm,'which was dry.
Absence of Gushers.

".'.The absence of gushers this week as

compared In number with the past fifteenor twenty days, Is a leading featureof the week's doings. It must noc

be Inferred, howeve/; that there has
been no big wells discovered since our

last review, for such is not the case.

There Is a noticeable dropping off in
the number and also their caliber, and
as compared with last week, a falling
off in production in almost every locality.It Is to be hoped for the best interestof the trade, and especially the
bearish features that have characterizedthe industry for the past month or

bo, will no longer prevail and that the
falling off In new production, that
marked operations since our last review
will continue at least, until consumptionand production pull somewhere In
the same range. Just at present the
good Indications for the past week of a

continued big dally production, are not
now In sight, and the great fear that
it would continue has been alayed to a

considerable extent. When everything
Is taken Into consideration the great
wonder Is that the crude market under
the many bearish aspects, did not depreciateto a much lower figure^;It'.^jS
hoped that when the fall, trade* sets in
that notwithstanding the b?aj;.IS7l'/fteUi
conditions, the market wULtnke.'i^a
spurt and In a measure'even :up the
great loss sustained during the downwardcourse of values.'

Decline of the Garner.
In speaking of the falling off In production,the old Gamer pool In Wetzelcounty, near Proctor, West Virginia.

perhaps without exception shows the
greatest percentage. of decline, and
which, to many, was a surprise. The
pool's established good record was decidedlyagainst anything of this kind
and there Is no deep hole In the southwestdistrict which shows such wonderfultenacity. In fact, the bottom
seems to have fallen out of a number
of the best producers, and for a time
the producers were in a quandary and
considerably exercised over conditions.
This unlookcd for result Is accounted
for on account of the greatly Increased
number of wells to a limited area of
territory, and that as a result drainage
must undoubtedly follow. A comparisonIn this respect with the Rlchwood
pool, West Virginia shows that while
the number of big wells Increase, tlw
production held Its own and ns yet th»i
territory In the latitude of th? big welis
has not shown signs of drainage,
A look over past developments in th>!
