According to’a speeinl Che Foo dls-
pateh thh fighting nround Tlzn Tsln on
the 2d and 4th was the spverest yot ex-
perienced.  The British  Jussss alone
were thirty killed or wounded.  The
Chinese had 75,000 men attacking glm-
ultaneously from the west, north and
eagt, and made excellent praciice with
over 109 guns. The defenders number-
ed 14,000, with seant supplies, and o
was only the pressncz of the newly-
arrived Japanesse and Rusian guns that
prevented o disaster,

Russlons nnd Germans Suffer,

Ope Ruastdn company of infantry,
numbering 120 men, had 115 killed or
wounded.

“PRETORIA, July 10.
“Clements and Paget's forces entered
Bethlehem, July '7.  The former, on
nearing the town, sent in a  fag of
truce, demanding Its surrender, which
was refused by DeWet, when, Paget
making a wide turning movement, 2ue-
ceeded [n getting hold of the enemy's
most important position, covering the
town, - This was earried before dark by
the Munister fuelllers and Yorkshire
light infantry, The followlng morning
the attick was continued and by noon
the town was In our possession,  and
the enemy In full retreat.
*QOur "casualtles  wore
thirty-two  men  of  the Munsters
wounded; one missing; two  Scottlsh
rifles slightly wounded; soven men of|
the TYorkshire wounded: one’ killed;y
two waunded of the Imperfal yeomanry.
“Paget reports but for the accurata
praciice of the Thirtieth Royal Artlil-
ery and the Fourth City Imperial bat-
terfes the casualtics would have been
many more.

Clements atiacked
one pusition, while Paget atiacked an-
othinr.  The positton assalled by Clem-
ents wns gallanlly " captured by the
Ttoyal Irleh, who eaptured a gun of ths
Seventy-seventh battery lost at Storm-
berg, The list of casualties has not yet
been received, but Clements states that
they are fow, consldering the strength
of the positlons nsgsaulted.
