Two Alleged Counterfeiters.Tliey
Plead Innocence, and Give Bond for
Appearance at tlio Hearing To-day.

Secret Service Officer Charles D. Elllot,of Parkersburg, hail telegraphed to
the \Vheeling police, asking that two

aik-ged counterfeiters, "William Montgomeryand Joseph Sliepperd, be arrestedupon the arrival of the afternoon
Ohio ItIvor train. Chief Clemans -and
officers searched the train, but the men j
had left at some point below Wheeling, j
Thursday evening Officer Elliot

reached the city, and continued his
search for Montgomery and Shepperd., !
Yesterday morning he learned that
they had reached the city, and in the
afternoon he arrested them at the
corner of Fourteenth nnri Main streets.
They were taken before United States
Commissioner George E. Boyd, jr., and
gave bond for their appearance at a

preliminary hearing to be held before
the commissioner this afternoon. Montgomery'sbond was signed by Mr.
Hicks, of the Hick« & Hoge Company,
and Mr. Edward Wagner, the Main
street wholesale merchant.

Wlleyvllle, Wetzel county, this state,
twelve mllcH east of New Martinsville,
and Shepperd is a clerk in his store.
The authorities allege that they raised (
bills to higher denomination*, and Of-
fleer Elliot has specimens of their allegedunlawful handiwork in his possession.The friends of Montgomery (
and Shtpperd In this city are loath to
bellev*. that they have committed an

unlawful act. The accused claim that
the raised bills were passed on them
and that they had nothtng to do wfth
the counterfeiting.
