Eventually.The Scheme is Feasible.
Heavy Passenger Traffic

,
Out of Wheeling.

A Wheeling passenger official who
has "called the turn" on several local
railroad deals recently, predicts that ull
the railroads entering Wheeling will
within a short time unite in the use of
a "Union passenger station.which will
be on the site of the present Terminal
station. As stated exclusively In the
Intelligencer two weeks ugo, the Baltimore& Ohio has applied to .the owners
of the Wheeling Terminal.the Pennsylvania.forthe privilege of running
its passenger trains into the Terminal
station; in a few days Cleveland &

Pittsburgh passenger trains will b»

Aside from the roads mentioned there

River roads, and the Intelligencer's informantis confident that the Pan Handle'spassenger trains wil be brought
into Wheeling via the. Terminal at no

distant date. He cites the fact that the
Pennsylvania people pay out largi
dividends every year to the outside
stockholders in the Pevvlky, which is
held only by lease, while it Is possible
to run the trains from Pittsburgh into
Wheeling without using the Pewlky
branch at all.simply by crossing the
river at Steubenvllle and coming dotvn
on the Cleveland & Pittsburgh division,
entering the city via the recently acquiredTerminal. Of course, If this
were done, the Pcwikey would still b*
used for local passenger and freight
service and possibly for through
freight, though it would be feasible to

bring In Pensylvania freights via the
Terminal.

over by that gentleman and after statingthe object of the gathering he gave
way to others who r.poke at length. Beforeadjourning the following resolutionswere adopted, and It was decidedto send a telegram of condolence tothe royal family in Italy:Whereas, We, the Italian citizens ofWheeling, have heard with profound
regret and sorrow of the assassinationof King Humbert, the beloved ruler ofthe land of our birth, a monarch who
was brave, wise and kind, and rememberedwith prhle by the sons of Italy athome and abroad, and
Whereas, We have gathered to take

some befitting action in this hour of
gloom to all who cherish love and venerationfor the dead sovereign; therefore,be It
Resolved. That we deeply deplorethe death of the good King Humbert

and tender our heartfelt condolences to
his bereaved widow. Queen Margherita,to her son. King Victor Emanuel III,and to the Italian nation' in the greatloss they have sustained, and we trust
that these expressions from over the
