Leo Cohen, of Lisbon, O., spent Bundaywith relatives In the city,

MAETIK'S PEEEY NEWS.
Tho Dally Chronicle of "Wheeling's

Progressive Neighbor.
Yesterday afternoon at 1:45 o'clock

occurred the death of one of the best
and most favorably known women of
the city, Miss Margaret A. Ralston, at
the residence of her sister, Mrs. AlexanderDixon, on South Fourth street,
after an Illness dating back several
months. About the middle of la^t Jan.-
uary Mis? Ralston, who was one of tho
efficient teachers In our public schools,
was compelled to abandon -her school
duties on account oC ;1U health. Her
Illness at that time, however, was not
thought to be of sufficient severity to
keep her from achool any length of
time, but the temporary ailment with
which she was afflicted grew more serious,and Anally terminated Into a complicationof diseases, and the one being
tho principal cause of death was rheumaticneuralgia. The la*ter disease,
which put in Its appearance about two
months ago, was located at such a
point as to render medical assistance
almost useless, and the only benefit derivedfrom it was the temporary soothingof the pain from which the deceased
suffered untold agonies, and was' only
permanently relieved by death. For
three weeks past her death has been
expected momentarily, she being.subJoctduring this time to sinking spells,
and from each one it was' thought she
would never rally. It was fervently expectedby all those acquainted with the
deceased that she would pass away In
