Chief of Police Clemans went to
Polunt Pleusant yesterday morning to
take into custody the man who was arrestedthere Sunday on the charge of
committing the robbery at the Dillon,
Hancher & Company Jewelry store, In
this city, several weeks ago. He was
expected to have returned to the city
lest evening, but the delay of trains on
the Ohio River road, on account of a
burned bridge, held him over until thlj
morning.
From Captain Mohan, of the Ohio jRiver railroad police, it Is learned that

the thief was captured while off his
guard, else there would have been desperateresistance ottered, as the fellow
was armed with two revolvers. It
seems that the fellow, whose name Is
JHenry Mills, was known to be coming
down the river on a boat, but the Point
Pleasant police had learned that he was
armed to the teeth, and were not overanxiousto tackle the stranger. However,he landed at the Point, and went
to a restaurant for dinner.
The officers were shadowing their

man, and came to the conclusion that
-they would rush at him while he was
eating. This plan they put through
with great success, Mills being taken
entirely by surprise. As the officers
grasped him by the arms and shouldershe made an effort to get but one of
his guns, one being in each hip pocket,
but without success, and he sobn subsided,^e6lng that resistance was use-

MILES IN CAMP.
Reviews a Division of the PennsylvaniaNational Guard.
MOUNT GRETNA. Pa., Aug. 6..

General Nelson A. Miles arrived at
Camp Hawkins shortly before noon
this morning. He was accompanied
by his wife and son and an aide-decamp.The wife of Governor Stone and
a number of her women friends also
occupied the car. The party was met
at the railroad station by Adjutant
.General Stewart, and conveyed In cabs
to^dlvlslon headquarters. Four squadronsof cavalry acted as escort from
the station, and during General Miles'
stay In camp a squadron of cavalry
acted &s his escort. Upon arriving at
headquarters Battery B flred a lieutenantgeneral's salute in honor of the
distinguished visitor. Later General
Miles, accompanied by Governor Stone,
Major General Miller and their aides,
made a critical inspection of the camp.
Between 3 and 4 o'clock this after-

noon General Miles reviewed the entiredivision of the national guard. The
general and his party left for Washingtonat 5:30 this afternoon.
There Is much discomfort and some

sickness in the camp on account of
the severe heat and the dust.

NEW BRIDGE WAS IMPROVISED

In a Few Hours.Vanderbilts May
Get the Wabash.NewWheelimr-Pittabure-hLine.

The burning of a trestle-work bridge
near. Chestnut' Hill, In Marshall county,/betweenPowlmttan and Moundsvllle,on the line of the Ohio River railroadheld up traffic on that line several
hours yesterday.' The bridge Is supposedto have been fired by a falling
spark from-a locomotive early Monday
morning. Between 4 and 5 o'clock the
bridge was discovered to be on fire, and
as soon as possible the news was put
on the wire In'ordeiythat trains might
be held.' Fortunately this was don»i in
time to avert a disaster.
As soon as possible a construction

train was rushed to the scene and In a
few hours a new trestle-work bridge
had been Improvised, and traffic was
resumed. The train due at Wheeling
In the morning was delayed until 1 p.
m. The early morning train was held
up several hours, and the departure of
the south-bound Ohio Valley Express
was delayed.

That New Pittsburgh Line.
Referring to a recent exclusive Intelligencerpublication the Pittsburgh

Post says: The latest rumor from the
Wheeling district -Is to the effect that
the Pennsylvania company Is contemplatingthe -use of the Terminal bridge
so as to divert traffic to the Cleveland
& Pittsburgh river division with a connectionfor the Pan-Handle short line
at Mingo Junction. Ifk this Is done, the
Pittsburgh, Wheeling & Kentucky will
lose much of Its business and the stockholderswho have been receiving large
dividends may suffer. The Pennsylvaniacompany owns the river division of
the Cleveland & Pittsburgh, and could
handle all the Wheeling business over
this line via the Terminal bridge. From
Mingo to Pittsburgh the traffic of the
two river lines could be handled over
the direct Pan-Handle line, which Is
about 26 miles shorter than the line via
Wellsville and East Liverpool.

