WHITE WINS LAURELS
In, the Summersvillo Debate With
Holt and St. Clair.Will -Hardly
Meet Eopubllcan Candidato Again.

SUMMBRSVILLK, \V. Va.f Aug. 17.HonorableJoseph 11. Gains was advertisedto address the voters of Nicholas

Wednesday, but being unable to cotnG
Hon. A. B. White, 'who was desirous
any how of meeting- the good people of
the county, came as a substitute, not
knowing that General J. W. St. Clati*
and Judge John H. Holt and Hon. John
D. Alderson were present. Seeing
their advantnep R»irnaiv >in«i «'

White alighted from his carriage till
they sent him a. challenge for a Joint
debate., Mr. White said he had not
come for that purpose, but was willing
to meet them all,one at a time, If nothingelse would satlafy them; but the
committees arranged that a debate
should take place between,Mr. Holt and
Mr. White, and that after It was over
General St. Clair should be allowed to
make the speech ho had Intended.
A bjg crowd.was out. Mr. Holt openedIn.an eloquent speech of one hour

and ten minutes, one hour of which was
given to a declaration on the subject
of imperialism, adding only a few words
in regard to the contests at the last
session of the legislature and the old
registration laws passed just after the
civil war, hoping'thereby to excite the
fears and stir up. the prejudices of the
people, and completely Ignoring the
tariff, the money question and state
Issues.

Mr. Wlilte Boplies. !
Mr. White replied In a speech of an

hour and thirty minutes, which was listenedto attentively and punctured
with freouonf. OUlburstH nf nnnlnu«Q In

which he completely answered Mr.
Holt, discussed the Issues generally and
called Mr. Holt's attention to many
things he had forgotten ur dodged.
Mr. Holt followed In a twenty minute

talk, In which he tried In vain to
smooth over some of the rough places
:uid the Democrats, seeing he was discouraged,rallied to his relief wijth some
scattered artificial cheers.
Mr. Alderson sat looking down his

nose while Mr.. White talked, as If he
had lost his last friend, and when the
debate was over General St. Clair, feelingthat White had the advantage, attemptedto help Mr. Holt out by further
replying to Mr. White's speech, utterly
contrary to the agreement. But his
harangue consisted mostly In abuse of
the negroes and an attempt to bulldoze
Republicans, which did the cause of
Democracy more harm than good.
Mr. Holt spoke in a very gentlemanly

way, but facts were against him, and
"facts are stubborn things." The laurelsof the day went clearly to Mr.
White and he made an Impression on
tho people which will tell In November.
Mr. Holt will not likely tackle him

again, even in a Democratic stronghold,
with two or three .bulldogs to back hint.

At Prevailing Prices, Says Dun.Evidenceof Weakness inBawMaterials.BottomHas Been Beached
in Prices of Iron and Steel.GradualEecovery Expected.

Company's weekly review of trade to.morrow will say:
After a great wave of advancing

prices optimism as to business Is generallydnngerous. But the top was
reached the middle of March, since
which time reaction has come lit every
great industry so that consumers are

asking whether In some directions the
decline may not have been unreason-
ably large as was the advance, and
whether buying on the present basis of
prices is not fairly sure. There are furtherevidences of weakness In raw materialsnotably the break In structural
Iron, hut each one is availed of to
place heavy contracts. New York is
welcoming buyers from all over the
country In larger numbers than for
many years at this season, In dry goods,
In groceries, in jewelry and In hardware;and if contract^ are not placea
to as large a volume as expected lathistime It Is because of conservatism
of those who think they may compel
some further shading of prices. Reportsthis week from other Important
points of distribution show the same

eagerness to buy when the time seems

right.

It is becoming more apparent that the
bottom has been reached In prices of
iron and steel. The decline was severe
