NEW YORK, Aug. 23..Richard Croker,If report be true, will "stack up",
against the -hardest proposition to
maintain his leadership this fall he has
ever had td^ncounter. It may be stated
almost positively*", that he has broken
with the vfcst moneyed Interests which
he served during the Ufe of the late
Boswell P. Flower. He now begins a

political fight, In which his leadership
and the Influence of hls'organlzatlon In
local and state politics are at stake.
The-fight In t.he Democratic party, In

which the nomination of Controller Colcrfor governor Is only an accident, Is
the most momentous since Tilden meas-
ured swords with Tammany. -Stripped
of every" Influence save Tammany's
vote and patronage, Croker begins his
battle with a^Sbold attack on the', moneyed'intereststhat have heretofore'
been behind him.,

Proposition to Wood.
At Saratoga, It Is-said, he asked EugeneD. Wood, of Albany, to prevent

Hill's election as a delegate to the
state convention. To his amazement
Wood refused and intimated that Albanycounty' would send a Hill delegatlonjtothe convention. When Croker
heard that he realized that Hill had
outgeneraled him by patching up a
truce with, the group of Democratic
capitalists which had formerly opposed
him because of his'aversion of Grover
Cleveland. vT
"I have had no dealings with "Wood,",

said Croker in his' rage. ."He is .the
paid lobbyist of corporations and insurancecompanies and tells what he
does for them. -J lregard him as a fit
subject for the district attorney of Albanycounty."

When Croker gets angry and begins
to abuse neonle he is hit hard. It was

so during the mayoralty campaign. In
this case the man attacked is a member
of the Democratic club and has heretoforebeen the boon companion of the
Tammany leaders.
His political associate in Albany is

Anthony N. Brady, the capitalist. Mr.
"Wood Is the legislative and political
representative, of big corporations. His
Intimacy with the Tammany leaderswas based on this fact; he dealt
with Tammany as the representative
of th« Traction, Telephone, Gas and
Electrical Companies dt Greater New
York. Croker's attack on him means
the severance of political fellowship
between Tammany and these interests.

Sheehan Men With Hill.
William C. Sheehan, who stole Erie

county from Croker.'as a preliminary
to his re-entrance to state politics, "arrangedthe alliance between Hill and
the Democratic corporation interests of
the state. He said the day following
the meeting of the state'committee:

shows just what Sheehan meant. The

and the Flower estate. The political
programme of the combination is the
nomination of Cobr for governor,
which means the control of the state
party machinery, the overthrew of
Tammany by votes of the vast army of
employes In the Whitney Interests combinedwith the« independent, and antiTammanyDemocratic vote of New
York, the election of an anti-Tammanymayor of Greater New York In
1001 and the nomination of David B.
Hill for President In 1904.

His Newspaper Experience,

: Mr. Huntington was ya man' with
many enemies. He was always a

fighter, says the New York Sun. Of
great physical strength, he wasn't
willing to admit that there was,any-i
body who could whip him. He often!
used to boast of his prowess even as a

schoolboy. He carried his love of bat-
tie into his business. Many years ago,
before the civil war, he bought a
newspaper In San Francisco so that
he could have a fight on his hands. It
was an Abolition DaDer. Three men
had been killed while running It Mr.
Huntington k found an Irishman who
wanted to tackle the Job of editor,.and
he bought the paper, installed the Ir-.
Ishman as editor, and let everybody
know that Collls P. Huntington was behindhim. Nobody killed the editor, andnobody tried to. He lost <56,000 in the
venture, and then decided that he would
quit. He was a great Abolitionist himself.He was a friend of the Itegro and
of the Chinaman.

and who Is said to have captured his
love by her skill In cooking biscuits.
