great show Is a revel of clothes.
Society women and dressmakers have

bought.and sketched and sketched and
bought, and the tirst. fruits of all thLs
rummaging and ransacking are already
worn at Newport and displayed In New
York shop windows.
The exposition has hurried the season.
But it has worked no revolution.
Radical changes in fashion are apt to

euine in hard times, or' when for any
reason women are now buying freely.

the autumn offerings are beautiful, elaborateand fragile, but quite in line with
recent precedent.
The wise say that fashion Is hesitating..Shal} the next plunge be toward

Empire styles or the hoopsklrt?
Skirts are growing fuller. "What Is

to be done with the extra material now

arranged in plaits at the back of the
gown? Shall it be disposed in the /lowinglines of the pseudo-classic garments
in which Josephine delighted, or shall it
be expanded to balloon-like proportions
over crinoline?
Everybody knows what Paris wishes.

For years she has coaxed and threatenedand pleaded. She gave us eelskin
skirts because we refused hoops; nor.*
she hop?3 to see the pendulum swing of
Its own accord, to the opposite extreme.
Paris hates to refuse a dare; and

women have dared her to burden them
with huops. But Paris Is sometimes
discreet, and so she hesitates.
The autumn fashions are non-committal:th\v are worthy of a political partywith a platform to enunciate. They

say everything and nothing. They
swing around the circle. They promise
all thlng3 to all women. They leave the
way clear for a move In any direction.
Among the new displays there are

tucked skirts, such as we have seen all
summer; there are Empire dresses for
all who will wear them, and there are

grotesquely, bunchlly draped skirts,
such as were worn In the early 70s or a

little before that, when hoopsklrts and
the big bustles that succeeded them
were in senila decay.
An extreme example of the draped

dress was lately made for a prominent
woman of fashion. It consisted of a

lace skirt with an overdress of a delicategreen and white silk, swathed
across the front and caught at the left
side a: about the level of the knees with
an enormous black velvet rosette. Thr»
bodice, decked with a fiscu of chiffon
and lace, had a similar rosette on the
left shoulder.
Some of the best of Empire dresses

promise to be very becoming to slight
women. For her daughter Marlon, who
has this week made her debut In society
at Newport, Mrs. Stuvycsant Fish has
had designed an Empire dress which
has a skirt ot pink satin widening from
about half way down its length Into a

short train. Over this comes a tunic
of pink Empire tulle embroidered with
small roses. and having a deep em-
broldereil shoulder.
The lower part of the satin skirt is

veiled with cream white tulle crossing
in lozenges and edged with a wide
niche. The short bodice is confined by
a scarf of yellow satin ribbon which
crosses the bosom "en fichu'' and Is

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fastened on the left side by a .large
rosette. The corsage, which Is quite
square, is composed of* a -yoke of gold
lace;' h^ld up by half^braces of. black
vejyet ribbon. The arras are encircled
by a drapery of croam-colored -tulle,
which loaves the shoulders exposed.
Mrs. Fish herself has lately worn an

Empire dress of primrose satin, lined
with: cerise'. The skirt formed a tight
tunic for about1 half Its length, then
w/dened to the bottom, it was cut up
into long, pointed Indentations over an
underskirt.plaited In ..the form of a fan.
Round the Indentations there was a
/border of gold und silver embroidery.
The low, short bodice was composed

of puffs of moussellne de sole over a
velvet drapery. The sleeves were
double puffs of yellow velvet, mixed
with pink moussellne de sole. The
waistbnnd was of cerise satin, vers*
wide, embroidered with chenille, silver
and gold.
Miss Elsie French, the fiance, of Al-

irea vanaeroilt, la another young womanwho has given countenance to
the Empire revival.. An evening dress
in which she has appeared at Lenox, Is
composed of pink crepe de chine, embroideredabout the bottom' of the
skirt, which is bordered in the same
manner, forms a peplum, which is prolongedinto a train. The short bodice
Is cut square at the neck and turns
over in a bertha of frilled and embroideredmoussaUne de sole. The corsage
Is kept on the shoulders by a chain of,
pearls, and there Is a waistband of
gold.tissue, pearl embroidered. There
are long sleeves of mouss&ine de sole.
But among late summer and early

autumn dresses the majority are less
extreme. A pretty pale blue and white
spotted muslin frock that appeared
one morning this week at the Newport
Casino had a most attractive arrangementof Ruipure trimmings at the
top of the flounce, round the waist and
on the bodice. The back of the skirt
was perpendicularly tucked, the front
extremely well cut. and the parasol
was planned to match.
With a pretty crinoline hat trimmed

with feathers and roses the costume
was decidedly pleasing.
A pleated dress sketched on the same

occasion was made of the most silky

trimmed on the hips and i-.bove the
hem "with nn applique of cream lace; it
had undersleeves of cream-colored
baby ribbon.

