FILLBE FORCED INTO IDLENESS.

HAZLETON, Pa., Sept. 18.—The
forsizn-speaking miners are in the
majority in the Hazleton district,
anid most of them are in favor of the
strike,  The English-speaking work-
men who are in favor of the strike are
not 5o numerous. It seems to those
who are in close touch with the sit-
uatlon that all depends on the for-
elgners.  If toney conclude to stay
away from their worl, the mines will
be so crippled that operations will
have to cease, thus forcing idleness
upon the English-speaking workman.
The territory south of Hazxleton is
well organized, and there is some ap-
prehension here to-night that disturb-
anees might oceur in that locality.
Bome of them have mnde threats of
bedily harm against any one who
starts work in the morning.

PHILADELPHIA, Sept. 16.—That the
strike of the mine workers in the an-
thraelte coal reglons @ of Pennsylvania,
which President Mitchell, of the Uni-
ted Mine Workers of America, has offi-
clally  arderid, Lo - begin  to-morrow
morning, will be one of conalderabie
magnitude seems certaln to-night from
reports recelved from the reglons af-
tected. It seems equally certuin that
a number of operators wlll make an ef-
fort to run thelr collleries, even though
they may be ghort-handed, but whether
they will be successful only can bo de-
termined when the breaker whistles
sound the call to work, 'The operators
generally will huye thelr collleries In
condition to Legln operations, and the
whistles will blow, ae usual, but o large
number. of the employers admit  that
there 1a but little hope of bLeing able
to start.

QUIET ON THE SABBATH.

Little Evidence of the Great Striko
That Will Begin To-day.

HAZLETON, Pu,, Sept, ‘15._—“"illi_lhe
exception of Progident Mitchell's nrriv-
al, there was little eyldence ghown here
to-day 'that Huzleton was the storm
centre of the present eoal war batween
labor nnd capltal, | Nothing oceurred to
disturb  the 'screnlty of the Sabbath.
Qulte a large number of miners came to
town, but soon left when they found
that thers was no news floating around.
With the excapllon of the 2ngineers,
firamen, pump-runnors and repalrmen,
no one was around any of the mines in
this vielnlty. Tublle meetings of min-
ars were held during the day at Hor-
ley, Ebervale and Freeland, on. the
north glde, Shepton and Harwood on
the west side, and at Colerain, south of
here., The largest gothering was that
at Freeland, twelve miles north, where
the unlon men are not 5o strong ns the
organizers would like to have them.
This meeting was held In the open air
and was addreseed by Natlonal Com-
mitteeman BenJamin James and n num-
ber of other labor leaders well known
in these regions. There were 2,000 per-
sona In the crowd. When Mr. James
asked all those to ralse thelr hands who
were agalnst n strike, not an arm went
up.

All the moetings were held for the
purpose of cncournging the men to
stand firm In the present conflict and
also to strengthen the unlon by re-
cruiting new members,  All sorts of
guesses are 3till belng made ns to the
number of men who will remain  from
work to-marrow.

PREACHERS PLEAD

With Thelr Flocks to Return to
Work—Statement of James.

HAZLETON,  Pa. Sept. 16.—Mr.
James to-night authorlzed a-denlal of
u gtory. telegraphed from here that the
Ttallans at Bunker HIl, seven miles
south of here, are monufocturing
“bomb balls" for use In case trouble
with the polica should arlse, He also
stated that the printed statement that
commlittees had been sent to Altoona,
Pa,, and other places In the bituminous
<ol fields of this state for the purpose
of ngitating a aympathetle strile. Mr.
James sald that no such movement Is
contemplated and no steps will be ta-
ken in that direction while the antira-
clte strike Is on, unless the bituminous
fuel f8 sant into the hoard conl reglons.

In that event President Mitchell
would ecall vut the soft coal miners
within forty-elght hours, Contrary . to
expectations only thres or four clergy-
men in the Lelilgh Valley proadhed on
the Inbor troubles and only one, the
Nev, Curl Houeer, took o declded stand
agninst the sirlke, He is the preacher
of three Lutheran churches, one at
Eckley, another at Harwood and’ (he
third at Freeland. He preached In all
three to-day and pleaded with his peo-
ple to go to work to-morrow,
