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Roosevelt's Letter of Acceptance.
Governor Roosevelt's letter of ae-

ceptance Is exceptionally modest, but
confidently firm In tone; and, although
brief, covers all the Issues before the
American people to-day In a terse and
admirable manner. His Idea of the
front that the Republican party should
present to the people Is one that should
admit of no equivocation. "Wo must
show," he says, "In fashion Incapable of
being misunderstood that the American
people, at the beginning of the twenelethcentury, face their duties in a

calm and serious spirit: that they have
no Intention of permitting folly or lawlessnessto mar the extraordinary ma-
terlal well-being which they have at-
talned at home, nor yet of permitting
their flntr to be dishonored abroad."
That really summarizes the Republican
platform In a most comprehensive paragraph,and Is so plain In Its exposition
of the principles of the Republican
party that he who runs may read.
Governor Roosevelt dissects the

shams of the Kansas City platform In a

masterly nmnner, and speaks with In-
spired wisdom of the difficult problems
that confront us to-day. i
In speaking of trusts he says that

"no good whatever Is subserved by In-
discriminate denunciation of corpora-
tlons generally, and of all forms of In-

one and was read by that gentleman.
But all the caution they are able to exercisewill not prevent the Demo-PopulJstcandidate from putting his foot In
It. The trust, chaser Is quite fond of
quoting scripture, and he took for his
text In '.'tracking the deadly octopus to
Its lair," the lament of David over Absalom,'-'Is the young safe?" Applying
Ihls phrase to the young man of to-day
Bryan launched out Into a Jeremald
against'the trusts In general and the
Republican party In particular. He
enumerated as many trusts as he could
remember, but his memory was convenientlyat fault with regard to that
most infamous of all trusts, the DemocraticIce trust, of New York, and the
cotton bale trust, In which Chairman
Jones is a large stockholder. The lamentationsof this modern Jeremiah are
not consistent.
But what does Mr. Bryan propose to

do with the trusts? Destroy them, annihilatethese deadly octopuses which
have their "villainous clutch upon the
throat of American energy"? Not a bit
of it. His panacea for the alleged evils
springing out of these combinations of
capital, is about as siily as his Philippinepolicy Is ridiculous. The remedy
he has suggested for the great trust
problem Is as follows:
That Congress should pass a law providingthat no corporation organized In

any state should do business outside of
the state In which it Is organized until
it receives from some power created by
Congress a license authorizing it to do
business outside of its own state. Now,
if the corporation must come to this
body created by Congress to secure permissionto do business outside of the
state, then the license can bo granted
upon conditions which will, in the first
place, prevent the watering of stock; In
the second place, prevent monopoly In
any brahch of business, and, third, providefor publicity as to all of the transactionsand business of the corporation.
Congressman Llttlefleld, of Maine, In

hls speech in the house of representa-
lives, June 1, 01 xnia year, reierring 10

this proposition, said that "every lawyerknows that the Congress of the
United States has no more control over
such a corporation, under such circumstances,than It has over the precession
of the equinoxes." But what cares

Bryan about a little matter of constitutionality?Everything he advocates is
within the letter and spirit of the constitution,but everything is unconstitutionalconceived and put in force by
the Republican party. Like all of
Bryan's utterances his Saturday night
harangue was "full of sound and fury,
signifying nothing."
As Mr. Bryan opened his discourse

with a scriptural quotation he should
have closed with one, and as he failed
In this respect the Intelligencer respectfullycalls his attention to the second
verse of the twenty-sccond chapter of
I Samuel, which applies to his audiencewith groat significance. It reads
as follows: "And everyone that was in
distress, and everyone that was in
debt, and everyone that was discontentedgathered themselves unto him."
This refers to the gathering of the malcontentsat the cave of Adullam.

Plainly Put.
Postmaster General Charles Emory

Smith, who Is a favorite with West Virginiansas n campalsn speaker, in his
speech at the Republican rally in New
York the other evening, gave a very
plain exposition of the Bryan peril that
threatened this country in 1S96. "Great
as would have been the shock caused
by Bryan's election four years ago," said
hip, "his success now would produce a

far greater convulsion? Do they understandthat, if there was reason for apprehensionthen, there is double reason

for alarm now? Why? Because we

have so much more to lose. Because
we have so much farther to fall. Becausewe should be plunged to the same
depths from a far higher level. You
fall from the sccond story and you arc

In danger of a broken neck. You fall
from the top of a sky-scraper, and you
are certain of It." Continuing, Mr.
Smith said:
"It is t|me that business men and

worklngmcn everywhere fully realized
this truth. In 1896 we were already on
a low level. Four years of hard times
and low prices and widespread bankruptcyhad nrostrated business and
paralyzed Industry. Recall a few evidences.The exchanges of the clearing
houses of the country measure the volumeof trade. Instead of growing as
they ought to do year by year, they
had declined from 1892 during the succeedingyears of depression more than
one-quarter. More than two million
worklngmen wore Idle. Most of those
who had work hnd It only on short time
and low wages. Mills were slopped and
soup-houses opened. The deposits In
savings banks were reduced, showing
that depositors were drawing on their
savings to make up the loss of earnings.The annual consumption of wheat
In this country fell off over two bushels
per hend, showing that empty pocketbookswore followed by empty stomachs.The loss In railroad values alone
was more than two thousand million
dollars. The total loss of that period of
panic and depression was as great as
that Involved In the civil war."

Bryan mentioned many trusts nt St.
Louis, Saturday night, but adroitly
omitted the cotton bale and Ice trusts,
composed of Democrats.

After a long silence Webster Davis
turns up at St. Louis, clutching his
throat for "llb-er-tay" tit so much per
clutch.

The fool In his heart says there Is no
Qod. Bryan still persists in saying that
Iho tanglblo prosperity or the country la
nn "Iridescent dream."

However much they may try to hide
