Seem to Think That the Money Issue
Has Been" Eliminated.Labor Class
Ha3 no Use for Bryan.Views of
Correspondents. ,,

WASHINGTON, D. C., Sept. 23.ThoStar says: Republican advices
from West Virginia are to the effect
that the political situation in that state
Indicates the necessity of .more vigorous'
action on the part of Republicans than
has characterized tli<* campaign thus
far. Reports have been received which
shotv great activity' among the Demo>
crats, with resulting benefit to the Democraticoutlook.Theparty lieutenants In the field do
not concede that a Democratic victory
Js Imminent. On the contrary, they
think that the state- will go Republican
arid return Republican representatives
in Congress, but it is made plain that
this result can be accomplished only by
hard work on the part of every Republicanand the turning out of the full Republicanvote in. every district.

Republicans Somewhat Disappointed.
The Republican managers In West

Virginia are somewhat surprised and
disappointed over the attitude of tlie
gold Democrats of prominence. It Is
found that some men who wield considerableInfluence In Democratic politics
and whom the Republicans think ought
to aid them are aligning themselves
with the. Bryan party.

It is argued that these Democrats,
who are deeply interested in the industrialdevelopment of the, state, have receivedsubstantial benelits from Republicanlegislation. The coal, Iron and
lumber Interests, which languished underthe regime for which William L.
Wilson was the sponsor- In West Virginia,have been thriving under Republicanlegislation. Sound money
and a protective tariff. it is
claimed, have. been., the salvation of
West Virginia, and these Democrats of
prominence haw prospered along with
tha rest of the community.

It Is a source of surprise, therefore,
to the Republicans that the gold Democratsshould retreat from the position
which they assumed in order to help
bring about this favorable condition of
affairs and should train with the opposition.

It Is said that the Democratic campaignfund in West Virginia has been
padded this year, and that at the presenttime the Democrats are a great deal
better off for the sinews of war than
their opponents. It is not pleasant to
the Republican leaders to think that the
money which flowed Into the Demucratlc'cottejsas a result of Republican
policies of government Is now diverted
-to the hands of the enemy for political
use.

Will Brace Up Republicans.
The result of the reports from West

Virginia will mean.Immediate bracing
up of the Republican campaign In that
state. Literature and speakers will be
supplied, and the voters throughout th«>
state will be awakened to a. sense of the
danger which seems to confront the
party.
One Republican leader In West Virginia,after reciting at length the

sources of danger to the^election of Republicanrepresentatives in the districts,added in a letter:
"However, I have not given up the

light by any means. On the contrary,
I expect to carry the district, but It will
only be after an effort on the part of
every Republican. There is one good
thing, we have in. our favor not only
the general situation of the Republican
administration, but the fact that we are

feeling It now more than ever before.
