IS CALLED
£y President Mltcholl, of tho United
Mine Workers, to Meet at Scranton,Beginning Noxt Friday.

SATISFACTION IS EXPRESSED

2>y Minors and Others Over tho Prospectof a Settlement.Tho OporatorsEefuso to Talk.

IIAZLETON, Pa., Oct 8..The issuing
of the call to-day by President Mitchell,
of the United Mine Workers of America,for a Joint convention of the anthraciteminers to be held at Scranton,
beginning next Friday, for the purpose
of deciding whether to accept or reject
tho 10 per cent, net increase in wages
offered by the operators, is a long step
in the direction of bringing the great
coal miners strike to a close. Genuine
satisfaction was expressed to-day by
both miners and persons not directly
connected with the coal Industry, that
tho contest Is approaching an end. Businessthroughout the entire anthracite
coal Held is practically at a standstill
and it will take some time before normalconditions will again prevail.

Will be a Short Convention.
It is believed the convention will not

be a long one as it is expected the
6trlkers will almost unanimously acceptthe advance in wages. There is,
however, a possibility that by the introductionof a proposition to abolish the
sliding scale and another to have the
operators agree to a yearly wage contract,tho termination of the strike
might be somewhat delayed.'
None of the operators who could be

Been here to-day would have anything
to say in regard to the convention call.
Most of them preferred to wait and see
what action the convention will take.
Somerof the local unions in various
parts of tho coal fleld have selected
their delegates to the convention and
many of them were in session to-night
fdr that purpose. President Mitchell
will leave here to-morrow morning for
Shamokin, where a labor demonstration
Is to take place In the afternoon. On
Wednesday he will go to Scranton to

Oct. 8..The American troops will not
participate in the expedition to Pao
Tins Fu. General Chaffee has the
assurance of Li Hun? Chang that if
the allies desire Pao Ting Fu, the Chinesewill readily surrender that city.
Li Hung Chang has given the same assuranceto the other generals.
The Americans believe that revenge

and military display are the only objectsof the expedition, and they hold
that it will retard the restoration of
peace.
The Russians are understood to have

practically abandoned the railroad, and
to have stopped its construction. GeneralChaffee favors the return of the
railroad to Its owners, and Its reconstructionand operation on a joint Internationalbasis.
The first reinforcements of German

troops have arrived here.

RUSSIA'S OCCUPATION
Of Shan-Hai-Kuan Forts Divided

Among the Different Nations.
ST. PETERSBURG, Oct. 8..Admiral

Alexleff, In reporting the.occupation of
Shan-Hai-Kuan, on the Gulf of LlaoTung,says:
"In accordancc with an agreement of

the admiral's the forts have been dividedamong the different nations. The
town has not been occupied, but the
gates are guarded by artillery. The
forts are nearly Intact and the whole
route from IIong-Kien to Shan-HalKuanIs now occupied by the Russians.
After the occupation of Shan-Hai-Kuan
the Americans refused to further participatein the operations. Pnrt of theRujwlan force Is advancing northwards."

The Yorktown's relief column
landed at Torrljos on the Marlnduque
coast and inarched to Santa Cruz, which
wan the proposed route of the captured
party without encountering the enemy
or learning anything definite regarding
the captives except that they had entirelydisappeared.

workmen. The tin plato company employsIn all over 50,000 workmen, and

plant In the country will be working.
The Monongahela mill, of this city,

the Demmler plant and the one at New
Kensington started to-day, and the
others will follow n» soon as possible.
Nearly every plant In the gas belt will
commence to-night, and by the end of
the week every one of the twenty will
be operating to their full capacity. In
all the plants there arc 2S2 mills, and
In the twenty to be started there will
be 160 giving employment to many
workmen besides thpse directly connectedwith the Industry.
The plants have been Idle since the

expiration of the scale, which expired
In June last.

