Couldn’t Look Him in the Face.

At the Russinn legation over an hour
was spent. From there the Amerlean
legation was visited., Here the prince
was received by Mr. Conger and the
members of the legation.

| to leok him In the face, but that per-

sopally he had done all In his power to
prevent the cotastrophe that had oceur-
red, but the foree of events had proved
too much for him. Ching sald that he
had merely come topay a visit of re-
spect to an old friend.

| formed that Japan was utterly opposed

to any division of China by the powers
and that both England and Amerlea
would atand by her In this demand;

An International Commission.

It is now belleved hers thut the scttle-
ment of the sltuation will be made by an
{nternationul cominisslon, elther at The
Hague or Washington, at which China
will not be represanted. If the oplnlon
of high officials here can be taken as'n
gulde, Russin, Germany, France and
poesibly Italy are In favor of a divislon
of China, with o merely nominal Chi-
nese emplrz, while England, Amerlca
and Japan will demand apen door poll-
ey, & heavy indemnity aml for a long
period the pollelng of the country by an
international force.

The generalconcensus of opinlon of the
Amerlean  und Dritlsh ministers . and
generals Is that seldom If ever in the
history of the world has any elty been
more completely looted and gutted than
Pekin, and it Is malnly due to the in-
flugnee of General Chaffee and the Brit-
ish general, Gasclee, that the sacred
city Itself has not suffered the same
fatz. In fact, most of tha members of
the embassies, thalr familles and even
the mizsioparies think that a great mis-
take was made in not looting it and
burning It ta the ground.

A Common Sight,

They argue that it all the property of
the merchants, bankers, pawn-brokers
and cven the houses of the very poor
huve been looted and burned, why
should the property of those mainly re-
sponsible be saved and held sacred for
their future use,

It s an every day sight to see =oldicrs,
camp followers and members of the riff
raff that Is followlng the army, selling
all sorts of things, particularly the sil-
ver shoes, which were used as cash,
valued at seven, thirtesn, thirty and
fifty dollurs, according to weight. Hun.
dred dollar watches were sclling for
five, but now prices have gone up and
ellver shoes are selling for two-thirds of
thelr value und other things according-
Iy. i
“The proprictor of a Pekin hotel has
bouglht, it is stated, sllver worth over o
quarter of a milllon dollars, ot o cost of
lesg than §50,006,

American soldiers have not been offl-
clally allowed to loot, but.only to for-
age, which eans that partles have
gone put dally over the Amerlean quar-
