“Institute  and  Martin's Ferry high
school elevens; three hotly contested
bicyele races, and the prize drills, The
gpcech Hon, C. L. Weems, of Ohlo,
wits scheduled to muke on the lssues of
the campalgn was omltted, owing to
~the lateness of the hour when the sport-
Ing programme was completed.  On all
sides It Is conceded that the “Fleld
Day"” has been one of the most effective
pblltlcui gatherings of the campalgn In
s state—it brought out the young
Republicans, as well a8 hundreds:of old
ones, and all allke were Interested. The
ladles, too, were greatly in evidence,
the bicycle racing and football, ns
usoal-attracting the falr sex. Finan-
clally, the affair was fully up to the ex-

day. For this race, twenty-five wheel-
men had volunteered and took turns in
carrying the message of President Me-
Kinley to the people of West Virginia.
The relays varied in length from three
to ten miles, and the time made, six

The time made was fifteen miles an
hour, which ls great golng over ‘the
hilly ronds of eastern Ohlo.

The totnl distance of ninety-four and
one-half mileg was made in six hours
and fifteen minutes, or at the rate of
exactly four minutes to the mile, and
fitteen miles an hour,

This s consldered remarkable work
on the road, especially over the hills of
eastern Ohlo. When the schedule for
the race was constructed there was no
expectation that It would be equalled,
much less surpassed os It was by twen-
ty minutes, Th=2 summary of the relay
I= as followa:

Owing tu the McIinley era of pros-
perity  which Whesling Is enjoying, the
turn-out in the “Fleld Day" parade was
not so' large as:was hoped for, but It
was 0. most creditable showing, and
quite up to expeclations, The com-
panfes’ and elubs rendezvouxed at  the
corner of Twenty-fourth and Chapline
jstreteis, South Side, and It was after 2
o'clock when the:command to. march
was given by Colonel Baguley, in com-
mand of the Rough Rider regiment. In
the line were the Washington, Ritchle,
Madlson, Centre, Clay and Benwood
Rough  Riders, aml Republican Six
Footers, (all . of whieh organizations
made o splendld showing. In addition
there were the Mark Hanno Marching
Club and the J. J, Gl Marching Club,
of  Martin's’ Ferry, both of which
marched with the preclsion of veterans
and made o pretty appearance in thelr
white duek uniforms,

It was 3 o'clock when the column
made Its.appearance on the track and
marched around before disbanding. The
spectacle was a beautiful one, and all
of the clubs and companles were glven
a hearty reception ns thoy passed the
grand stand. .

The President’s Message,

As soon as the paraders were seated
In the grand stand, the message of
President McKinley to West Virginlans,
wag read. The message hnd reached
the grounds over an hour before, being
dellverad by Edward  NWicoll at
fully an hour.carller than it had been
expected. It had-come even too early
for the veteran Caleb Bylvis, who, how-
ever, began tiring the President's salute
of twenty-one gung half an hour later,

When silence had finally been obtain-
ed, Mr. Nesbitt procecded 'to read  the
mesgage. He was Inosplendid voice and
was casfly heard In . all parts of the
grand stand. (At the conclusion of the
rending of the message the crowd gave
a mighty shout, and the cheoring lasted
fully o minute, . Then-Ar, Nesbitt pro-
posed three cheers for President "Me-
Kinley, apd they were given with’
wlll,  Then he called for three more
for “Teddy'" and. 4f  possible the
chesring  was jof greater volume than
before.  “Jake”™ Snyder next pushed
forward and asked for three cheers for
Frank Nesbitt, and agaln the erowd en-
thused.

After the reading of the MeKinley
message, the programme of sports was
put on. Bieyale races and prize drills
were alternated on the track, while the
football game wos being played in the
track enclosure.
