a-pinkish or flesh-colored wood; the
black brlgalow, which splits well and
when old resembles ebony: and a forest
oak of Lalrlhy Creek, which Is very
rod and Is given a unique appearance
by its beautiful markings.

A question that seems yet unsolved I*
the fixing of the greatest depth at
which mining Is possible. The rate of
temperature Increase downward Is very
Irregular, and the government geologistof Victoria points out that while
the nsslgned rate of 1 degree Fahr. for
each sixty feet at Bcndlgo would give a

temperature of 125 degrees at' the 3,500
foot level, this Is not really observed. It
has been even suggested that, If haulagecould be provided, mining might be
carried on at 10,000 feet. To this It Is
replied, however, that the weight of the
air alone would heat the air leaving
the surface at sixty degrees up to ninetydegrees, and the pressure would
make ventilation Impracticable. "With
the increase of rock heat of one degree
for every 135 feet, as actually found at
i>»:xiuik'», uic limit mr mining migiu
safely be placed at 4,000.or possibly
5,000.feet.

It Is notlccd that earthworms nre
being gradually distributed In neiv
placcs In the roots of transported
plants. These worms seldom got beyondthe greenhouses; but two species

1.one from Brazil.arc found to havo
become occllmatlzed In the noil of Kew
Gardens, and n number of European
worms now live In American soil.

Tho caves of the earth, as well us
the abysses of the ocean, are beginning
to give up their secrets. Through tli?
efforts of the French Society of Speleology,founded about live years nno,
our knowledge) of subterranean rcnlons
has been greatly extended, and th"
science of caverns forms the subject of
a new book by *K. A. Mnrtel, general
secretary of (lie society, and one of the
most famous of cave explorers. The
chief causes of caverns are volcanlo or

earthquake frnet\ire and the action of
acld-churged water through erosion,
corrosion and hydrostatic pressure. An
Interesting feature of caverns In found
In the "iiblmes," or deep pits, whose
origin has been n source of much dlraKrecment,but which In mnny eases
s«'cms clearly to have been outside nc-
Hon working downward from tho surface.Home of the "ovens" of limestoneplateaus drop vertically 200 t<» i)00
feet, then expand Into vast chambers.
Many of thcKe pits have been measured
to a depth or COO feet, and the douueut

of all, discovered by David Martin, at a

height of 5,000 feet In the Hautes Alpes,
hus been .descended more than 1,000
feet vertically, Its total depth being estimatedto-be 1,000 feet. Many caves
are natural Ice-houses. Many yield
relics of prehistoric dwellers In them,
a few arc still Inhabited, and subterraneanregions have their own fauha
and flora, and a diversified store cf minerals.
The "liquid crystals" with which O.

Lehmann so startled the world a few
yeurs ago, have .now been proven fo
lack no quality that can be logically
made part of the definition of a crystal.The only general characteristics of
crystals are that they are not Isotropic,
and that they possess a molccular directiveforce that governs their shape
and the deposition of their particles.
The directive force Is preserved by surfacetension, so that crystals may be liquidor solid but not gaseous. Liquid
crystals may be produced by depositing
solid crystals from a mother liquor on
the cover glass of a microscope and
gently heating them above the fusing
point.

Compressed air for the new cars of
the Paris Omnibus Company Is stored
In the main reealvnrs at a pressure of
1,400 pounds per square Inch, and It Is
distributed to the charging stations
through two to four Inch steel pipes.
The eight receivers on each oar are
charged In three minutes with 6S.27 cubicfeet at 1,137 pounds pressure, giving
a run of seven and one-half mSsa or
more.
Lubricants should be chosen with regardto their effect upon the metal. From

a German summary of experiments, It
appears that Iron Is most acted upon bytallow oil, least by seal oil, and not at
an oy rnpe seed oil. Tin suffers most
from whale oil, is least attacked by olive
oil, and is not attacked at all by rapeseedoil. Lard oil has nearly as greateffect as sperm oil. Zinc is most attackedby sperm oil, least by lard oil,
and seems to resist completely mineral
lubricating oil. Upon copper, tallow oil
has most action, anil sperm oil the least.
Mineral lubricating oil attacks lead th*
most, belay without effect upon tin and
copper. i
The Ainu race, which or.ee occuplcd

the entire Island of Yezo, Is estimated
to have become reduced to about 16,000
individuals. Their complete absorptionby the Japanese Is now a matter
of but a few years. These curious
people nre the hairiest In the world,
they sometimes live In caves and their
skeletons show many of the pocullarl-
ties of the prehistoric cave-dwellers of
Europe. They are extremely fllthy, and
are addicted to drunkenness.

A valuable property of ozone Is utilizedby Carl Hoch by ozonzlng purified
air In a special clay apparatus, and
conducting the product by a pipe
through a lacquering oven. Lacquers
become quickly dry and hard at SO degreesto 25 degrees C. that usually re-
quire 300 degres. This process is speciallysuitable for articles of soldered
metal, and also for leather, wood and
rubber.

Alcohol from potatoes, unlike the or-
dinary product, burns without leaving
a sticky deposit, and Is being used for
lighting In France and Germany. The
very hot llame gives very satisfactory
/ncandescence to the "We'.sback mantle.
The lamns. resombllnir tlioso tu?orl for
oil burn twenty-four hours, find yield
a seventy-candle power light, with a

consumption of a tlfth of a pint.
