Charles Dudley Warner.
A few days ago sudden death by heart

failure removed one of the leading literarymen of the nineteenth century. Mr.
Warner's name will stand high among
those whose work wjent to form a distinctiveAmerican literature.
His style was easy and graceful,

quaint and humorous, and always
pleasing and attractive. It was similar
in some ways to the style of George
William Curtis and Donald G. Mitchell
("Ik Marvel"), and these three well
known authors, contemporaries and
warm friends, will always be thought of
together, a noble trio of good, pure,
helpful writers.
Charles Dudley Warner was born in

Plalnfleld, Massachusetts, in 1832. He
graduated at Hamilton college In 1S51.
He studied law and went west, and
practiced in Chicago from 1855 to 1860.
In 1S61 ho returned east to accept the
editorship of the Hartford Pre?s, and
remained editor after the paper's conr
solldation with the Hartford Courant.
In 1SS4 he became connected with Harper'sMonthly as one of Its editors, and
still maintained this connection till his
death. He contributed a series of
ftifcio iu me ma^iuiiiu viu oiuuics in

the South," and "Studies In the Great
West."
Mr. Warner began his literary career

while in college -by contributing articles
to the Knickerbocker and Tutnam's
Magazine. His principal books are:
"My Summer in a Garden;" "Baddeck
and That Sort of Thing;" "My Winter
on the Nile" (flrst issued as "Mummies
and Moslems"); "Being a Boy;" "In the
Levant;" "In the Wilderness;" "CaptainJohn Smith;" "Washington
Irving;" "A Roundabout Journey;"
"Their Pilgrimage "and "The Golden
House." With Mark Twain, in 1S73, he
wrote "The Gilded Age," which had a

very large sale, and was successfully
dramatised. His last and greatest serjvice to mankind was editing "Warner's
Library of the World's Best Literature,"a splendid presentation of all literature,with biographical sketches of
every writer of any note.

Bryan and Cockran.
Bryan and Cockran had their little

hour of pre-election triumph in New
York city, Saturday night, speaking
from the same platform, and addressinga crowd whlppc-d Into submission by
Boss Croker.

A'a to Prices.
A spirited controversy is going on out

in Utah on the old question of high
prices under a protective tariff and low
prices under free trade. A good deal of
original argument has been injected intotho discussion, giving it new life and
piquancy. To prove that McICinley
Prosperity is more than offset by the increasedcost of article's of common use
the Bryanlte Salt Lalcc City "Herald"
cites the case of a certain brand of plug
tobacco, which hna undorr'ntii* nn ml-
vance of 25 cents per pound. Whereuponthe "Tribune" of that city cleverly
counters with the following apt anecdote:
When Artemus Ward first went to Clevelandhe approachcd a stranger and said,politely: "I beg pardon, but can you tell

me where a person can ge.t a wholesome
meal for 25 cents?" The gentle.inan pointedacross tho street, and said: "Right over
thero; that Is a good restaurant." WhereuponArtomus eald: "I beg pardon; but one
more question. Have you any Idea where
a stranger In your city could get 25
cents?"
"Here," says the American Economist,"Is a center shot. The question is,

not what is the present price of plug tobacco,but have you got the price. Four
years ago, when Mr. Bryan was clamoringfor a general advance of prices and
was urging 1G to 1 as the surest way to
bring about such advance, it didn't
matter how good a meal you could get
for 25 cents, provided you didn't have
the 25 cents. Chewing tobacco might
then be selling for a penny a plug, but
that fact furnished little consolation to
the man who hadn't a cent In his
pocket.
Outside of Mr. Bryan and his antl-

prosperity following there la no perceptibleunhapplness on account of enhancedvalues. Wage earners are not
finding any fault, for they and their
families are enjoying more luxuries
than ever before, and their deposits in
the savings bunks have increased enormously,showing that after paying higherprices and enjoying more comforts
and luxuries there Is still left a bigger
margin than ever before to lay up for
the possible rainy day. The farmer is
not grumbling at the advance of about
40 per cent In the prices of agricultural
implements, which cost him all told an

average of about $50 a year, whereas all
his farm products yield him an advance
of from 40 to 100 per cent over_the prices
of four years ago. The farmer can
stand it. How well he stands It is
shown in the paying off of hundreds of
millions of farm mortgages in the past
two or three years. As Is \\~ell said by
the Salt Lake City Tribune:
A man can very much more easily nay

50 cents for somothing when he hns a dollarIn his pockct than to pay 15 cents when
he hasn't a nickel. That thins has been
tried over and over in the United States
ever since 1837, with the unvarying result
that every time the tariff was taken away
the country was drained of money to pay
for foreign goods. ICvcry time the tariff
has hepn in fnron coods linvo wold fhonn.?r
than foreign goods ever were in this countryunder free trade. That la a question
that Is practically solved, and only amateurspursue It Any more.amateurs and
fossils. Mr. Bryan's idea of the tariff In
a fossil planted In his brain, and Is found
as a trlloblte Is on the top of some desert
mountain. It la only an Indication that
nt pome time before the mountains were

uplifted there was salt water over them.
The mountain has cmreged, but the trlloblteremains, and the old Democratic

brain, and makes, him unable to comprehendthat It Is better for American workingmento make anything than to haVe
