* A. B, Howland, of this plice, who has
Jived on tha bottoms for nfure than a
quarter of a century, is an authorlty
on turkeys.  Home of the other turkey
experts are Ingersoll MeDaniel, of Dls-
wood,*Richard Y. Shock and C. Manly,
of Sandusky, Ill., Jerry Dunhing, near
Olive Branch, Joshua Le, Sandusky, and
‘Wllllam Linn, near this place. Between
“the hunters, who glve tho gnme litde
chance for their life, and tho foxes, and
other animals, which exat the cggs, it
requires hard, persistent huntlong  to
ralse the gome, . kit ;

*Twenty-five years ago wo used to
trap wild turkey,” sald Mr. Howland,
when asked for zome Information re-
garding the game. “Wea bullt & pon
nnder and into which we dug a trench
and scattered In It =ome grains of corn.
The turkeys would walk rflght Into the
{nclosure, but when they got In  they
never came out, save as prisoners. Tur-
keys never look down m"'ﬁ'e'_l out of a
difficulty, henco they didinot ses the
exit. They looked up, and of course
found no way of getting out.

“What few turkeys that we get nowa-
days are shot.  We got near them by
using a contrivapes to toll them within
gunshot.  This contrivance is mads in
different ways, but In éach case it fa
made to sound Iike the peeullar yeli of
the turkey. A bone from“the end of
the turkey wing s mostly used. This
is placed In the mouth, and by a suck-
ing process it |3 made to emit a sound
hard to distingulsh from the real cluck
of the turkey., An lustrument for the
same purpose s made from o plece of
sugar cane, or by seraping 2 boxlike
eontrivance acro=a the barrel of a gun,
the same sound Is produced with mar-
velous elearness. s

In Cypress Swamps.

" “The thing to do i3 to got Into the
cypress swamps, where the turlieys foed
on mast. By this Is meant the abun-
dence of amall nuts, such as beech nuts,
on which the game feeds,  They also
feed on wild peas and corn. No hun-
ter should attempt to hide behind «trez
in grder to get sight of o tirkey, 'This
kind of game is always looking for
something to pop out from’ behind dit-
ferent objects.  After .caliing a flock
one should sit down with his back to
a tree, facing the dlrectlon from which
by hos suceeedd In getting an answering
call. The game thea cpmes within
gunshot. - e

“Another method of taking wild tur-
keyn Is at night by meoniight. This of
course can only be done when the roost
s known) which is a3 2iffficult to find
as a bee tres,

“It Is difeult to distlnguish o tur-
key from o buzrard at night, but an
axpert cando it. At the slightest noise
B torkey at night will streteh out his
neck and peer nhout as if scenting trou-
‘ble, but a buzzard takes' no such pro-
caulion. The turkey, or the object
‘supposed to be ane, |s hrought between
Atho moon and the hunter, who, once he
seeures thi= advantaze 1a next fo being
sure of his game.  The shot Is fircd
almost directly from under, amd the
bird comes tumbling down almost at
the nimrod's feat.

“Turkers thelr " fzz= In the
swampn, The il thelr nests (o very
thickly matted places, beslde an  old
log. They haleh ‘along In' encly sum-

met, and by harvest tima the soung are
of good frying size.  The will gabblor
in Aprll makes an Immense amount of
nolse, which may be heard In the quint
of the swamps over long diztnnces.
