Future of Nome Peninsuln Assured.
Fur Bearing Animals Nearly Ex-
tinct—Denlzens Live in Winter on
Frozen Fish and Seal Ol

WASHINGTON, D. C., Nov, 15,~The
census bureau recently completed the
sumeration of the 'district of Alaskn.
The schedules have been recelved at the
affive and nre now In procegs of tabuln-

ton.

Mr. Samuel C, Dunham, who had
charge of the work In the northern dla-
trict, returned to Washington & few
fays ago and submitted his final report.
e, Dunham left Washington May 4,
1850, and arrived at St. Michael July 6.
e vstablished Afteen enwmeration dis-
tricts and  appointed fifteen  speclal
agents, who were pald 33 o day, with
pn allowance of 37 o day for dog tenm
snid Interpreter. The perlod of employ-
ment of the special agents varled from
three to elght  months, according to
conditions prevalling  In  thelr varioua
digtricts,  Many of the aspeclal agents
Lad great diffeulties to overcome and
suffered great hardships, but all com-
pleted thefr work. - Perhaps the most
difticult district to enumerate was that
comprising the Arctie  coast, from
Polnt Hope to Denmarkation Folnt.

Mr. Charles D, Bromer, the agent for
the district, traveled 2,000 miles by dog
team during the winter and enumerated
1,560 persons—twenty-four whites,  nine
Japanese and 1,837 natives. The natlve
and mixed population of the northermn
district of Alaskn Is 12,652,

Destitution of the Natives.

The most populous district with re-
gpect to the native population Is l)ha
rountry lying betwe=en the mouth of the
Yukon and the Kusoquin rivers and ex-
tending back from the coast one hun-
dred miles. Mr. Maurice Johnson, the
agent for this distrlet, traveled over
2000 miles with dog team- during the
winter, and enumernted 3,013 persons,
all of whom were Indlans. The Indiana
in this reglon are probably the most
destitute people In the North Amerlean
continent.  Mr. Johnson reports that
from December 1 to March 15 he vistted
seventy-four Indlan villages, and dur-
Ing that time gaw but three flres burn-
Ing in the shacks or dugouts. The poor
creatures huddle together in thelr mis-
crable dwellings during the long winter
and subsist on frozen fish and-a Iittle
senl oll, which they secure on the coast
during the summer,

The fur-bearing animals, which for-
merly furnlshed them with natural
unthing, are nearly extinct, and they
have been forced to adopt the white
man's garb, and as their poverty pre-
vénts them from securing enough to
cover thelr nakedness there Is great
«uffering from the cold. The apiritual
condition of these neglected natlves s
ut better than the physical, as the mis-

tlinaries devote thelr attentlon to the

f'elde In the gold reglons and along (he
river,
The Nome District,

The Nome district ls the most popu-
lous in northern Alaska. The enumer-
atlon ehowed a permanent white popu-
latien on June 1 of 2,704, During the
summer about 15,000 persons landed at
Nome, about 2,500 of them coming from
Dawson. About 12,000 have returned to
thelr homes In the states, leaving about
5000 persons in the region contlguous
tn Nome. It Is probable that the popu-
Ietlon of the town of Nome durlng the
winter will be between 4,000 and 6,000,

The future of the, Nome peninsula is
ured. The developments durlng the
rast summer have shown the reglon
ataut Port Clarence, clghty miles to the
westward of Nome, to be as rich as
Nome, if not richer. The Topkuk dls-
frict, seventy miles to the enstward of
Nome, 13 showing many rich crecks,
ind some promising quartz has been
found.  Many good crecks have been
found from fifty to one hundred miles
Inland, and It 18 safe to predict that the
Nome rezlon will prove to be as rich us
the Klondike,

