The
blg steel plant has been modernized and
the workers are thus enablel to In-
crvase the tonnnge, Wages based on a
tonnage rate give the workers an ad-
vantoge that workers on a duy basls
do not receive. The Mingo plant of the
Natlonal Steel Company should have
been reclasslfied befure the close of last
year's gcale agreement.  If thls had
been done the Inte differences might not
have ocourred.”

At present there are thirteen senator-
jal districts, with two senators from
each, or twenty-six in all. The propo-
sltlon to redistriet the state into fiftwn
or even into elghteen senatorinl dis-
tricts Is meeting with favor throughout
the sute,  Eighteen  distriets would
mean thirty-six senators, whleh Is not
an unwieldy body, and many smaller
stntes than West Virginla have senates
of mueh larger membership, Speaking
of senatorlal districts, there Is at least
one distrlet—the First—that cannot be
changed. Hancock and Brooke, of
course, are not populous ensugh to
form o senatorial district and neces-
sarily they must be in the same district
with Ohlo county, And just here, with
fifteen or eighteen distrlets instead of
thirteen, there would be o problem. Al-
ready the First senatorial district casts
many more votes than the average of
the present thirteen districts, and with
the fnereased number proposcil the dis-
propartion would be even greater, while
the faet that Brooke and Hancock
would be far below the requircments
from the populntion point of view for n
senatorial district by themeelves would
make it impossible to cure the eyl

Onk of the most giaring instances of
Democrntie unfalrness in the last ap-
portlonment was In the assigning of
MeDowell and Wyoming counties into
one delegate district with but one dele-
gate.  In the lute elecetion MeDowell
county east almost 6,000 votes and gave
