In Europe, What do
you think of it'in comparison with re-
publican simplieity?' As this question
has rorne to me the thied time, I pro-
ceded to angwer t,though somewhat re-
luctantly.

Yes, we have had an opportunity of
geeing the inside of palaces, and com-
muning  with, princely and imperial
households, such as  has seldom been
granted to persons unoffielal. The pub-
fextlon of my husband's sermons In all
the lungunges of Rurope for many
years, seemed to open every door we
might wish to enter. - And the first Te-
mark I desire to muoke, In reply to the
quistion a8 to the contrast between res
publican simplicity and royal manners,

take on airs, The higher the prince or
princess, the emperor or empress, the
wore unconventionul, Republican sim-
plicity Is no mure murked than royal
simpllelty.

While the “show-rooms™” of nalaces
may be. bejeweled, and richly uphel-
stered,  and embanked  with lustrous
statuary, and aglow with masterpleces
of palnting, the "Hving recoms™ of BEuro-
pean potentates are for the most part
as plain as the rooms of paople ordinar-
Iy prosperous.  While the tourlst, cata-
logue in hand, is permitted to  pass
through  sleeplng  apartments  which
wire once occupled by some Marie An-
toinette, or Napoleon, or Marin Teresa,
auil the pillows of the couch and the
cunopy are ablaze with splendor, for the
must part the slesplng apartments are
as unpretending o8 o hundred homes In
the same elty of Berlin, or Vienna, or
8. Petersburg, or Copenhogen. While
the bangquet of a king or quesa might
erslly swamp what we would call many
thourands of dollurg, and the gleam of
the challes, and the flash of the plate
are something to be remembered for a
lifetime, the ordinary breakfast or
linchron” or dinoer of o palnce I8 as
pinin as ordinary cutlery, and table-
cloth, und ice-piteher can make it. The
brenkfust room ot Stockhelm, where
King Osecar and hls queen sit, morn-
Ing after morning, {8 probably as sim-
ple as the breakfast room of many of
those who read this sketch,  When
Emperor Francia Joseph Inviles any
one to dine with him at Vienna, he
sametimes apologizes for the plainness
of the meal. Alr. Gladstone, who was In
some respeets a king, called the repast
tu which he Invited my husband at Hy-
warden “u few snacks,”

The pomp of royulty s seen on greal
but no persons, however
hizhly born, can always walk on stilts,
The vast expense of princely and Im-

crinl households 1s In the support of

icial attendants, whe must be ready
to respond at the first eall, though that
tall may not come more than oncg o
year, or once in five years. Hundreds
of horses must be ready, though some
of them may never b harnessed for
service except at a royal marringe, o
coronatlon, or an imperial obsequy, and
tho=e ocenslons are very fur apart.

The conversatlon of these people Is
surprisingly familiar. The empress of
Russin, without any hesltation, express-
el tome the preference she had for the
Chinege above the Jopanese, She sajd:
"The Japanesz may pretend to be
friendly, but they stab you In the dark,”
She cannot forget that when Nlcholas,
now her husbind, was travellng in Ja-
van, he recelved a rufllan strole that
lled  him senseless, and that now,
when the emperor §s exelted or over-
worked, that Japapese wound of many
¥ears ago stll digturbs him.

The ceown prince of Denmark, In
Elyle and Iangunge that we are famillar
with In our own homes, eald to us:
“Come, lot me show you Inte my den,”
and then took us through his study,
And the crown princess sald to me:
"Come, let me show you through my
Enrlen.  You will find 1t ns qulet as
thogh It were many miles from hu-
man habitation, though only five miles
from Copenhagen.”  With that sime
vlicity the downger empress of Russin
thowed us her pletures and asked us
about where we had been, and Invited
lin to come agaln on the morrow. Slm-
plicity melgme In all the high places we
were permitied to visil,

But one must go abroad in order to
fully ‘apprectate: home Hife In Amerien.
Theen are more happy peopls in our
tountry than In any other lund,  Great
Falaces and royal fumilies, however
kind and benevolent and exemplary,
Imply u multitude of prople with not
“nough to eat or wear or shelter them,
I bt rathier lNve ten yoars in Amerlea
than thirty In any other country. While
there |s no contrast between republlean
Hmpllelty and royal manners, thero 1s o
Coutrant, wide and awful, between oup
tountry—where every healthy and In-
duitrious mun ean make o eomfortable
IWtbg—and  monarehlal lands, where
fverty In the eommon Inherilance of
the penple,  Thus much have I learned
Iram my fourneylngs this summer (o
the capltals of Europe.
