was Germany's desire to Intimate definitelythat Mr. Kruger's visit would
not be welcome; and, therefore, the fact
thnt he omitted to comply with the
strict etiquette of the German court,
and deferred asking Emperor William
for tin audience until he had reached
the tielgo-Germun frontier. was eagevlyseized as a reason for denying him
such an audience.

the Inst session of the Fifty-sixth Congresswith evidences on every ha ml of
individual and, national prosperity and
with proof of the growing strength and
Increasing power, for good of republican
Institutions. Your countrymen will Join
with you In the felicitation tliut American
liberty Is more firmly established than
ever before, and that love for it and the
determination to preserve it are more
universal than at any former period of
our history.
The republic was never so strong, becausehever so strongly Intrenched in

the hearts of the people as now. The
Constitution, with few amendments, existsas it left the hands of its authors.
The additions which have been made to
It proclaim larger freedom ami more extendedcitizenship. Popular governmenthas demonstrated in its 124 years
of trial here its stability and security,
and Its elllciency as the best instrument
of national .development and the best
safegunrd to human rights.

Growth of the Country.
"When the Sixth Congress assembled

in November, 1SOO, the population of the
United States was f»,:;0S,-l$3. It Is now

76,301.799. Then we had sixteen states.
Now we have forty-five. Then our territoryconsisted of 009,050 square miles.
It is now 3,S4G,59J» square miles. Education,religion, and morality have kept
pace with our advancement In other directions,and while extending its power
the government has adhered to Its foundationprinciples and abated none of
them in dealing with our new peoples
and possessions. A nation so preserved
and blessed gives reverent thanks to
God and Invokes His guidance and the
continuance of His care and favor.
In our foreign intercourse the dominantquestion has been the treatment

of the Chinese problem. Apart from
this our relations with the powers have
been happy.
The recent troubles in China spring

from theantl-forelgn agitation which for
thn past three years has gained strength
hi the northern provinces, Tiwir origin
lien deep in the character of the Chinese
twee and In the traditions of their government.The Taiplng rebellion and the
opening- of the Chinese ports to foreign
trade and settlement disturbed alike
the homogeneity und the seclusion of
China.

Foreign Activity.
Meanwhile foreign activity made Itself

felt in all quarters, not alone on the
coast, but along the great river arteries
and in the remoter districts, carrying
new ideas and introducing new associationsamong a primitive people which
bad pursued for centuries a national
policy of Isolation.
The telegraph anil the railway spreadingover their land, the steamers plying

on their waterways, the merchant and
the mislonary penetrating year by year
farther to the Interior. became to the
Chinese mind types of alien invasion,
chnnglng the course of their national
life and fraught with vague forebodings
of disaster to their beliefs and their selfcontrol.
For several years before the present

troubles all the resources of foreign diplomacy,backed by moral demonstrationsof the physical force of llcets and
arms, have been needed to secure due
rc'spect for the treaty rights of foreignersand to obtain satisfaction from the
responsible authorities for the'sporadic
outrages upon the persons and property
of unoffending sojourners, whi'h from
time to time occurred at widely separatedpoints In th^ northern provinces,
as In the case of the outbreaks. In Szcchuenand Shan-tung.

Attacked All the Foreigners.
Posting of nntl-fuielgn placards becamea dally occurrence, which the repentedreprobation of the Imperial

power failed to check or punish. These
inflammatory appeals to the ignorance
and superstition of the masses, mendaciousand absurd in the accusations and
deeply hostile in their spirit, could not
but work cumulative harm. They aim
ut no particular class of foreigners;
they were Impartial In attacking everythingforeign.
.An outbreak in Shan-tung. In which

Ocrman missionaries ivere slain, was
the too natural result of those malevolentteachings. The posting of seditlouH
placards, exhorting to the utter destructionof foreigners jind of every foreign
thing, continued unrrbuked. Ilostllo
demonstrations toward the stronger
gained strength by organization.
The sect, commonly styled the Boxers,

developed greatly In iho provinces north
of the Ynng-Tse, and with the collusion
"f many notable officials. Including some
In tho Immediate councils of the throne
ftsclf, became alarmingly nngresalvo.
No foreigner's life, outside of th«* protnotedtreaty ports, was safe. No foreignInterest was secure from spoliation.

Protest Followod by Demand.
The diplomatic representatives of the

powers In Veiling strovo In vain to
lilu rnnvnm.ml UMIM fill.

lowed by demand and denuin-.l by renewedprotest, to be mot with perfunctoryedicts from tht» palace ami evasive
and futile asurances from tin* Tfui»k-II
Yamen. The circle of the Boxer lnilueneenarrowed about Peking, and while
nominally stigmatized aw seditious, It
was felt that its spirit pervaded the
capital Itself, that Ihe Imperial forces
were Imbued with lis doctrines, and
that the Immediate counsellors of the
empress dowager wore in full sympathy
with the anti-foreign movemcn:.
The Increasing gravity of tire conditionsIn China and the Imminence or

peril to our own diversified Interests In
the empire, as well as to those of all
the other treaty governments, were soon
appreciated by thin government, canning
it profound solicitude. The United
States from the earliest days of foreign
Intercourse with China had followed a
policy of peace, omitting no occasion lo
testify good will, to further the extensionof lawful trad*. In respect the «overelgntyof Its govirnment. ,\n1 to lasureby all legitimate and kindly hut
earnest means the fullest measure of
protection for the lives and property of
our law-abiding cltlxons and for the ex-

