Bill Dividing the State Into a northernand Southern District Passed
Lower Houao o£ Congress.

MARSHAL AND AN ATTORNEY

Tor Northern and Judge and Clerk
for tho Southern Circuit to BeAppointed.£therNews Notes*

Spcclal Dispatch to tho Intclllgcncer.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 17..The bill introducedby Mr. Dayton at the laat sessionof Congress to divide West Virginiainto two federal districts, and providingfor appointment of the officers

necessary to carry {he bill into effect,
was passed through the house to-day
by the suspension of the rules. A» heretoforestated In the Intelllgencer.thejudiclalcornmittce of the house made a

favorable report upon the measure last
Friday. It now goes to the senate, with
a fair prospect of passing that body beforethe holiday recess.
Senators Elkina and Scott were on

the floor of the house to-day, when the
bill came up and had the satisfaction
of fleeing it go through without a dissentingvote.

Beport of Gen. McKenna.
Accompanying the favorable report

upon the bill, as made by the judiciary
committee, was the report of approval
made by ^he Hon. Joseph McKenna,
January .20, 1808, when he was serving

attorney general of tl^e United States
and there were also extracts taken from
a letter written by Attorney General
RuV:ke/» of West Virginia, in which,
arnlong other things, he showed that
litigants in the entire southern half or

th£ state have to attend federal court at

Charleston and citing that from the recordsIt iB demonstrated that three
fourths of the business of the state la
broucrht into this court and that three-
fourths of the criminal business of the
court comes from along: the line of the
Norfolk & Western1, railroad. These
and other matters were presented In detailby General Rucker, \vho also enteredInto a statistical exhibit of the
business transacted at the1 Charleston
court.

Officers Continued in Office.
The present Judge and present clerk

of the courts are placed In the northern
district and bythe terms of the act are
continued ,ln office. The northern districtembraces the counties of Hancock,
Brooke, Ohio, Marshall, Tyler, Pleasants,Wood, Wirt, Ritchie, Doddridge,
Wetzel, Monongalia, Marlon, Harrison,
Lewis,, Gilmer, Calhoun, Upshur, Barbour,Taylor, Preston, Tucker, Randolph,Pendleton, Hardy, Hampshire,
Grant. Mineral, Morgan, Berkeley and
Jefferson, comprising thirty-one counties.All the remaining counties, tuenty-fourIn number, are In the southern
district, the line running as nearly as

possible In a direct course from east to
west, through the state.
The new law, when it shall become

effective, will necessitate the appointmentof a marshal aj*id an uttorney for
the northern district, and a Judga and a

clerk for the southern district. The
clerk of the United States circuit court
13 not affected by the bill.

Successor to Gaines.
Tho retirement of District Attorney

Gaines, to enter Congress, will, how-
ever, nccftSHiiaic me appointment ol an

attorney for the southern district. The
bill as originally offered by Mr. Dayton,
was so amended us to provide that
courts ahall be held as follows:
In the northern district at Wheeling,

beginning the first Tuesday In April,
third Tuesday In September; Clarksburg,third Tuesday In April, llrst Tuesdayin October; Martlnsburg, third
Tuesday In October; Parkersburg, secondTuesday In January, second TuesdayIn June. In the southern district,
at Charleston, first Tuesday In May,
second Tuesday In November; Huntington,first Tuesday In April, third TuesdayIn September; IJlucfteld, first Tues-
day in December. The act 13 to take
effect July 1, 1901.

BOOVCASE
Being Investigated by Board Selected
by Secretary of Wop.Important
Testimony Given.
BRISTOL, Pa., Dec. 17..The military

t^oard of Inquiry npolntetl by the secreItary of war to iiivostlga.tb charges made
by relatives and friends of Oscar B002,
the. former West Point cadet, that he
came to his deajh on December 3, at his
homo hero, as tho result of hazing by
fellow cadets at tho academy two years
ago, began the taking of testimony
here to-day.
Tho'.board consists of Major General

John E. Brooke, Brigadier General AlfredE. Bates and Col. J. II. Clous.
The inquiry was held in the study of

Rev. Alex AHson. pastor of the Bristol
Presbyterian church. All the Boo*
family was present. Mr. Booz, .the
father of the dyad student, testified on

the lines of his recent published Interview.He said his son had written him
of tho brutal treatment he had received
in hazing, how he had been forced to
light an expert boxer and how he had
received In the boxing a severe heart
blow and furthermore that, tobasco
sauco had been forced down his throat,
while he had been tightly held by a

number of the upper classmen.
Returned in Broken Health.

