The Cortinas Difficulty.
.Washikotox, Nov. 21..Nothing cmi, ns

ret, be positively ascertained concerningthe precise object of sending large bodies
of troops to tlie Rio Grande. further thun
the protection of that frontier from tho
attack of the forces of Cortinas; to utterlv
destroy which is the purpose of the Ad¬
ministration. As it was but recently sup¬posed, in official quarters, that th*o two
companies from Fort Clark and the
one from Bator Rouge would be suffi¬
cient to check the movements of that bri¬
gand, the augmentation of the troops justordered, has naturally excited suspicionsof other contemplated measures. Various
speculations are indulged in, but the moft
plausible theory founded on certain revela¬
tions deemed to be reliable, is, that Spain,Franco and England meditate prompt ac¬
tion for the satisfaction of claims in
which their snbjects are interested, and
which may involve the national cxi.- tcnce
of Mexico, or the substitution of ft monar¬
chy under the protection of these powers.In view of these circumstances ana proba¬bilities, the United States may feel con¬
strained to occupy the northern part of
Mexico to secure the satisfaction of the
claims of our own citizens against that
country, as well as for the security of
Americans on the frontier.
From all that can be ascertained, it is

fair to presume that some of the vessels
of- the home squadron will soon proceed to
Vera Cruz and other ports of -Mexico; in¬
deed this seems to be certain, so interesting
are the reported purposes of France, Eng¬land and Spain now regarded in official
quarters.
The War Department to-day, counter¬

manded the order for six companies of
troops from Fort Monroe and live from
Fort Leavenworth, to proceed to Browns¬
ville, there appearing, front the lntcst ac¬
counts that there is no necessity for their
proceeding thither apart from the object of
affording protection to the Rio Grande
frontier. Tbu various speculations ns to
the employment of so large a force are
thus dissapated.
