at ports ofentry: ud the tfccreisry of the Treasury,
with the approbstion of the President, shall appoint

AN ACT to authorize a National Loan and for

other purposes.
Be It enacted by tbe Senate and House of Repre¬

sentative* of the United State* of America In Con¬
crete assembled, That the Secretary of the Treasury
be and he is hereby antborited to borrow, on the
credit of the United States, wlthlo twelve month*
from the paseage of this act, a sum not exceeding
two hundred and filty millions of dollars, or so ruucli
thereof as he may deem necessary for the public ser¬
vice, for which he is authorized to issue coupon
bonds, or registered bonds, or Treasury notes. In snch
proportions of each us he may deem advisable; the
bonds to hear Interest not exceeding seven per cent,

per annum, payable semi-annually, irredeemable lor-
twenty >ears,and after that period redeemable at
tbe pleasure of tbe United States; and tbe Treasury
notes to be of any denomination fixed by theSeCre-
tary of the Treasury, not less than fifty dollars, and
to be payable three years after date, with interest
at tbe rate ofseven and tbretvtentlis per centum per
annum, papable semi-annually. And the Secretary
of the Treasury may also Issue in exchange for coin,
and a* part of theabove lean, or may pay lor salaries
cr other duea from the United States, Treasury nutw
of a less denomination than fifty dollars, not bearing
Intemtt, but payable on demand by the Assistant
Treasurers of.the United States at Philadelphia, New
York or Boston, or Treasury notes bearing Interest
at the rate of three and sixty-fire hundredths per
centum, payable in oneyear from date, and exclud¬
able at any time for Treasury note* for filty dollais
and upwaidx, iesuable under the authority of this
act, and bearing interest as specified above: I'rovl-
ded. That no exchange of such notes In any less
amount than one hnndred dollars shall be made at
any one time: Aud provided further, That no
Treasury notes shall be issued ofa less denomination
than ten dollars, and that the whole amount «-f
Treasury notes, not bearing Interest, issued under the
authority of this act, shall not exceed filly millions
of dollars.

Sec. ti. And be it fnrther enacted, That the Trea¬
sury notes and bouds issued under the provisions or
this act shall be signed by the First or Second Comp¬
troller, or the Register of the Treasury, and counter¬
signed by such other officer or officers of the Trena-
ury as tbe Secretary or the Treasury may designate;
and all such obligation*, of the denomination of fifty
dollara and upwiuda. shall be tawed tinder tlio seal
of the Treasury Department. The registered bonds
shall be transferabinon the book* of the Treasury
on delirery or the certificate, and the conpon bond*
and Treasury notes shall be transferable on delivery.
The interest coupons may be signed by such person
or persons, or executed in such manner, ax may be
designated by the Secretary or the Treasury, who
shall fix the compcntatlon for the same.

Bee, 3. And be it forther enacted, That tbe Secre¬
tary of the Treasury shall cause books to be opened
for subscription to the Treasury notes for. fifty dol¬
