Plov¬
er's ineu were so effectually protected oy
the fallen timber, that uot a single one was

killed and only one wounded. It is said
f.tbat after the flght the rebels ohopped the

limbs from tbe fallen trees, cut the logs in
two and turned them endwise towards
tbeir camp.
