The Richmond papers of the 12th instant

contain gome interesting matter*. The
harden of the editorial articles is a lond cry
for reinforcements for the rebel army. The
Dispatch makes an authoritative statement
that "there are one hundred and fourteen
thousand men detailed as farmers, and some
thirty two thousand exempt, as necessary
in some form to the government and public
institutions of the states." The Enquirer,
however, objects to a call upon the ex¬

empts. It says:
"Ii will be necessary to invoke the con¬

sent of the etatesto place the state exempts
in Confederate service. Thej may be made
to a certain extent useful as a local force,
classed as a militia contingent, and as¬

signed by the etate executive as an auxil¬
iary force. These men, drilled and armed,
might defend any locality ot their residence,
without breaking up the whole business of
society and of the state. The power to send
tbem to the field must, however, be ex«r-

cised with great prudence; as otherwise
courts, record offices, banks, railroads, tel¬
egraphs and gas works might be brought
to a staDd still. What these men can do
without detriment to public interest or

without disparagement of the paramount
authority of the state they should be re¬

quired to do."
The En^iirtr also insists that it is un¬

wise to put
rABXI&S 15 THI FIELD.

"The reserve farmers are men brtween
forty five and fifty. They are fathers and
grandfa'bers. In many caseB they have
no land and no labor except that of their
own hands. They have the wives, widows
and children of their soldier sons and sons-

in law on their band3 and hearts. We
know a man now in camp at Belle Isle who
has been detailed as a tarmer oo condition
that be would support the family of his
brother. He added the seven children of
bis brother to his own family. He bad no

slaveB and little other property, and he
was ordered into camp, with this addition¬
al burden accepted by him on condition
that he should be allowed to stay at home.
This is sharp practice.too sharp. But
the class of men of wbom we have given
this example are wanting at heme. They
are the managers, the protectors, the pro¬
ducers of the country, and eucb a bead is
often more missed from a neighborhood
than several pairs of hands. To draft all
these old men is to leave the women, chil¬
dren aad property to raidets, deserters and
slaves. In this point of view, we bave
advocated Oeneral Kemper's proposal to

organiie these reserves as a local force to

guard against raids and maintain the peace
of society."

The Stntinel discusses the question ol
peace winding up with these conclusions:
"Oar efforts should be directed to the

development and concentration of our

military strength. Whatever the future

may bring forth we cannot tell ; but at

present we have to deal with one who is
oar implacable foe, whose policy is one of
blood and conquest, ai>d in whose profes¬
sion no faith cao be reposed. If we do
but put forth our best energies, all will be
well, and peace will bless our land ere

"AS AKKUAL STEIAX OP IAD LCCK."
The Whig has the following remarkable

article:
"We have now fairly entered our regular

mr.nutl ttreak of bad luck. The recur¬

rence of these streaks is somewhat won¬

derful to the unreflecting. The first be¬
gan in the first year of the war with the
mishap at Dranesville, and continued al.
most without intermission nntil the spring
of the following year, when Jackson elec¬
trified the country with his famous Valley
campaign. After that the tide turned and
ran in our favor until Lee was rebuffed at

Sbarpsburg. Then the current set in the
other way, and so remained until Burnside
was demolished at Fredericksburg, when
it again changed and ran somewhat in fa¬
vor of the ecemv until the battle of Chan-
cellorsville. The campaign of 1863 open¬
ed brightly for us, and good fortune fol¬
lowed our arms until the fatal July when
the repulse at Gettysburg was succeeded
by the fall of Vicksburg. A series of
gloomy months ensued, relieved by the
great victory at Cbicamauga, but soon

clouded again by the melancholy events of
Missionary Ridge and Kooxville. In the
first month of winter, however, we emer¬

ged from the streak of bad luck, and, be¬

ginning with the minor saocessea of Long-
street and Jones, a spring and summer of
uninterrupted triampbs blessed Ibe Con¬
federate standard. As the fall approached
the current regurgitated. The loss of the
Alabama was followed by the. capitulation
of the forts near Mobile, the occupation of
the Weldoa road, the fall of Atlanta and
the death of Morgan.
"How long the present streak of bad

have diminished in duration with each
succeeding year, partly because tbe area
of hostilities was curtailed, and partly be¬
came we were better prepared to resist tbe
enemy. In truth.though there is no socb
thing as lock good or bad, as every sensi
ble person well knows-^is world is ruled
by law and not by chance. Onr so called
streaks of bad lock have been but tbe log
ical sequences of causes.the inevitable
result of want of preparation and injudi¬
cious appointments * * * Every member
of the cabinet at Richmond knew that cer¬
tain appointment# could only be followed
by disaster. Unfortunately, they were
afraid to utter their honest opinions, or,
perhaps, we should rather say they knew
tbeir opinions would have no weight what¬
ever, and so kept discreetly sileot.

