Tua aecond aesaioo of the Thirty-eighth
Congress begins to-day at noon. It ia tbe
abort term and will end' on the 4th cl
March next. Aa no speaker or otber offi¬
cers are to be elected, no delay need occur
iu the organization of the two hotisea, and
the call or the roll will therefore be pro¬
ceeded with as tbe busineea in order. We
may expect tbe President's message to be
seut in this afteruoon and It is more than
likely that we will have the document, or
at least a aynopiia of it, for to-morrow's pa¬
per. The chief bualness of tbe session will
be further legislation in regard to the
finanora of tbe country, including further
appropriations for the Army and Navy, a

more stringent revision of the tax law, the

funding of the debt, and the regulation ol
the national bank currency, including
further- legislation In regard to tbe State
banks, aud a final disposition of tbe ques¬
tion whether duties shall continue to be
paid in coin.
We suppose tbe amendment forever pro¬

hibiting slavery in the United Statea,
which fell abort by eleven votes of tlio re¬

quired two tbltd8 majority, will be brought
forward early in the aession, and possibly
passed. Mr. Oolfsx, Speaker of tbe House,
in a speech at Philadelphia on Thursday
night last, expressed the opinion that
enough of those democrats who voted
against the amendment will aceept the
verdict of their constituents as in the na¬
ture of an instruction, and change their
records accordingly.
Tha signs of tbe times indicate a better

feeling in Congress than since the war be¬
gan. T*be tone ol tbe leading democratic
papers has been such aa to allay old en¬
mities. It wonld be more than a great
battle if Congress should present to the
rebellion and to the world a united front.

because neither house nor apartments can
he bad at any price, rather than at the
bigh price they have to pay for them. A
notable Instaucs Illustrates tbe present
condition of affairs in this regard: Two
months ago we conversed with a gentleman
who was creeling a row of flue dwelling*
OD .peculation. He said be intended to
sell each homo for $0,000, and was then
rather doubtful of obtaining so large n
sum. To-day. they ure not quite finished,
but are all sold at $7,000 each."

Rbuhht attacks on tbo finaucial'manage*
ment of the sanitary commission have
drawn from Its directors the first report
ever made of its finances. Its total receipts
to the first of July last were $2.607,004..
Expenses in the same timo, $1072,607;
balance then on hand $1,006,300. Tbe
commission had alio received supplies
valued at $0,418,060, and tbe whole
amount distributed to that date was $7,*
172,202. The cost of distribution was

$200,001, or tbreo and twenty-six one
hundreths per cent of tbe value distribut¬
ed. This is not a large Item fur cost, if tbe
number of agents and the coat of trans¬
portation are considered. Tbe commission
bad alio spool $13,110 la collecting and
arranging statistics; $32,060 Id Its publi¬
cations, and $118,680 In various misoslla*
noons expenses. While the cost of dis
tributing tbe supplies contributed aud
purchased has been reasonable enough, it
is possible that there Is something la tbe
charge that too high aalarles have been
paid in aome oases, aod too much spent
in statistics and printing. The report pro¬
vides no means of formiog au intelligent
opinion on these matters, liut tbe exhibit
Is such as to maintain popular confidence
in the management generally of tbls grand
benevolent iMtltution.
