Borne thing! about Tnrltlali Woman.

It is a common notion that the women

lead a very retired life, in the seclusion
of the haretn. Nothing can be more er¬
roneous. In parsing up and down tbe
Ii ishporas, nearly ialf the passengers
were Turkish Women. Three times, a

harem, consisting of fifteen or twenty
women. partly wives, partly slaves, carnc
on board, from tbe palace ol" some rich old
Turk, under the care ol a blackguard,
with a terrific sword hy his side, to go
down to Constantinople on a frolic; or I
perhaps to go shopping in the bazaars.. I
They wero dressed in various colors, I

green blue, mouse-colored, pink. The veil, I
oryashmah, was drawn over the forehead, I
and the lower part of tbe face, up to the I
middle of the noee, leaving only a space I
for a ptir of very black eves to flash out. f
I never could help laughing at the figure
tbe negress m»de under this disguise.. '

I took some pains to watch these people,
and twice I happened to be in the same

pare of the boat where they sat. They
iaugiied and chatted with one another
and sometimes with the men Btanding
round then), as merrily as so man;
Christians. Now and then, it the face
was pretty.and there were many pret¬
ty faces.the yashmah would be gradu¬
ally withdrawn, and I hud tbe opportu¬
nity of observing quite at my leisure..
In citch harem there were two or three
Circassian ladies of the most exquisite
boau ty. These were probably the thirty-
thuusand-piaster wives. But there was

m> variety in their expression. Some of
the women are immensely fat, and they
roll uloug, bundled up in their robes, in
the most ludicrous manner. One of tbe j
moet laughable sights I ever saw was an

c

old Turkish lady, with a pair of specta¬
cles ou her nose, and exactly filling the
apurture ol the yashmah, while she was

eagerly cheapening a pieco ofailk. Ttie
common women run about, looking like
bundles of dirty linen going to the"wash
of their own accord; others, a little high¬
er up the social scale, look like bundles
of liuen coining home from the wash.
It i» very amusing to see the little girls
of ten or twelve years. llow any of
them keop their clothes on 1 cannot im¬
agine.
When the sultan went to the mosque,

the windows of the houses along tho
streets, though protected by jaloiuics,
were filled with black eyes peeping cu¬

riously out; and a very tat Turkish lady,
with about a thousand yards of Brousa
silk wound round her, stopped her oars

riagejuat where wo wore standing, and
waited to see his highness pass. Near¬
ly opposite the palace is a low, broad,
wall, the top ol whioh was crowded with
green, pink, yellow, and mouse-colorcd
bundles containing women, with ncgres-
ee» in attendance.

In the ufterno.tn of the same day (Fri¬
day, tbo Turkish Sabbath) wo took u

cique, and rowed over to the "Sweet Wa¬
ters" on the Asiatio side of tho Baspbo-
rus. This is a favorite resort, being a
little valley, with a stream, and trees
overshadowing it Ilero wo found a

largo numlier of Turkish ladies with
their attendants, reclining on carpets,
bolstered up by luxurious ouxhtons, and'
sipping their coffee or sherbet, while
their lords were amusing themselves in
another part ol the ground. Some ol
there aittin wero beautiful, but of the
same order with th >se I have already
niei.tioued.and seareelyto be distinguish
ed from one another. Wo met tbero i

com punyofgypsies.-vcry merry ana yen
saucy.

The inside is covered witb a Ihicl
bed, and the sides lined with cushions
Hero lies buried the Turkish beauty, ot
her way to sip her o iffee at the Sweet Wat
ers. Certainly nothing is more rodolen
of laiy enjoyment than a Carcassian dumi
rolling about in the araba, as her oxen
driven by a couple of turbaned Turks
or an Kthiopean slave, slowly drag tbi
unciont niachino along tbe road.

WIVES ADO TUKla COST.

Polygamy la approved by the Koran, and
is universal among the rich classes. The
bn-t meo ia Turkey.the men who have
huropmn reputation, like Rosehid Paeha,
the minister of foreign affairs.have haremf
of wives «od slaves, no one can tell how
many. The sultau has innumerable wives
and increases their number every year. Ii
is a common praotioe to seod him, on every
oocaston of a great festival, a present of s
baudsotnt) yoaug woman, whom they have
bought of her parents for this purpose
aud there is notbiog disreputable to them
or to the girl, In this ; on the contrary, ii
iB a high and enviable honor to her. And
the sultan can pay no greater compliment
to the proudest dignitary of bis empire,
than to make him a present of one of hit
wives. I was assured by a Grtek physi
oian, who has a large practice among all
the nationalities of Constantinople, thai
infanticide is fearfully prevalent. Female
children are articles of commerce. They
.re purchased by dealers, when yonog, and
carefully brought up, for sate. These,
however, are not slaves, but wives. They
.re iaught to danoe, and play on some mu¬

sical instrument, bnt nothing more, and
their health is (sinfully attended to. Tbe
price of a wife.say from eighteen to twee
ty years of age.varies from twenty to fifty
thousand piasters, that is, from athousand
to twenty-five hundred dollars, according
to her personal attractions and the supply
of tbe market.
