According to the
last election retarns in each State,
there were 16 States that went Dem-
ocratic, making 138 electoral votes.
Giving these to the Democratie nomi-
nee, it leaves 46 votes more Lo be
snined to secure a mgjority, and
these votes will come, the World
holds, from New York, Pennsylva-
nia and Arkansas.

On the other bhand, according to
the last returns, thirteen States voted
the Radical ticket, making 134 electo-
ral votes, Giving these to Grant, he
wonld require 50 more to sccure a
majority, and these, the World argunes,
conld be obtained from the States
