It is re-
quired that the supervisors st all be
voters, and shail be able' to read and
write tho English language. Ten
citizens will make application, in
writing, to tho chief supervisor of
the State, asking for the appointment
of men whoso names they present.
Samuel T. Poinier, Esq., Chicf Su-
porvisor for South Carolina, will be
at tho United States Court Houso, in
Charleston, for three wecks previous
to the clection, to make appointments,
and all applications should be ad-
dressed to him. The supervisors are
not entitled to any compensation for
their services, oxcept in cities having
20,000 inhabitants.
