The contract provides that they shall
develop fifteen thousand horsepower,
fifteen hundred of which they guarantee
to give the Bttte, to be selected from apportionof the canal the State authorities
maysoefit. The lessees also bind themselvesto have the c&nal completed and a

factory of sixteen hundred spindles in
operation within three years. The State
is to contribute 250 convicts, their maintenanceand guarding, The State is not
to make titles to the water power, privilegesand franchises until the work guaranteedabove is completed, or approved
bonds of one hundred thousand, dollars
given by the contractors.
