facts in the ease as known to him. In tho
course of several conversationssliicehad with

est iiucnm.
The following narrative Ih the result of my

application, and must ho understood uk presentingonly the substance of his replies to
my numerous Inquiries.

THE CAMPAIGN OK 1S;0.
Senatornarnpton *ald that. In the absence

of all his papers, and alter so long a lupse of j
time, a gre.it many details must have escaped
his memory, and lie con Id, therefore, only plve!
the general facts as far as ho could rccoiloct
them. I regret exceedingly, he continued,
that these questions concerning the Tildcn
matter have been reopened. 1 can see no

good that can arise from the discussion at a

time when the Democratic party in South
Carolina requires to be united in order to be
successful. .My position with reference to Its
duty and interest lias been that all the gentlemenwho had been nominated, cither
for Governor or fir any other olllce, for the
next canvass should have their names fairly
brouuht before the public and presented to
the Convention. The duty of selecting the
standard bearers would devolve upon that
Convention and Its action should be binding.
I have not expressed In publlcany preference
for any man In the.State to till any particular
otticc, and have only indicated, la general
terms, my views, that we should hold to the
policy which was so successful In 1S70. It is
110 lon«cr an experimental one; It is the only
one that law ever carried the .State.the only
one that couid have earrlcd It,and is the only
one that can carry it in future.

We have a majority or miccn tnousanu coloredvoiers, and it must be palpable to every
sensible man that there are but two ways to
