shall be composed of newly elected dele-
hates, L

ART. XIII. Representation In Judl-
cial and Congressional Conventions shall
bo on the same basis as in the State Con-
ventions, A majority of delegates shall
be present at a Convention to constitute
a quornm for nominating a candidate for
either Congress or Solicitor. Thedelega-
tion of each couuty in a Congressional or
Judicial Convention shall have power to
fill any vacancy in the delegation.

In every Convention to nominate a
candidate for Congress or for the office of
Solicitor a majority of the votes shall be
necessary to a choice, and the vote shall
be taken wiva voce and recorded, unless
there is but one candidate, in which event
the vote may be taken by acclamation.
As soon asa Congressional or Judieal
Convention has nominated the party ean-
didate for Congress or Solicitor, it shall
adjourn sine die, and whenever a_candi-
date to fill an unexpired term of either
oftice has to be nominated, it shall be
done by a new Conuvention of delegates
fresh from the people, The Executive
Committee of each Congressional Dis-
triet or Judicial Cireuit shall consist of
the several County Chairmen of the re-
spective counties composing such Dis-
trict or Circuit, which Committee shall
elect its own Chairman, Secretary and
Treasurer, who shall continue in oftice for
two years in a District and for four yoars
in a Circuit, respectively, or until their
successors shall have been elected. It
shall require the consent of a majority
of the whole Executive Committee in
any District or Cirenit to eall a Nowmina-
ting Convention.

The Executive Committee of each Dis-
trict or Cireuit shall be specially charged
in its discretion, except as herein provid-
ed, and subject to the State platform, as
well as under the supervision of the
State ISxecutive Committee, with the
conduet of every election for Congression-
al Representatives or Solicilors in such
District or Circuit, and said Committee
shall meet at the call of the Chairman or
of any three members atsuch times and
places as he or they may appoint.

Tae Poostine Fomwack—The ides
commonly entertained that the pud-
dling furnace is a recently originated
device is now shown to be érroneous:
Bir Humphrey Davy demotstrated, it
& public lecture, that & flame of very
high temperature comid be ptoduced
which contained no fres oxygen, 80
that bodies could be heated in such &
flame without fear of oxidizing them,
by simply limiting the supply df air
to an abundance of fuel. A young
man named Cort was in the audlence,
who caught the idea of decarbonizing
pig iron by allowing the flame to play
upon it without bringing it into con-
tract with the coal, and for this pur-
pose he devised a form of puddlmg
furnace. Before this cast iron was
converted into wrought iron by blow-
ing air through the mixture of pig
iron with charcoal—a process so ex:
pensive and wasteful that only small
quantities were produced, and the iron
was costly. The latter improvement
of mixing the melted pig with oxide of
iron, in the form of scales or iron ore,
was very important, as then a double
reduction takes place, the iron of the
ore being as well reduced to wrought
iron as that of the plg iron; the car-
bon of the latter, combining with the
oxygen of the oxide of iron, escapes as
gaseous carbonic acid and swells up
the mass of reduced wrought irom
like a sponge, forming the so-called
puddling ball, which, after being
rolled around in the melted cast iron
by the puddler, so as to collect all
solid iron, is removed to the squeezer,
where all slag and cast iron remafns
ingin the pores are pressed out, while
the resulting solid mass s passed
through the rollers,

]

UTILiZATION OF WasTE THREAD,—
The utilization of waste thread in the
manufacture’ of textile fabrics is now
completely effected, it is said, by a
foreign [device recently introduced.
The object is accomplished by simply
returning the waste threads to the
condensing carding engines by means
of mechanism, the greater part of
which is attached to one of the sorib-
blars in preference to the last, Over
the end of the cardingengine rollers
are fixed, over which rollers the waste
thread from one side of the engine is
condueted to the other side, and the
threads from the two sides of the &n*
gine thus brought eide to side. The
waste threads are taken up by or colled
upon & roller or spool driven by any
convenient gearing from the carding
engine or otherwise. The roller, when
thus filled with waste threads, s con-
veyed to the scribbler—and made to
bear or rest on & second roller or
drum; the latter has a slow, uniform
rotary motion communicated to it, by
means of which the waste threads are
uniformly delivered into the sliver as
it comes off the scribbler. The sliver
in this operation passes to the con-

densing carding engine In the usual

way.

Tee INTERIOR OF TEE EARTH.—A
Danish geologist assertsa his bellef
that the interior of the earth is
ocoupied by currents of fvarlous de-
grees of heat, and that these mix with
each other and attain & certain degree
of temperature, in the same manner
as substances subject to all the physi-
cal influences of the earth's exterior.
This theory, in other words, asserts
the well-known fact that a maass of
fluid possessing different temperatures
in different parts of its intetior must
be subjected to, convection, the result
being, usually, a change of volume in
the entire mass of circulating fluid.
This change is capable of being ob-
served in ordinary experiments, and
may also effect the volume of the
fluid matter in theinteriorof the earth,
provided the changes of temperature
of the fluid are sufficiently great. It
is, however, the opinion of the most
eminent geologists that the refrigera-
tion of the earth is now so extremely
slow as to render it quite unlikely that
any considerable changes of volume
arising from this cause could have’
| taken plice within recent periods.
