"Trustees of hi* township. In that towushlp
the trustees took Issue with the County Hoard
of Kxainlners in the regulation of the salary
to be paid to teacher*, and assumed that they
»lone had the rljjht to regulate the pay as

well as to employ teacher*, and very properly
rrfusod to be governed by the County Hoard
Jn that particular. Tbey wisely considered
the publio Interest and refused to contract
with teachers at the greatly Increased rutes
ontnMichfti hv the County Hoard of Kxamln-
«ra. Tills Board of Trustees is composed or

practical men who (lid uot see the advantatreof paying higher wa^es when the same

services could be obtained at a much less
figure, and tney employed the very 6aine

teachers they would have had even If they
had paid the rate established by the Board of
Kxainlnera. The Board directed (hut teachersshould be paid as followers: First grude,
440; Second grade, 28; Third grade. 810. Insteadof paying these Agues the trustees of
j/owndesville reduced the pay for First grade
to $30; for Second grade to &1; for Third grade
to $11 By this Judicious act they will keep
Ihe schools open In that township for a much

Confer time tnan If they had squandered the

public money in higher salaries. We heartlIrendorse the action of the Lowndesvllle
Trustees in looking after the educational interestsof that township, aud agree with them
in not seeing the necessity of paying the name
t«aeher* this year twenty-Ave per cent, more
than ther did the year before. Everybody
can see that it Is better to keep the public
schools open five months than to pay oat the

public money lu three months.
