We aro told that he doex
not improve his advantages; by this we
suppose it i% weant that he does not comae
np to expectations. But history proves
that we must not expact too mucn of tha
first, or even the second gencration of
freedinen. Ilistory salso proves that no
race over improved more in a given
spaca of time than the negroes of the
Houth,

‘Fuose wha are disappointed that the
negro has not asconded to the moral and
{ntellectnal level of the white nan, and
whao aro aetonished that most of the von-
victs af the State ure negroes, should re-
iembor that the adeantages of the ne-
groes do not extend over a period of
twenty years. Prior to 1876, his school
favilities were meagre and the very gov-,

erment under which he lived was im-

jquestions of general interest to the peo-

cvitizens of particular localitien, The con-
test for County Chalrman, and the elec-
tion of delegates to the State Convention
may have the etfect of healing any litele
Jocal ditforences and prejudices of opin-
fon which may have herctofore oxisted.
