What, then, Is the ctrcct of llin common
schools upon the noarro? Unhappily for Vir-
glnln, most unhappily for this pari of Virginia,where the Macks nre the laborers uponwhose services the farmers must entirely depend.the effect, thus far, of what little educationcan be trained at the public free school*
is to render tne negro even more untrustworthy,more averse to patient, painstaking labor,more idle and more criminal. This maybo thought to be a strong statement, hut in byfar the greater majority of cases it Ik the exarttruth. There are. of course. Isolated Instanceswhere the result Is diflerent, but the
almost universal experience of farmers Is
that when a negro has learned to read nnd
write a !ett»-r and perform the simplest arithmeticalproblems, he is spoiled as a farm laborer.He considers the plodding drudgeryof farm work unworthy of his mental attainmentsand his rights and privileges as n citizen,and takes either to preaching or politics,getting his living as best he may, or drifts
away to a city, where he rapidly gets into evil
ways. If the same state of aflairs continues
for the next ten years that has prevailed forthe last ten, the negro question In southsideVirginia will be settled by the dying out of
