Probably nothing is more detrimental to
the health of a family than living over a
mass of slowly decaying potatoes. The dangeris greater In winter than In summer, becausedoors and windows are kept closed to
exclude the cold, and than leave only the air
infected with malaria from the cellar to tie
breathed. If potatoes are largely kept, asj
many will and should be by farmers this
coming winter, they should be stored in undergroundcellars detached from houses, and
yet where they should be got at conveniently
and kept warm by fires If need be. It is
much better lor the potatoes to have them
where they can be seen at least, once a day,
and the temperature regulated by fires rather
than depend upon heavy covering.
One great waste of the farm results from

misapplied energy.labor applied at the wrong
time, in the wrong place: weeds hoed up in
the field after they have attained a height ol
two Inches, when they ought to have been destroyedimmediately alter germination. And
the great point, in this statement is, it. is easier
to avoid the waste than it is to praclicc it.

Clay, two guests ofMorris Johnson, and Johnson'sstep-daughter have died, and several of
the family are In a critical condition.

ANOTHER DEATH IN THE FAMILY OF THE
SECRETARY.

Mrs. Bnyard Succumbs to her Grief
for the Lows Of her rtanjjhtcr.
Washington Society Honrns the
Lorn of » Recognized lender and n

Brilliant Ornament . Sympathy
with the Secretary.Preparations
for the Fnueral.

(News and Courier.)
Washington, January 31..Mra. bayard,

wife of the tfeeretary of State, died here this
morning. The immediate cause of death was

congestion of trie brujn, brotmht on by the
shock of her daughter's sudden death two
n ecks ago. For the first week following that
event she stood the strain and excitement
quite well, hut a week ago last Friday she

of thp liver andetomnch, and her recovery nt
that time was considered doubtful. At the
solicitation of her daughter, Miss Kate, she
put herself under the care of Dr. P. A. Gardner,of this city, and under Ills treatment she
hud Improved so much as to be able to to Intosociety this winter, and, although still an

invalid, she was In comparatively good
health when her daughter died. Sue was
about 51 years of af«\ With exception of her
daughter, Mrs. Warren, of Boston, and her
son who is in Arizona, the lainily were presentwhen she died. The body will be taken
to Wilmington to-morrow, and the funeral
will be held there on Tuesday.
Tne death of Mrs. Bayard will have a

marked effect on the social festivities at the
Capital. It closes In absolute mourning for a
week the Whtte House, the houses of the
Cabinet ministers, and withdraws from societythe President and Miss Cleveland, the
members ot the Cabinet and their families.
On the announcement of the sad event the

President, directed the immediate recall of Invitationsfor a state dinner to the Supreme
Court, which was to have been given on

rbur8day evening, and Secretary and Mrs.
Endlcott wllhdrew their Invitations for a

Cabinet dinner on Friday exening. Miss
Cleveland will not be at home to callers duringthe week, and her Saturday afternoon receptionwill be abandoned. Secretary and
Mrs. Whitney had Issued cards for a series of
Thursday evening receptions, but their house
will, with others, be closed tills wcck, nnu an

ncceptances of Invitations by Cnblnct familiesfor that period will l<e revoked.
Mis. Bayard was prevented by ill-health

from appenring iu society Inst winter, and
lier place was most acceptably filled by her
uccotnpllslied daughter, whose sudden death
shocked Washington but two weeks ago.
This winter Mrs. Bayard's health was so
much Improved that she took her place as the
head of the Cabinet ladles, and assisted at the
President's reception on New Year's day. At
Mif8 Cleveland s first Saturday aI'teri.oon receptionshe filled the place of honor as hostess,back of the line ill the Blue parlor, with
a distinguished grace and marked cordiality
which was noted as the most pleasant fenLnre
of the occasion. At President Cleveland's
first state dinner, that given in honor of the
Cabinet, two weeks ajio last Thursday iilnht,
she occupied the place of honer at the President'sright, and the Interchange of congratulationswhich went about the circle of the
ofilcial family on her improved health and
buoyant spirits added much to the pleasure of
the gathering.
The cessation of social festivities which the

foregoing announcement records is but a feebleIndication of the personal lots which
every Cabinet family feels in the terrible bereavementwhich hus befallen the household
or the secretary of State. It is well understoodthat there would be a more marked expressionof sympathy and condolence on

their part did not Mr. Bayard, prefer otherwisein his characteristic consideration for
olhersHnd his desire that his private griefs,
almost unbearable as they would seem to be,
should not unduly affect the public.
The President was Immediately notified of

Mrs. Bayard's death, and heat once sent Col.
Larnont with a note of condolenco to the
secretary and later m the day Miss Cleveland
culled at the house.
There will be no funernl services In Washington.Tne remains will be taken by special

car to Wilmington and deposited in the old
Swedish chnrcn, where they wH remain until2 o'clock Tuesday afternoon, when the
Episcopal burial service will be road and the
body plnccd In the tomb. Mr. Dayard has
askeil that no official demonstration be made,
and the President will not go 10 Wilmington.
Several members of the Cabinet, however,
will attend the funeral. officers, Senators,Representatives, diplomats and public
men generally have called at the Bayard
mansion to-day to express their sympathy
with til® secretary in Ills affliction.
Mrs. Bayard was born in Baltimore in 1835.

Her father, Joshua Lee, was one of the leadingbusiness men of that city thirty-five
years ago. She met the secretary while his
lather was a Senator from Delaware, and they
were married In 1S">C. There were twelve
children born td them, seven of whom are
still alive. Up lo seven or eight years .ago
Mrs. Bayard was a leader in society at the
National capital.
