The arrangements were in the hands of Mr.'

J. P. Brown, the veteran sergeant at arms 01
tho House of Representatives, and were as
complete and perfect as could be expected <
with the limited space and resources at his
c >nimand. The seats of the delegates were j:
designated by small American liasrs bearing
the names of the various counties. Admission
to tho ha'l was had by means of tickets bsued
l»y the sergeant-at-arnvs, the number being
limited to about livs hundred, including the:
three hundred or more delegates.
