Puring the last mecting of the I'ress Asgo-
clation the subject of medienl notices, and
other Improper advertisements were discuss-
o, Some held that the publication of these
advertiscments necessarily had the endorse-
ments of the edltor to a greater or less degree.
One respected member of the Press Assocla-
tion read an editorial from the Press ond
Danner In which the Prohibition cause was
advoeuted, He rald he endorsed every word
contained in that editorial, but sald that he
would read n notice which he found on the
opposite page of the same paper, and then
read an advertlsing lucal of Thomas McGet-
tigan's saleon,

The editorial and the loeal he eald,

scemed to be entirely inconsistent; but we
take d=sue with that view. For instances, the
advertisement of a cure for consumption ean
‘be nothing else than a fraud, which every
tntelligent man must know to be such. We
take theground thatanything which decelves
nhe aficted, robs them of thelr money, and
hurries them to their grave, 1s a serlons Im-
potition on our fellow citizens, and the com,
sclentlous editor should be slow to lend his
countenance and aid to such Imposters, but
the advertisement of honest whiskey is quite
adifferent thing. ‘Thereare many debilitat-
cd, superanuated or sick persons who are
supposed to be benefitted by the use of a good
article of whiskey. Brandy and whiskey are
often prescribed by physiclanes, but it s ex-
tremely seldom that an Intelligent physician
can be found who will prescribe a patent.
medicine. Inonecase the advertiser holds
out fulse hopes of a cure aud does lrrepara-
wie injary. In the other, information s
‘given where the desired whiskey or brandy
sy be found, We say this without any
compromise of our temperanca prinsiples.
Personally, we abstaln from the use of
whiskey in any way, and at all times. We
are stralght out for Prohibition, but as long
418 the bar rooms are open, and as long as peo-
ple need agood artizle of whiskey, we see no
-good remson why we should refuse to Inform
the people where it may be found. Not so
with censamptlon cures, and other well
known swindles, The manufactarers -of
‘such swindlers cannot get a chance
to rob the readers of the Press and Banner
4ihrough any wsction of ours. We have no
objection to giving Information as to where
honest whiskey may be found, but we do not
propose to lend our columns for the purpose
of awindling our readers with medicines that
«an have no other eflcet than to rob and in-
Jure the affiicted.

4he Chester, Greenwood and Abbe-
ville Railroad.

There scems to be a demand fora new rall-
soad from Monroe, in North Carolina to At-
Janta, Georgla,and we have little doubt that
such a road will be built. The chlef guestion
mow I8, where shall It be located? We learn
that Auvgusta, Newberry and otber strong
corporations are making eftorts to divert the
soad 40 thelr respeetive places. While it Is
all rigittand proper for them Lo make every
«ffort possible to get the location of tuls im-
portant railroad located to suit thelr -best In”
terests, it would not be creditable to us, If we
s!tddle while they work. There Is much pre-
1tminary work tobe done before the actual
throwing .of dirt can commence. For In-
stfince, the survey of the line, and the loca-
tion of the road, for which funds must
ibe Immediately raised. And also, the right
wf way must be secared. We can cer-
tainly get that, and we can certainly
get subseriptions. Our town and Green-
wood areon a line which I8 almost stralght
between Monroeand Atlanta, and if we make
any reasonable effort we can carry ofl the
prize.

The rond If bullt, will be a first-class line
through the eentrul part of 1the country, and
its advantages to us wonld be inconceivably
great, Ovpr people must therefore bestir them-
selves. We must show our earnestness, Let
every landowner urge the bringing of the
road through his faran by ofterlpg subscrip-

‘ tions and rights of way. Sucha course will
influence the locatlon of the road, except
where the subseriptionsand rights of way are
of squal value, and then the best and most dl-
rect routes will win, The line of the Chester,
Ureenwood and Abbeville road as Indlcated
xeems to be most acceptable, and if we do our
whole duty we will get one of the finest and
most Important roads In the SBouth. From
Abbeville It is proposed to go to Elbert,
thence to Athens and Atlanta. The line
nlong the whole route will be located where
the company are offered the best Induce-
mente,

Let no people withhold the right of way
over thelr lands, and let overy man give what-
ever hecan. We need a road running across
the country. But If we fall to get this one we
will never get a through line, unless it should
be posatbie to finleh the Cumberland Gap road,
©f avhich there is little probubility, even if
fthere should be n possibility of completing It
to Abbevillee. ‘We need a road across the
wountry, and by making a proper effort at this
itime, we can.get one. Let us all work togeth-
.or for thls one time, 'We will then get a road
<which will be better and more important to
+a8 than the Alr Line road 1& to that seetion.

Description of a Terrible Wave that
Struck a Vesscl While at Sen.

