The Influence ot the Saloon.

What would be thought of the medi-
cal administration which, in the time of
a great epidemic, concerned itself chiefly
in providing additional hospital accom-
modations, and paid no attenticn to the
origin sud mode of prevention of the
prevailing discase? In the case of the
saloon in society the facts are continually
in evidence. Our police courts are main-
ly occupied with the petty offenses which
spring directly or indirectly from drink.
Through them drift the myriad wrecks
which strew ‘the path ©f progress. In
them is exhibited, every day and all day,
the extent, depth; paralyzing influence,
of thesaloon, It is bad enough in poli-
tics, but its social effects, especially
among the poor, are as those of a pesti-
lence. The cruder element of the com-
munity is brutalized and retarded in its
growth by this influence. Amothor ele-
ment, that of the physically or intellec-
tually feeb'e (always considerable, and
incrensing with the growth of competi-
tive pressure), i8 condemned to a
wretched fate by the same instrumental-
ity. The people whe have not the ener-
gy of mind or body to form clear and
practical purposes, or to put them in
operation if formed, are the casiest vic-
tims of the saloon. As a rule they are
sensitive, often morbidly so. They
brood over their weakness and their
failure. Naturally prone to depression,
they become jaundiced and desponding.
From that state of mind to the craving
for any kind of stimulant the transition
is natural and swift, and thesaloon does
the reat. There are thousands of fami-
lies doomed to indigence, disappoint-
ment, misery, through life, that might
have lived at least in decent poverty and
with self-respeet, but to-day are plunged
in hopeless ruin by drink, and are sink-
ing out of sight in the quicksand.—A4¢-
lantic Monthiy.

1The Saloon Going.

The saloon is going. Of the seven-
teen cities of Massachusetts which held
election last week, thirteen voted ‘no
license.”. Fall River, New Bedford,
Haverhill, Gloucester, Springfleld, Wal-
tham, Northampton, Brockton and Cam-
bridge, all of which voted for license
last vear, have this year joined the ranks
of temperance cities. The liquor deal-
ers of the State are great’y alarmed over
the prospect and are holding secret
meetings to advance their interests.
Their Protective Associntion has issued
a circular which says: ‘Immediate and
active work is absolutcly necessary by
the liquor element of Massachusetts to
fight the enemy.” BSpeaking of the re-
sult of last week’s clection the Boston
Tratller says: “It is not only in the
highest degree gratifying, but it is de-
cidedly significunt of the growth of an
anti-saloon sentiment and a conviction
on the part of the people that prohibi-
tion can be made to prohibit. It will
encourage the fiiends of temperance in
the cities where elections are yet to be
held to make a supreme effort to free the
municipalities of Massachusetts srom the
curse and power of the saloon.”—New
York Observer.

Moral Ileroism.

A hereditary taint or natural craving
for some stimulaut is no reason to justily
its indulgence; rather the contrary, as
illustrated in a morbid desire to steal.
The desire or inclination we may feel to
take what does not belong to us is the
best possible rcason why we should be
on our guard to resist the first impulse in
that direction. Natural inclinations are
often our worst enemies when they are
allowed to dominatc our lives.  All our
natural susceptibilities are to be watched
and dreaded like so many lions in our
path, or infectious diseases, to which
our bodies are liable when we are un-
protected, or willfully go where these
discases are prevalent.  To have aholy
horror for the poisonous effects of alco-
holic beverages in the stomach is tle
best guarantee that we are secure from
the allurements of the gilded saloon, and
the fatal effects of alcoholic poison to
carry us dowan to a drunkard’s doom.—
Demorest.

The Invincible Armads, fitted out by
Spain in 1583 against England, was the
most formidable fleet ever seen up to that
time. This armament consisted of 1239
ships, 8,000 cannon and 30,000 men, with
34,000 additional land forees.

A well digger at Cave Spings, Mo.,af-
ter digging down twenty feet,came upon
8 ceve which had been explored for a
quarter of a mile, and is said to be par-
ticularly interesting and beautiful on ac-
count of its abundant stalactites and sta-
lagmites.

Soundings recently made in Crater
Lake, Oregon, by Captain Dutton of the
United States Gcological Survey, show
that: it is the deepest body of fresh watet
on the continent.

Silas Case is a farmer living in Searcy
County, Ark., in a rough log cabin sit-
uated.in a gulck in the Boston Moun-
tains, and surrounded by & clearing of
many acres in extent, from which ne has
earned a living for his wife and nine
children—seven sons and two daugh-
ters.  All these children grew up, hnt
only one son iz living and onFy he
and the two daughters are beneath
the old roof-tree which sheltered
them in infancy. For more than half a
century Case has dwelt in this mountain
retreat, The nearest neighbor is five
miles distant. The nearest town is
eighteen miles away. One strikes the
railway after a journey of 100 miles
through a virtusl wilderness, the wild
and rugged country being interspersed
here and there with small settlements.
Case himself is a splendid specimen of
manhood. He is sixty-seven years old,
but straight as an arrow, brave as n lion
and strong as a giant. leis adead shot
with the rifle, and his cabin is stored
with the skins of bears and deer which
have fallen before his unerring aim. In
the war with Mexico he led a company,
and in the war of the rebellion he began
a8 a private and ended as Captain on the
side of the Union. After hostilities
ceased he returned to his cabin, content
to end life in isolation and solitude,

A strange fatality has attended his
children. Two of his boys were killed
by guerillas during the war. In 18t0
the revenue o'ticers raided a ‘‘moonshine™
distillery in the Loston Mountains. The
“moonsh ners,”  though  surprised,
showed fight, and several were wounded,
among them two of the Case boys. They
succceded in hiding in the underbush
and thus escaped capture. One died
from the effects of the wound five
months after; the other died in Texas
ffam the same cause a year later. In

1804, in a fight on Calf Creek,
another of the boys was [fatally
stabbed, dying in a few _days.

Recently the father received word from
Colorado City, Texas, that the son who
accompanied his ill-fated brother to the
State named had been shot and killed in
a quarrel with a man on a ranch sixty
miles beyond the town. Thus six have
perished by violent means. The only
surviving son is living quietly with his
father. He has aviolent temper, ard
only by shunning intercourse as much as
possible with his fellowman can he hope
to escape the fate which has overtaken
his brothers.

Most Valuable Sqnare Mile in the
World.

The district under charge of the Met-
ropolitan police of London, is no less
than thirty miles in diameter, and em-
braces a superficial extent of about. T00
square miles, while the city and its liber-
ties only cover a single square mie.

But no other square mile in the world
is the centre of business interests so im-
portant, or containssuch a mass of val-
uable property in the shape of bullion,
cash, and convertible securities. The area
of the city is merely n mile; but there are
about fifty miles of streets to be patrolled,
and many of them during the daytime
are crowded to exce-s, while after busi-
ness hours they are relatively deserted.

Banks, warehouses, and offices are
locked up, or left in the care of a soli-
tary watchman or housekeeper. Never-
theless, even of a night some 50,000 couls
are supposed to sleep in the city, which,
aftea all, is considerably more than the
population of many a flourishing pro-
vincial town. The metropolitan district
has nropulation of some 4,000,000; and,
including the business-men who come up
from their suburban or country resi-
dences, it may be said to send all its
adults into the city each working day.

In other words, there 1s a daily intlux
of about 1,000,000, chiefly of busy men.
The rising tide of incessant traflic must
be directed, especially where it comes in
rushes or breaks into cddies, as at the
great railway stations or on the bridges
—_about the banks, the Mansion House,
or the Stock Exchange.