May Get the Wabash.
The concentration of so many railroadsunderVanderbllt control Is worryingrailroad people. The latest is

that the Vanderbllts may acquire controlof the Wabash. Says the New
York World: It Is reported that the
sudden departure of William K. Vanderbllton his yacht Valiant was the resultof a aumtnona to London to meet
George Gould and A. J. Cassatt, who
are In that city.
According to this report the VandeN

bllts want to secure che *rabash system.which is at present owned by the
Goulds; .while Mr. Cassatt wants the
advice of Mr. Vanderbllt concerning the
closing of several large contracts for
the exportation by the Pennsylvania,
Chesapeake & Ohio, and Norfolk &
Western of large quantltes of bituminouscoal. It is expected that the bitumnouscoal exports to Europe will
become very large in the next year or
two because of the gradual fallng of
the English mnes. It Is said that Mr.
Cassatt is about to close contracts Involvingthe shippng of several million
dollars' worth of coal to Europe.

Smothering Competition.
The announced plans of President

Hill of the Great Northern will proba-
bly precipitate one of the hottest and
longest freight-rate wars ever known
In the history of railroading. He Is
carefully making his plans, and says
that as soon as his two ggantlc steamshinsare comnlotod and In thr» tmna-
Pacific service, he will establish a
through freight rate of not more than
$8 a ton from Buffalo and other points
on the great lakes to Yokohama, Nagasaki,Hong-Kong, Shanghai, anil other
places on the coasts of Japan and Chi-
na, and that this rate may be cut to $7,
half In either case to go to the railroad
end of the business, and the other half
to the steamship lines.
No statement has been made in years

that Is considered so seriously by the
officials of other railroads as this, for
if carried into effect it will probably
mean that many of them will be forced
to sto\> the handling of through
freight. It Is even said that such low
charges would give the Great Northern
a practical monopoly of all freight
bound from the east to trans-Paclllc
ports, unless the Canadian Paclllc and
Northern Pacific, which cover practical-
ly the same territory, and both of which
have oriental steamship lines, should
meet the rate. In nny event. It Is not
seen how the railroads to the south
could compete, as they have much
longer hauls, and none of them, with
the expectlon of the Santa Fe (which,
however, does not reach the Iron districtsof the great lakes and rontJguous
territory), has a through route of Its
own to .the localities that furnish most
of the commodities that are used by the
Mongolians.

company. It is alleged that there is
certain property of the defendant companyin the district and the court Is
asked to restrain the receivers from
disposing of any1 property covered by
the mortgage in question.

A Eiver Collision.
PITTSBURGH, Aug. 6..The packets

I. C. Woodward and the Elizabeth, Saturdayat 5:4f» p. m., met in collision near
Ca'ds Landing, on the Mononpahela
river, about one mile from Elizabeth.
Only the coolness of CapU Adam Jacobs,
of the Woodward, prevented a panic
among the 300 passengers on that boat,
many of whom were women and children.In fact, Capt. Jacobs was so unconcernedabout the matter that it
quickly allayed all fear of the passengerson his boat.
Most of the. passengers were bounl

for Morgantown, W. Va. Passensw*
on the Woodward say that the Elltf*
beth was entirely at fault. The Kim*
both is probably the faster of the
boats. When near Cairds, the EH*|*beth attempted to overhaul the Woodward.Capt. Robert Demalne, who has
been on the Monongahela river for«
years, was at the wheel of the Woodward,and Capt. Leonidas Drake, wasterof the Elizabeth, was steering that
boat. He attempted to lock with the
Woodward; that is, bring his boat up
against the Woodward, but this was
accompanied by serious results.
The Elisabeth came up across the

head of the Woodward, striking the
latter about forty feet forward of her
cookhouse, on the starboard side. The
Elizabeth sets higher in the water ana
her guards tore off all the outriders on
the Woodward, and then the Elizabeth
commenced her task of plowing rlsht
through the head of the Woodward. As
a result, the Woodward's guards were
torn off and the Elizabeth whs caught
square on the head of the Woodward,
Just aft of the former's wheelhouse, tor*
board side. This JJfted the Elisabetn
about four feet out of the water.

It placed the Elizabeth in a vorv dnngerousposition, and if the Woodward
had continued her speed, would have
sunk the Elizabeth. Jacks were requiredto lift the Elizabeth off the hoaa
of the Woodward, It requiring -15 nun*
utes to perform the task.