one of beige-colored cloth, with stitchedrevers of white taffeta. A turnedbackpiece of silk gives a hood-like effectabout the shoulders. The buttons

Early autumn hats are of rough black

straw In the graceful "Trlcorne"
shapes. Their only trimming consists
of pompons of white, black and blue.
Vast numbers of Empire hats are

shown. They cume in many materials,
Including felt, fur and velvet, and are

trimmed with floating ostrich plumes.
Then there are wide-brimmed capelinesto be worn at the back of the

head, and broad, flat toques designed
to show th2 hair. Corded white panne
is used for bewitching berets, which
are trimmed with wreaths of faintest
pink silk and pink velvet roses.
' "White velvet, plush or panns is used
for some of the loveliest toques, and
while these often have a touch of black,
the chic thing is to add green by way of
contrast.

Itichly colored Ivy leaves and autumnflowers are promlnc-nt among the
trimmings, but the crop of fruit in the
millinery orchard is about exhausted.
Gold tinsel hat bands testify to the

continuance of the military spirit. Perhapsthe oddest new departure Is the
application of the veil, which, Instead
of covering the face, is now drawn up
over the brim and garnitures, forming
soft, transparent folds.

August 26, 1900. John X, 1-16.

Jesus the Good Shepherd.
Jesus had lately used those Indlspensables,"light" and "water," as emblemsof his office and function. He

now employs a new tlgure, almost as

familiar; for the Hebrews were alwaysa pastoral folk. This, with the
story of the Vine and Branches (chapterxv), is said to be the only instance
of allegory in the New Testament.

The Jewish church had
grown into a great ecclesiastical establishment,furnishing numerous offices of
honor, power and emolument. These
were naturally sought by the ambitious,and held tenaciously by the successful.One object of this allegory is
to sot forth the character of these
marcenarles. Like thieves th*y have
effected an entrance in such a way that
their true character has not been discovered.But, though they have obtainedthe garb of office, they do not
have the following of the tru:1 mem-

bars. The latter, Instead of fallowing,
floe, and do not hear them. The characterof these false shepherds Is. furtherdelineated. They work havoc In
the highest Interests of men. They
steal, kill, and destroy in the realm of
spiritual values. Their purely mercenaryspirit is indicated by the epithet
"hireling." In any final crisis, when
the very life of those whom they servo*

is at stake, they would lly like arrant
cowards. Thus, with steady and courageoushands. Jesus held the mirror
before the hierarchy of his day
On the dark background of the false
shepherd, Jesus now projects the ideal
of the true. He Is one who enters upon
his function in the appointed way.
The Holy Spirit (the porter) approves;
the church recognizes him (the sheep
hear his voice). His life Is spent In
care of the tlock: he callcth,leadeth,
puttcth forth, goeth forth Jesusmakes a dcclded turn In the alle-
gory -when ho declares himself to be
"the* door." Entrance to the'church Is
by the person and work of Jesusr As
the eastern shoppfold has but one door,
so tho church has none other than
Christ. "Thsre Ik none other name underheaven Riven among men." Through
him we come.to salvation and spiritual
sustenance (And jiastu*:?) and the more
abundant life. .... Again, there
are shepherds and shepherds. but Jesus
Is pre-eminently the Shaph?rd. The evidenceof this Is his voluntary surrenderof life, and the reciprocal and perfectrecognition subsisting between
shepherd und sheep.analogous to that
which maintains between . Father and
Son. . Finally, Jesus bursts
mo sneu 01 jcwisn sectarianism in the
generous and courageous words: "Othersheep I have which are not of this
fold." It was a hint of this kind which
had led these sectarlsts, bn a former
occasion, to ask scornfully: "Will lie
go and teach the Gentiles?" Alas! how
they did "dissolve the pearl of charity
In the acid of sect." The "one Shepherd"exalts persons above institutions
when he suys there shall be "one (lock,"
not "one fold," as In the Authorized
Version, which Rives precisely the oppositesonse. The reference Is to the
"Invisible church," made up of the
faithful of every age und land.