Anna Furlong, -was thirty-seven yearsof age. Mott Is twenty-nine. Her
home Is In Chicago. Mott says shehas a husband, a hotel man, and a son,named Brennan, living at Bayonne,N. J.
Mott met her a year ago at Dover,Del. They had been traveling from

place to place, and for the past couplemonths have had palmistry offices In
this city and Columbia. Lately Mott
had become very jealous of the woman,
and this evening, after drinking all day
went to their room and had an altercationwith her. Mrs. Stelnbauer attemptedto pacify them, whereupon
Mott began to Are from a thirty-two
calibre revolver. Mrs. Stelnbauer fell
to the floor with a bullet In her stomachand another In her head, and Mile.
Alberta was shot three times, In the
head and breast- She died Instantly.

of the murder, regretting that he had
shot Mrs. Stelnbauer. whom he raid
he liked, and saying that he had become
tired of Mile. Alberta's fickleness, r.nd
could stand It no longer.

CONCLUDES TOUR

OE ILLINOIS
And at Midnight Crosses tho Mississippito Missouri/ to Open

at St Louis To-night.

EAST ST. LOUIS, 111., Oct. 8..GovernorRoosevelt to-night concluded his
campaign tour of Illinois, speaking In
this city to the largest audlenco assembledhere since the McKlnley-Bryan'campaign tour of four years ago.
Various Republican organizations of
this city vied with each other in doing
honor to the Vice Presidential candidate.Governor Roosevelt betrayed no

token of weariness, notwithstanding he
had made speeches at many towns in
tho state en route, most notable of
which was at Springfield. There the
governor refrained. from discussing
finance, trusts and such topic*, devotinghimself exclusively to the life
achievements of Abraham Lincoln.

Jacksonville's Turnout.
From Springfield to Jacksonville Mrs.

Yates, wife of the candidate for governorof Illinois, enlivened the situation
by riding In the engine cab, and on arrivingat her home city blew the whistle
which signalled the presence of :hc
Roosevelt special. The crowd at this
place was the largest that greeted GovernorRoosevelt, owing undoubtedly to
tho fact that Judge Yates, who lives at
Jacksonville, was on the train. Between
iouble files of mounted Rough Riders,
Governor Roosevelt and JUdgo Yates
rode to a large tent In the public
square. There the procession halted,
ind the crowd cheered, while Judge
i'ates Introduced Governor Roosevelt,
who spoke briefly.
On arrival at Alton the governor was

greeted by a large body of citizens nnd
jrganlzatlons bearing flambeaux. A
feature was the presence of sixty marinesand thirty former members of the
regular army, all of the latter having
nerved under Governor Roosevelt at
Santiago.

Candidates Pass Each Other.
Proceeding thence to East St. Louis

Governor Roosevelt made a short
speech, and Immediately south of the
city his train was stopped for orders.
An incident of Interest transpired at
this point. It was the arrival and
stopping of William J. Bryan's special
train, north-bound, Immediately alongsidethe Roosevelt special. The Bryan
train, also, had stopped for orders. The
candidates did not see each other until
their respective cars were passing slowly,but as they passed they recognized
each other"In the dim light from the
:ar windows, and each leaning forward
ivaved his hand In salutation.
The Roosevelt special arrived here at

LI o'clock, three hours o.?M.'d time, and
the governor was drlve-i Immediately
to tho "platform In front of the court
house. from which he spoke. Apparentlythe entire city had turned out to
see and cheer the candidate.
At the conclusion of the speech GovernorRoosevelt was escorted across'

the high bridge to St. Louis, where he

Hotel, In company with Grand MarshalL. P. Phllpott, formerly of Kentucky,who was a member of Roosevelt'sRough Riders at San Juan.

"German Day" parade. But heart diseasehad Colonel Exley in its deadly
grasp, and at noon, while he was talkingto his old friend, Colonel John Hodley,he fell forward In his chair and expiredbefore anything could be done.
WUllam Henry Exley was born. April8, 1S38, the son of WUllam B. Exley,who lived on Sixteenth street, then

known as John street. He attendod. the
Wheeling public schools and then wortc^
ed for his father In the contracting and
building business. learning the trade of
carpenter. He married Mrs. Elizabeth
Chambers In 1567. Upon the death of
his father he succeeded him in tho
contracting business, prosecuting it
successfully until the time of his retirement.
Mrs. Exley died twenty-four years

ago and Colonel Exley never re-marrled.Upon the death of his wife, heretiredfrom business and aVice lived, a
life free from commercial carea.