Sirength was renewed in the stock
market to-day, but there was nothing
likear ion of tha lative en-
thusiasm of last week, There were
more stocks that moved strongly up-
ward than yesterday and there were
fewer that closad to-day lower than
they left off last night, but there was
nevertheless o contluuance of the irreg-
ular tendency In the market. The
polnts of strength, though more numer-
ous, were still somewhat [=olated or dis-
assoclated, and the market did hot at
any time show prrmeating and vigorous
strength. The gains seemed to be due
either to the operations of speculative
pools working for an advance In speelal
stocks or to causes affecting the indl-
vidual stocks. General Electrle dupli-
cated Its gain of yesterday, with an-
other 6 polnt rise, carrying it Lo 100%4 on
the large earnings reported.  Yester-
day's strength In the coalers became
largely locallzed In New Jersey Central,
which was up at one time 4% points on
reports of coming increase in dividends,
The movement of broadest scope for the
day was In tha winter wheat grangers,
which advanced between 1 and 2 polnts
all around on the good weather for the
crop In that territory. “Mhe movement
In Great Northern preferred and in
Union Pacific way attributed to the re-
ports of a working agreement looking to
extension of traflic into each other's ter-
ritory. Northern Pacifie, after o rather
slight advance, fell back to about Inst
night's level, Consolidated Gas, Conti-
nental Tobaceo, Prople's Gas, Tennessee
Conl, Brooklyn Transit and some other
speclalties were strong In the same way,
London bought n small number of
stocks on balance.  The professlonal
pressure against the market was relag-
ed and there was no further slgns of
urgent louidation, although profit tude-
ing was in evidence at some polnts all
day. Money was appreclably easler and
a favornble bank statement on Satur-
day Is beginning to be discounted, The
sub-treasury operatlons have contrib-
uted about $2,000,000 to the market, by
reason of the falllng off In Internal reves
nue collectons and large dlsbursements
for penslons.  There have been light
currency shipments to New Orleans, but
Chlcago exchange rose to par to-day.
Reports from Interfor money markets
are of ensy conditions, dus to a process
of unloosening after the edection similar
to that which cccurred in the New York
market, Arrlvala of over $2,000,000 In
Austrullan gold are expected In San
Francisco In o few days, which can be
made avallable by telegmphle trunsfers
through the sub-treasuries to the eash
reserves of New York banks, There Is
a feeling that the Iarge war loans {m-
pending In England and Germany will
probably not be offered untll early next
year. The statement of the forelgn
trade for October give increased confi-
dence In the country's financial re-
sgourced. The total exports nn well as
the excess of exports over Imporis are
far greater than those for any previous
month In the country's history, the ex-
cess of exports showlng the astounding
total of $92475,226,  The phenomenil
cotton exports are largely responsible
for this showling, but nfter allowing for
this the gratifying fact Is shown that
the value of manufactured products ex-
ported shows an inerease over Optober
of Inst year of nearly 38,000,000, The
abllity of the country to supply all re-
quisite eredits In view of this extrnonll-
niry trade showing eannol be cauee for
any serlous apprehension.

The bond market was of the same
charaeter as the steck market, showlng
strength, but not at the high level of
last week's activity,  Totad sales par
value $2,760,000,

CHICAGO—Wheat, having been sold
to o standstill, rallied to-day chietly on
proflt taking by shorts, although there
wag some news of o bullleh hue, De-
ccmber closed e over vesterday, Corn
tlosed o shade higher and oats un-
chunged., Provislons advanced on light
hog receipts, January pork closing 2%
January lard 150, and January ribs 2
higher,

At the beginning of the session  the
talent beheld a paradox—the market
holding stendy on bearish news, Liver-
ponl fully reflected the decline here
yesterday and shorts, tnking advantage
of the llquidation which wuas renewed
In a moderate woy on thls fact, covers
ed to Insure profite. Thus December,
which had opened e lower at 724c to
T8%0e, rallled to 72%c. This trifiing rally
brought offerings from lopgs and De-
cember dropped to T1%e, low price for
thia crop. Here the market gave evi-
dences of having been sold to the last
speculative bushel and prices steadied
with o jerk. An Argentine cable re-
ported 40 per cent damage to the crop
of that country, and while this wns de-
nled by others later, It had its eflect
amung shorts, The opening of recently
closed mills at Minneapolls also had lis
effect and December advaneced to 725G
Ti%e, around which figures the morket
held steady the remalning hour of the
session.  The rapld accumulntions of
stocks and the prediction of o good in-
crense in the visible and In the world's
shipments militated against any rad-
leal actlon by bulls, On December cova
ering the decllne May difference nor-
rowed to $%@I%e, The seaboard re-
ported thirty loads taken for export.
Senboard elearunces in wheat and flour
were enual to 3TE.000 bushels. Primary
recelpts were 719,000 bushels, compared
with 837,000 bushels yesterday.  Min-
neapolls and Duluth reported 59 ears,
agalnst 426 last week and 766 o year
ago, Local recelpts were ffty-two cars,
ten of contract grade,

Corn was able to stand alone and Al
80, helped by o good shipping demand.
Country offerings were freer, but the
estimote for to-morrow wos not  sug-
pestive that there was any rush among
farmers to take ndvantage of the ox-
eellent weathor for moving thelr holi-
Ings to market despite the premium No,
2 corn |8 now commanding In Chleago
for dellvery this month. The market
was not an active one and the bulk of
speculative trading was for the local
necount.  Recelpts were 34 cars, and
this numnber belng twenty-four cars In
excess of the estimate caused a shade
casier prices at the opening, December
gold between 33%c and 86%¢, and closed
a ghade higher at 359G 6c.

Oute were quict and firm.  Reeelpts
only 106 cars, thirty-four cars under
the estimate and the estimate for to-
morrow guve noIndication of Improve-
ment In that respect.