United Action Needed.
Mindful of thia is was felt to he appropriatethat our purposes should bo

pronounced in favor of such course aa
would hasten united action of the powersat Peking to promote the* administrativereforms so greatly needed for
strengthening the imperial government
and maintaining the Integrity of China,In which wo believed the whole western
world to bo alike concerned. To these
ends I caused to be addressed to tho
several powers occupying territory and
maintaining spheres of Influence In Chinathe circular proposals of 1899, invitingfrom them declarations of their intentionsand views as to tho desirability
of the adoption of measures Insuringthe benefits of equality of treatment o£
all foreign trade throughout China.
With gratifying unanimity the responsescoincidentlnthlscommon policy

enabling mo to see In the successful terminationof these negotiations proof of
the friendly spirit which animates tho
various powers Interested in tho untrammeleddevelopment of commcrco
and industry in the Chinese empire as a
source of vast benefit to the whole commercialworld.

A Potential Factor.
In this conclusion, which I had tho

gratification to announce as a completed
engagement to the interested powers on
March 20, 1900, I hopefully discerned a
potential factor for the abatement of
the distrust of foreign purposes which
for a year past had appeared to Inspire
the policy of the Imperial government,
and for the effective exertion by It of
power and authority to quell the critical
antlforeign movement in the northern
provinces most Immediately Influenced
by the Manchu sentiment.
Seeking to testify confidence in tho

willingness and ability of the imperial
administration to redress the wrongs
and prevent the evils we suffered and
feared, the marine guard, which had
been sent to Peking in the autumn of
xojj iur wie proiecuun 01 me ipkuikhi,
was withdrawn at thc-earllest practicablemoment, and al ponding question*
were remitted, an fur as we were concerned,to the ordinary resorts of diplomaticIntercourse.
The Chinese government proved,"hoTV-*

ever, unable to check the rising
strength of the J3oxers, nnd appeared to
be a prey to internal dissensions. In
the unequal contest the anti-foreign influencesoon gained the asccndancy underthe leadership of Prince Tuan. Organizedarmies of Boxers, with which
the imperial forces nftlllatcd, held tho
country between Peking and the coast,
penetrated Into Manchuria up to tho
Russian borders, and through their emissariesthreatened a like rising
throughout northern China.

Combined Fleot.
Attacks upon foreigners, destruction

of their property and slaughter of nativeconverts were reported from all
sides. The Tsung LI Yamen, already
permeated with hostile sympathies,
(could make no effective response to the
appeals of the legations. At this critical
juncture, in the early spring of this year
a proposal was made by the other powlers that a combined lleet should be ns[sembled In Chinese waters us a moral
demonstration, under cover of which to
exact of tho Chinese government respect
for foreign treaty rights and the suppressionof the Boxers.
The United States, while not participatingIn tho Joint demonstration,

promptly sent from tho Philippines all
the ships that could be spared for ner-
vice on the Chinese coast. A small
force of marines was landed at Taku
and sent to Peking for the protection of
the American legation. Other powers
took similar action, until some four
hundred men were assembled In the
capitul an legation guards.

Still the peril increased. The legationsreported the development of tho
seditious movement In Peking, and tho
need of increased provision for defense
against it. While preparations were
in progress for a larger expedition, to
strengthen the legation guards and keep
tho railway open, an attempt of the
foreign ships to make a landing at Takuwas met by a fire from the Chinese
forts. The forts wore thereupon shelledby the foreign vessels, the Americanudmiral taking no part in the attack,on the ground tliat we were not
at war with China, and that a hostiledemonstration" might consolidate
the anti-foreign elements and strengthenthe Boxers to oppose tho relievingcolumn.

Taku Forts Cnptured.
Two days later the Taku forts were

captured after n sanguinary conflict.
Severance of communications with Pekingfollowed, and a combned force of
addtlonal guards which was advancing
to Peking by the Pel-Ho, wns chccked
at Langfang. The Isolation of the legationswas complete.
The siege and the relief of the legationshas passed into undying history.

In all the stirring chapter which records
the heroism of the devoted band, clingingto hope in the face of despair, and
the undaunted spirit that led their re-
llovers throuph battle and suffering to
the goal, it is n memory of which my
countrymen may be Justly proud that
the honor of our Hup: was maintained
alike in the slego and the rescue, and
that stout'American hearts have again
.sot high, in fervent emulation with true
men of other race and language, the indomitablecouruga that ever strives forthe cause of right and justice.
By June 19 the locutions wore cut

off. An Identical note from the Yamen
ordered each minister to leave Peking,
under a promised escort, within twentyfourhours. To gain time they replied,asking prolongation of the time, which
was afterwards granted, and requestingan Interview with the Tsung LI Yamenon the following day. No.replybeing .received, on the morning of theliOth the German mlnistor, Baron vonKettelerr set out for the Yamen to obtaina response, und on fhe way was
massacred.

Conduct of Chineao.
An attempt by the legation punrds to

recover his tody was foiled by the Chinese.Armed forces turned out against
the legations. Their quarters were
surrounded and attacked. Tho missioncompounds were abandoned, their
Inmates taking refuge In the British legation,where all the other locations
uiul guards gathered for more eflfectivo