Mr. Booz told of his son's return home
in broken health and spirits and that he
was finally forced to take to his bed
from which ho did not arise. He said
his son stoutly refused to reveal the
names of tho students who persecuted
him.
Mrs. Booz also testlTled of her son's

complaints in letters to her of the brutaltreatment he had received at West
Point. She said her son never told a Us
and never acted a. lie. She thought
Miperintenuent Alius, or west jroini,
should be made to apologize for calllriir
her son a liar.
Nellie Booz, a sister of. deceased, also

testified that her brother had.conplnlnedto her of ill-treatment received in
hazing at West Point. She said he had
told her that if he had not swallowed
the tobasco sauce he would have boon
strangled. They were holding him down
and he could do nothing else.

Effects of Cadet Life.
Dr. Weaver, the physician of the Booz

family, testified that when Oscar bft
for West Point, he was in robust physicalcondition, but when he returned
home a few months later, he was pale
and thin. On examining Oscar's throat
after his return, he advised hltn to consulta Philadelphia specialist, which advicuhe followed.
ajpr: Weaver refused for professional
reasons to answer the* question of Gun.
Bates, as to why tobasco would diseasethe boy's throat. He was informedthat he w^s in contempt of court, but
the board could not exact any punishment.

itev. L)r. Alison, in his testimony,paid
high tribute to the characfer of Oscar
Booz. He had received u letter from the
student shortly after he hail gone to
West Point. In which Oscar had told of
Ill-treatment ho had received and added
that It was hard to be a Christian at
West Point.
Some other witnesses were examined

without the ellcltation of anything new
and the board then adjourned to meet
at Philadelphia later in the day.
Testimony of Throat Specialist.
At Philadelphia. Dr. J. Solas Cohen, a

throat specialist, testified to having
treated Oscar Booz. He said the Iatter'a
case was a hopeless one. He* said he
had noticed on examination he found
Booz had an old Injury In the thrbat.
He could not tell how long he might
have been troubled with the affection.
He thought If tobasco sauce had been
forced down Booz's throat It may have
made him move susceptible to the disease.
Slgmund S. Albert, a fellow student

of Booz at West Point, proved an un-

willing witness. Hp admitted, however,
that the fourth year men were made to
suffer Indignities by tly» upper classmen,but would not go Into details. lie
said Booz never complaint to him of
Ill-treatment. He told of one night
when some fourth year men were ntood
up In a tent and told to upen their
mouths and shut their eyes. They
obeyed and then some one squirted Into
their mouths what he believed to be
tobasco sauce. It did not hurt him, becausethere was not enough of It. He did
not sec the fight In which Booz was engaged.
The board left to-pjght for West

Point, where the Inquiry will be continuedto-morrow.

YOUNG DOCTOR
; HISSOM LOSES

IN HIS FIOHT
Against Els Father lor $100,000

Damages.Jury "Was Out less
Than an. Hour, and

PEPORTED VERDICT AT 6:10.

| The Concluding Arguments Wcro
Mado Monday by Messrs. Howardand Schuck.

The jury In the Illssom case, which
retired at 5:25 p. m., reported at 6:10.
"When the Jury flled into the places they
have occupied during the tedious days
of the trial Just concluded, there were
but few spectators remaining In the
court room. In addition to Judge Hervey,the only other interested persons
on hand were John A. Howard, leading
counsel for the defense; S. G. Smith, of
counsel for the plaintiff, and Mr. James
R. Hissom and several members of his
family. Dr. and Mrs. S. K. Hissom
and their child, who had been present
during the afternoon, were absent when
the verdict was rendered.
The jury flled In and took their scats,

and Circuit Clerk Hennlng Inquired:
The Verdict.

"Gentlemen of the jury, have you arrivedat a verdict?"
"We have," responded Foreman

James L. Day. and handed a slip of paperto the circuit clerk, who read it.
"We, ihe Jury. And for the defendant."was the language'of the verdict.
The verdict came as a surprise to AttorneySmith, but Mr. Howard and the

riissoms snowca tneir pleasure overtne
finding unG .T. R. Hissom shook the
hands of the Jurors before they were
discharged by the iourt.
Although the jurors decided to give

out nothing regarding their deliberationsthe Intelligencer laarqs that three
ballots \yere taker., the first being nine
for the defense and three for the plaintiff:the second was eleven for the defnseand one for the plaintiff. und on
the third ballot it was unanimous for
the defense.
Attorney Smith, for ths plaintiff,

moved for a new trial, and arguments
on the motion will be taken up later.