"If tike popular idea that streaks of good
and bad lock come and go of tbeir own
sweet will, irrespective of the extraordi-..
nary commissions thrust upon incompetent
officers by tbe appointing power, then it
is perfectly eaBy to prophesy what is come
in Georgia. Let us pray, however, that
this popular fallacy may be from this mo¬
ment dismissed, and that henceforth tbe
adoption of means to ends may be the fixed
policy of our rulers. We crave the for¬
giveness as well of the public as of the
highest functionaries for surgesting, in
this connection, an ancient maxim touch¬
ing a silk purse and what may not be
transformed into it. Could we believe
that this hotnrly adage would now be taken
U> heart, we should unhesitatingly declare
that the present streak of bad luck will be
of duration tbe briefest, and that the
poignant cry ior peace of so many hun¬
dreds of thousands of sorely tried men,
women and children will be heard and
answered, in accordance with the general
expectation, within the current year. To
this consummation, so devoutly wished,
let onr most fervent aspirations be directed.
After all, a streak, at best, is but a narrow

thing, and we need only be patient to
witness the return of better fortune and
brighter days."

By close economy
subsistence and clothing for one year oan

be purchased at the market for a family,
say of five persons, for 5,000 dollars. So
tbe whole expense will be 8,000 dollars
during twelve months. Single rooms tor

gentlemen, without furniture, can be had
for from 50 to 75 dollars per month. Tbe
furniture necessary to put in them will
cost: a bedstead, 50 to 150 dollars; ward¬
robe, (nails 10 cents apiece,) 100 to 200
dollars. Chairs, bed clothing, carpets,
bureaus, Ac , any aod all sorts of prices,
bat nothing low.

In daily consumption of water in
New York city is 30,000,000 gallons,
while the Croton river now furnishee only
27,000,000, so that .oonomy in water baa
become necessary.

The Dry Oooda Tr«d«.
Nxw Yore, Sept. 18.

Ad extreme dullness pervades the entire
dry goods market. There is a general dis^trust among jobbers of the permanence of
present high prices; under which they not
only refuse to buy but are crowding off
their stocks at a concession of price. jThe
auction room is freely resorted to by this
class of merchants for unloading them¬
selves and Tery large amounts of goods
are sold at a decline of ten to fifteen per
cent, from current prices. We hear even
of a leading Cincinnati merchant resort
ing to this method of selling very large
amounts of goods after having found it
impossible to sell even at reduced prices at
home.

, .This weakness of prices has a general
cause in the decline in gold, accompanied
with an expectation that the price wil. fall
yet lower, and remain permanently down;
but, in the case of cotton goods, where the
decline is greatest, it is to a large extent
the result of the extraordinary prices pro
dueed by the great advance in raw materi¬
al. It would appear that the prices of
ootton goods have now reached a point at
which a large proportion of buyers will
refuse to buy them. Those who have open¬
ed their stocks in the interior find that
they cannot possibly sell goods at the car-
rent prices, and are writing to their agents
here to make no more purchases until
prices materially decline. This is a per¬
fectly natural movement and mast, as it
would appear, work a strong reaction in
the price of cotton goods.

It is true that manufacturers caonot pay
$1 87 for cotton and sell their goods at
present prices without a heavy loss; but
consumers will not regard that as a^eason
why they should buy the goods. Toe con¬
sumer fixes for himself the price at which
he will buy dress goods; and if the manu¬
facturer cannot make at his price he must
suspend producing until the price of raw
material comes down to a point that will
admit of his manufacturing at a profit.
The solution of the present lock in the
market would therefore seem to be in the
closing of several mills; for while so many
manufactures are competing for cottoo the
price will remain at its present rate. Those
holders of cotton goods who are refusing
to sell at the redoced prices because of the
light supply on the market would do well
to consider whether they can compel cos-
tomers to alter their apparent uetermioa-
tion not to buy at present high prices. The
probability is that before they can bring
consumers to their terms the price of cot¬
ton will have been materially reduced by
a diminished demand.