ToORTLAND, ME., Beplember 8.—Capl Clark
H.Jewett, of the schooner George W. Cashling,
thinks that he experlenced on the La Have
banks the earthquake thal prostrated Chnrles-
ton., He says thoap‘rmmnucunt that time iu-
dieated a high wind, bat all was quict, when
suddenly, alinost without warning, a binck
wall seemed to rise up on the water and a
mighty wave came rolling in that fairly lilted
the schooner on Its crest to n helght thut he
never befure knew a wave to reach. Then the
schooner went down, llke “guing over a
bank,” Captain Jewett says, and was burled
in the foam below. Emerging from this, with
salls torn from ber and with the erowo-work
of the top-mnst gone, the sehooner encounter-
ed a reeond wave,.but nothing to be compared
to the tirst. A terrible gale followed. A sailor
snys that he happened to look anhead Just as
the great wave came In sight. There was lit-
tle wind, he say#, and the tremendous mass
of water aliead looked so like a great hill
that he eried: “Dreakers dead ahead.” Tho

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HELP FOR THE PEOPLE WHO HELP
THEMSELVES.
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Charleston's Indomitable Pluck Com-
mended Everywhere---Sister States
Roused to the Rescue.

New York Sun.

It muost be borne in ming that Charleston,
overthrown by an earthquake, eannotproper-
ly becompared with Boston and Chicago de-
vastated by fire. The loss In the SBouthern
eity Is a total loss, while thal of Chicago by
the fire of October 9, 1571, and of Boston by the
fire of November 9, 1572, was largely recovered
on insnrance, which does not provide ngulust
an “aet of God™ llke an earthquake. Exten-
slve ns they were, the Doston and Chleago
conflagrations also spared great parts of those
eltles, while the destruction in UCharleston has
been general, If thatclly had been burncd
down on the night of the 5lst of August it
would have been compnruu\re]ﬁu minor mis-
fortune. The bulldings would have been lev-
elled to the ground, insurance money would
have poured in,and the work of reconstrue-
tion could have goue on rapidly., Dul the
earthgquake has compelled it to do double la-
bor, and altogether at ilg own cost, It must
tenr down as well as build ur, s0 that the eity
will not be charzeable with lack of enterprise
If it iIs for slower in rising from rulns than
Boston and Chiengo were. The Nortkern elt-
ies, morcover, were rich, wlille Charleston was
impoverished by the war, and \wlicn 118 great
calamity came was only Leginning to regaln
its old prosperity, Boston especinily was full
of spare capitnl, but the number of men In
Charleston with any conslderable aceuinula-
tions is exceedingly small. The great mass of
property owners have liftle or no money to

ut Into new buildings, and therefore the eap-
tal required for reconstruction nnd restora-
tion mustcome malnly from outslde, and atn
time when, perhaps, its tendency will not be
toward the unfortunate town,

But it sbhould not be forgotten that the vol-
ume of suffering to be relieved wlil be mens-
ured by the length of time that elapses before
the return of busluess prosporily to Charles-
ton, aod that the very best and most efliclent
oid thatcan be rendered is that which hastens
and helps the revival of business there, Re-
membering that fact, thoze who have trade
relntions of any kind with the eity may do
much to help, without expense to themselves,
by making haste to restore activily to thelr
trade o thoat direction,  If the factories there
are speedily set to work agnin on orders, and
the comuneree of the port is quickened by pur-
chases, many thousands will nt once begin
gelf-support on wages earned, who wonld oLh-
erwlse require the assistance of ulms fur some
time to come,

Our people are bound by ties of the strong-
est charneter to the cltizens of the Carolinn
metropolis. The historie nssocintions that
cluster uround Charleston need not be recall-
ed to aronse the generous Impulses of South-
erners, Her traditlons and story are as Insep-
arably connected with the South as thuse of
Plymouth llock or Bnnker HI with New
Eungland., No earthquake that docs not swil-
Jow the continent can ever obliterate the
memory of Moultrie and of Sumter, and If the
histuric elty were razed to its very foundation
stones Lhe Southern people would feel thein-
selves ealled upon to replace every brick and
every timber In and every edifice 11 1t
were only to be left standing as a monument
to devotion to doty. Apd now, when, though
not dest rnrod. yeb more sorcly stricken than
she could have been by the human engines of
war, the loved and veneraied city needs our
aid, it should be glven, and glven liberally.
So far ng New Orleans Is coveerned, she is
doubly lndebted to the Caroling metropolls,
When woe were visited with the pestilence
there was no more gencrous hand eame to our
nld.

The first Assoclale Presbytery of Scotland
was organized at Galrney Bridge, near Kin-
russ, ub § o'cluck on the 6th of December, 1733
The ministers entering into the organization
were Ebeneger, Erskine; Willlum Wilson,
Alexander Monerieff and James Fisher.

The first Assoclute preachers who ecame to
America were Alexander Gellatly and An-
drew Arnot, They landed In Pbiladelphla In
the latter part of 1753, :