Sir. Howard's Argument.
When circuit court convened yesterdaymorning, the Hlssom trial was resumed,Mr. John A. Howard making the

closing pica for the defense. His addressbegun at 9:20 and was not concludeduntil 12:20. He opened with
general comments oif the character of
the case, which he said should never
have been brought; that It was a disgraceto the county and not creditable
to anyone connected with Jts prosecution.It was Yd'the crndlf oC ^!r. Hubhnwl(In! hn V.orl nfnr.t Infllll. «.n»l*n/l

early In the trial, and Messrs. Schuck
nnd Robinson having ostabllshrtd that
thr-y were not Interested In the speculatlvefeature of the case thoy had conductedthemselves In accordance with
thp ethics of thL'lr profession. He regrettedtliot could not say as much
for Mr. Pmlth.
ProcenMr^. Mr, Howard took up the

evldenco and named'twsniy-sevcn personswho n: on. record ft? believing
that S. K. H.'ssom was Insane at the
tlmo of his arrest, including ten blood
relatives, four doctors, tyro lawyers, six
public olllcers and throe ordinary witnesses,besides a Justice nnd a Judge.
and no witness Imd testified to the beliefthnt ho was sane at that time.

The Testimony Reviewed.
He claimed that Dr. Hlssom, as to

the material facts In the case, was corroboratedby but one witness, Robert
McNIchol, who.»ho said, was discreditedwhen he wrote a threatening letter
to J. H. Hlssom. MeNiehol had pre;sumcd on the fact that he had been
called In to pacify the boy. to keep insistingupon Interfering with the family
affairs of the Illssoms.
Speaking of probable cause, he

claimed tlie father had probable cause
to believe his son Insane. The son had
"until iinii'irni n-ui'ia iiimii ultinuiiy,
showing moral degeneracy: ho lmd also
written his father that he had tuberculosaof the lungs, becoming so affected
that he couldn't see. nnd that he fearedtuberculosis of the brain. This
alarmed the father, but when the boy
conic hnmo he was found sulky, despondent.locking himself In his room,
euvesdropplng, hnuntlnR the cellar, listeningto what was being suld, suspectingconspiracies against him. prowling
about the house nnd In the yard nt
night, going to his meals with a revolverlying beside him. threatening his
father nnd other members of the familywith the revolver, demanding that
the father turn over his property to
him, fearing that he would be kidnap-
pod If ho wont to Air. Ewlng's office,
acting mo violently as to drive his father
away from homo. Keltlng 51.000 from
his father and then demanding $20,000.
pursuing; the father from place to place
from December until the middle of
February, until finally to humor the
hoy the father said he would deed over
Ids property. Then the father became
sick, and Mis. I lissom made the complaintngalnst the doctor ond his arrest
followed.

Attacks Mr. Smith.
Mr. Howard claltncd that S. K. Illssomwas either Insane when arrested,

or was under the Influence of S. CI.
Smith and pretended Insanity and voluntarilymade a inurtyr of himself to
build up facts for the damage suit. The
doctor refused all acts of kindness
from hlH family while In Jail, and said
he feared the tailor who was sent lo
ineusure him for a suit wns sent to
secure his measure for use against him
in the lunacy hearln«. It was charged
that the doctor's view of this matter
was Inspired by Mr. Smith to estrango
him from his pnrentn and pave the
way for the dnmnRe suit.
The speaker aliened thnt at the Insunonsylum, tinder Mr. Smith's dlreo-

tIon and advice, the doctor look IiIb
father'n picture with the aaylum In the
background, to nun n« evidence In this
damage fult. The speaker alleged that
Mr. Smith had said that he expccted to
make 575,000 out of thl* milf, nnd that,
the doctor, his client, would get $25,000.
It was claimed that Mr. Smith was*
uslnc the lunacy proceeding to lay tin?
foundation for tho damage null, that
he was responsible for tho whole proceedingnnd the Instigator of It.
Concluding, Mr. Howard entered upon

a line of general comment, referring to
the plaintiff's awnlllng hl» father's
v»»rnclty and that of lilts brothers and
td&tors nnd mother. "The man who did
that was ln«ann or ought to be Rind to
plcnd Insanity as an cxcusc for It/' nald
the ppraker.
At the afternoon ecnslon, the conclud-

ing nrgument for the plaintiff -was made
by Mr. Charles J. Schucki whose speech
>vas not concluded uhtll,fi o'clock. He
made an elaborate argument and scored
the elder Hlssom with the greatest severity.

Mr. Schuck's Appeal
Mr. Schuck spoke dramatically of the

failure of any member jot the Hlssom
family to visit and console with Sam
when he was In jail on the charge of
Insanity. Even the boy's mother stayedsnugly at home, declined to send
him his clothes, and said: "Let. him
look shabby and crazy." Tlie speaker
next took up tho successive steps In the
Hlssom trouble, concluding with the
order of dismissal Issued by Judge Blizzard,declaring the young man not Insane.He claimed damages because
the arrest was made without due cause
and with malice; a suit for damages
was the only recourse the plaintiff had
ngalnst his father for the "wrong done
him. There can be no question about
tho areat or the final determination of
the case. The matters to be determined
are probable causo and malice. aforethought.As to probable cause, the
speaker claimed it wan clearly not
shown In this case. .{Want of probable
cause is shown by'a-preponderance of
the evidence. The lack of probable
cause is shown by the dealings' of J. R.
HIssom with his son immediately beforethe arrest. Would he have desired
to enter into a written agreement, with
an insane man for him to go south?
Would he have desired nn Insane man
to attend to th6 funeral of a member
of the family?

The Expert Witnesses.
As to the testimony*.of" the expert or

professional witnesses In this case, it is,
as Dr. Wilson has said," a. question of
fact and that Is for the jury to determine.If there was any eavesdropping
by the doctor, as alleged. It was for the
purpose, of seeing that the father was
not abusing the mother. The doctor
never claimed to have invented u perpetualmotion machine; he merely said
he had a machine such as lie had seen
in Germany, and whan the rnuehine was
brought here ho showed It was capable
of doing just what he had claimed for
it. If Dr. HIssom wnv Insane do you
suppose he could have sat here through
that arraignment by Mr. Howard withouta sign of the emotion that would
oe expected irom neuriy any man. lr
he was ho violently Insane as they
claim, would he not have done violence
to some one during the last four
months?
There Is the talk of tho division of

the property, und Mr. Howard said a
question on that point to the plaintiff
would show he was insane. The questionwas put, and the plaintiff promptlydenied he had any right or interest
in the property.he had no delusion on
that or any other subject. Would an Insnn?man have refused to take money
when the opportunity offered?
As to the trouble with the girl on the

Island, the speaker said there was no
connection with this-case.it occurred
years before, before he went to Germany,in fact.

J. m. Hissom's Beputatlon.
He did not believe the doctor's attack

on his father's reputation -was fruitless,
as Mr. Howard had claimed. Who testifiedin support' of that reputation?
Almost without exception relatives of J.
11. 1 lissom, or relatives by marriage.
He proceeded to dissect and tear to
pieces the evldenoo, of those who testifiedIn tavor of-J. It. Hissom.vas to his
reputation. What. djd Judg1.'1 Drlggs
pay? Hp said he would not believe*J.'"
R. Hisscm under oath. Judge Drlggs
had heard people from Monroe county
discuss J. R. Hlssom's reputation adversely.T believe you,.will agree .with
rne that J. R. HIssom could not then
and cannot now be relied upon to tell
the truth.
Summing up the case. Mr. Schuck

said he wanted the jury.tb take ths
facts In the casn and do what they
think Is conscientiously right. Find out
who Is right and who Is wrong. More,
credence should be given to those witnesseswho are not directly Interested.'
If you do that we have no fear. 'Mr.
Howard calls Robert McNIchol a blackmailer.There was a time when John
A. Howard and* Robert T. McNIchol
Btood shoulder to shoulder In this countylighting criminals. If Mr. Howard
really believes Mr. McNIchol Is a
blackmailer he would hove found It out
long bpfore the HIssom easy was heard
of. Robert McNIchol Jms no Interest In
this case.he hns no motive for tho tollingof a Mingle untruth.

Blfickened and Damned.
No matter what tills Jury mny do.

Dr. S. IC. Hlssom's reputation la blackenedand .damned) forever. He will
have to go far from this state, whore
jjc Is not known.
We have shown that he la entitled to

a verdict. Recompense him for months
of anguish, for the weeks of imprisonment.nnd the people Mill rise and say,
"Well done, good and faithful servants."Make thin verdict a warning
to other parents, an example to the livinvworld.

In tho south, but they are not so generalan I would like to see."
"What of tho future?" was asked.
"With a sincere retbrn to Its old-tlmo

doctrines," Mr, Cleveland replied, "tho
old-tlmo victories of tho Democratic
party will certainly be won."

THIRD COLORED
MAN STRUNG UP
BY A SMALL MOB.

Last oE Trio Who Murdered a White
Barber for Monty, Pays tie Penaltylor His Crime.

NOT A SHOT WAS FIRED.
Battered Jail Door Dorm With TolographPolo.Troopa Arrived Too

lato to Sava the Hogro,

BOONTmLLE, Iral, Dec. I7.-JWm
uoua, ine, uuru ot iue cojoreu men implicatedin the murder of Hollio Simons,
was hung to a tree in the court houca
yard b>* a mob of abo-ut 100 men from
Rockport, this evening. Two of his
companions vera lynched at Rockport
last night, for the murder of a white
man there.s
Hot a shot was fired and everything

was conducted as Quietly as If the executionhad been one under the sacotioa
of the law.
Rolla was brought to this placo thia

afternoon, about 3 o'clock, in charge of
Sheriff Anderson, of Rockport. Upon
his arrival he was placed In a cell oa
the second floor of the Jail and his presencewas known only to a few citizen*.

Demanded tho Prisoner.
A few minutes after 8 o'clock a body

of 100 men marched through the principalstreet to the Jail and demanded that
the prisoner be turned over to it DeputySheriff Cherry was in ciuugo of
the jail. He declined to give the keys
and the mob at once began to batter la
the wall of the jail with a telegram
pole. Six members of the mob crawlcd
through the hole aoid with a sledga
hammer broke down the door of Rolla'a
cell nod soon the thoroughly terrified
negro was in the hands of men who
placed a rope around his neck. All left,
crawling through the hole by which
they had entered, dragging the negro
after them.
A few minutes were consumed la the

march to the jail yard, a tope was

thrown over the limb of a tree and a

hundred hands sent his body flying into
the air. The loose end was tied to a

tree and as soon as the members of the
mob were sure that their work had
been completed, they left in as orderly
a manner as they had entered the town.
None of the mob wore masks and

monapparently fromevery station In life
look part in the lynching. Not a shot
was flred either before or after the
lynching, and, except for the excited
groups of'men standing on the street
corners, a stranger would have known
nothing of the tragedy that had Just
been enacted.

Denied His Guilt
OWENSBORO, Ky., Dec. 17..John

Eolla, who was lynched to-night at
Boonevllle, was implicated by Rowlands,one of the negroes lynched last
night at Rockport, but denied his guilt,
lie told conflicting stories and it waa

learned that he way away from tho
Veranda hotel, where he worked about
the time Simons was muraerea. confrontedwith this evidence, Rolla weakenedand confessed his share la tho
crime, admitting that ho struck the
first blow, and that the other two «cgroeshelped him to kill Simons. The
militia. from Evansville arrived at
Booneville, fiften minutes too lato and
the dead bodies of Rolla met their gaio
as they marched Into town.
The citizens of Rockport held a meeting.to-night and formed an organizationfor the purpose of maintaining law

and order and assisting the offlccro In
the prosecution of criminals. It was

alfo resolved to make an effort to tako
municipal affairs out of politics. Whilo
the lynching was only Incidentally discussed,the general sentiment of tho
community upholds the action of tho
mob in taking affairs in their own

hands. There is no purpose to proso-
cutc any one concerned In the mob..

3Tivo out
of seven buildings used by tho company,
are In ashes and property estimated to
bo worth over 5500,000 entirely consumed.Eleven hundred workmen aro

thrown out of employment as a result
of the tire. The company, which la

probably the largest concern of tho kind
in the world, has many contracts with
the government for hoisting apparatus
to be erected at coaling stations that
are being established in various parts
of the world.
