THE BPISCOPAL, CONVENTION

THE BISHOP GIVES OFFENSE TO A MA-
JORITY OF THE LAY DELEGATES,
AND THEY WITHDRAW.

— -

| The Dishop Takes up n Very Large
Part of His Address in Conunciling
sMeekness and Gentleness™ toward
the Negro, While it Looks Lilie a
Different Rule of Action Governed
His Own Treatment (o a Majority
of the Lay Delegates.

In order that we give our readersa fair ldea
of the troubles in the Episcopal Conventlon
we herewith give much in reference thereto

The following, except the hendings, is as 1t
appeard in the News and Courier:

Extract from the Bishop's Address.

Not having room for the entire paper, we
are enable to copy only so mueh of it as re-
lates to the negro:

THE BISIIOl ENGINEERED A NE-

GRO INTO THE CHURCH.

In the year 1884, after due inquiry as |
thought, and on recommendation of persons
who had long known him, and npon wliose
judgment Irelied, I received J. 8. Quarles asn
postulant, under Canon D, Title I, of the Lan-
ons of the General Conventlon, A postulunt
is one who intends to become a candldate for
holy orders upon canonieal testimonials. In
this ease I did not think that the postulant
had sufficlent preliminary education to be-
comea candidate, and so he entered St. Au-
gustine School at Raleizh, N. ., where e
imaintained himself by his own labor. He did
not expect to scrve In the ministry of the
(Church except nsa acacon. To go on to the
priesthood would require a colleglate eduen-
tlon, or its equivalent. Having completed his
slain English studies, he was prepared to go
efore our standing committee, and ask them
to recommend him to the Bishop asoue quali-
fled to enter on a course of preparation fur the
holy ministry. This they dld, and In 1855, in
acccordance with their recommendation, 1
admitted Quarles as a candidate for the ofiice
of deacon only, He returned to Halelgh, and
prepared for the dinconate under the Jtev, Dr,
=utton, the heand of the school, I will take
this opportunity to say that in his letters 1o
me Dr. Sutton spoke favornbly ol Quarles,
In September last, 1856, he applicd to the com-
mittee to be recommended by them to the
Bishop for Deacons orders, und under the
rales of the committee his applieation was
received and Inld overto a following meeting.
The canon required that in the absence of a
vestry to testify tothe applicant’s character
such lestimonial may be signed by “lwelve
respectable members of the Protestant Epis.
copal Church,” and there being no organlzed
parish or vestry the pnpers were accordingly
signed at my sugeestlon by twelve whites,
members of the Protestant Eplscopal Cliareh,
some of the names so slgned were those of
church-women, When the papers came up
the commmittee ryled that the words “twelve
respectable members” In the eannon meant
twelve respectable male members, For the
renson thus given by the committee the ap
piieation of the eandidate for recommendi-
tion to the dlaconate falled. Accordingly, by
my directlon, the candidate prepared o secondd
sel of papers signed In accordance with the
cnmmmu's constraction of the canon. In
due time the amended paper eame before the
stauding committee and met refusal. OU this
refusnl thecommiltee gave the Dishop no in-
formation whatever. He was lefl to learn it
offleinlly from the candidute who placed in
his bands the letter of the secrelary. This
letter to the candldate bears dute Junuary 25,
1857, und is as follows : “Your applieation for
admission to the sacred orderof deacons was
taken up for consideration at n meeting of the
standing committee of South Caroling, which
wils helﬁ on the 26th Inst. The testimonial of
congent refuired by the canons to be sizned
by the committee Iailed to receive the neces-
sary number of signatures.” Signed, &e.

VERY MUCH OF THE BIG I IN THIS.

Now I could not but ask myself, in view ef
sueh action, why the committee, who had
previously recommended the candidnte and
encouraged blm to study for the diaconate.
should now refuse their recommendation to
ordination. Had anything arisen alleeting
the candidate's character since their former
recommendation of him, whereby I admitted
him tobecomea candidute? The canons ke
It the duty of a Bishop to supervise the con-
duct of his candidates for orders, and I re-
eeived regular reports concerning him, and
nothing to his disparagement eame to me, but
the reverse, The coneclusion, therefure, to
which I came, in the absence of any Informa.
tion from the commlittee, was to the fullowing
effect: That the candidate applying 1o our
stnndluF cominlttee for the eanonleal recom-
mendation to be ordained deacon, had been
refused such recommendation beeause he was
of Afriean descent, or beenuse, being of Afri-
can descent and being ordained, he would ae-
quire by canonical residence and under our
constitatlon i seat In our Diocean Conventlou,
Isay this is my inference, not the ground

given by the commitlee, becanse they give no
reason of theirrefusal. What now shull I do
with my rejected candidate? Shall I dro

him? or shall he glve up the ministry ?
could transfer him to the neighboring diocese,
and have him ordained there, and then re-
ceive him back again, but I will not pursue
such a course, which would be aspecies of ec-
clesinstieal fillbustering, and would widen and
deepen already exifting differences. Noj il o
colored man (s to be ordained in and for this
diocese, it must be with the concurrence and
consent of its stunding comimlittee. DBut In
the meantime what becomes of the refused
candidate ?

THE BISHOP STILL DETERMINED TO FORCE
THE XEGLO WIIERE HE WAS NOT WANTED.

1 answer, he must serve in another
diocese under another Bishop,
work for him to do. But when my brother
Bishop to whose jurisdiction, I transfer the
candidate asksmeé why Quarles eould not be
ordained In the Diocese of South Carolina,
what must [ say? What can [say but this:
I belleve the candidate was refused by the
ecommittee beeanse of Afriecan descent. Lui
lest something might have arisen whieh 1
knew nothing of, I addressed a note Lo Lhe
president of our standing committee, asking
whether anything derogatory to the moral or
rellglous character of the eandidate had ap-
peared in commiitee for which they had re-
fused Quarles’s reconuuvendation, and for
which 1;also ought to feel restralned from
trausferring bim to another Jurisdiction, The
answer is quite distinet and emphatie, It
says: “There was no objectlon to Quarles on
the ground of charvacter, moral or relizions,
nor has anything come to our knowledge
which should prevent you from reeommend-
tug him for orders to any other Bishop.”

SCRIPTURE QUOTED To GET HIS NEGRO IN.

In view of these facts thus simply related,
and taken in connection with the burning
questlon which has agitated the dlocese fur so
muny years, and Convention after Conven-
tlon, and in view also of the convietion ex-
pressed by the protestants in the Dioeean Con-
ventlen assembled In Columbin in 15855, to the
effect that only persons of the while race were
entitled to &l In Diocesan Convention—in
view, I say of all these things, 1 am constrnin-
el to belleve that the candidate here spoken
of fulled to secure Lhe ainpl-mrul of our stand-
ing committee, beeanse he wis o colored man,
Now it becomes this Convention to look this
matter squareiy inthe fee—so dolng in the
spirit of weekness and gentlencss, Is the ae-
tlou ot ourstanding comimlitee in the instance
of (Quarles to become the rule of action 2 My
own coneluslon is that It gives notice thet no
colored man, be his qualitications what they
may, will be recommended by the standing
comimjtteg Lo holy orders, 1s this also the
mind of the diocese In convention assemb led *
I ennnot think it, Butif it be, then to your
bishop such a mind seams out of harmony
with the new suffrage in the litany: "o,
Lord of the harvest, send forth more luborers
into Thy barvest."

A COMPROMISE SUGGESTED.

There I8, I think, n fuir compromise which,
If adopted, might wdjust diflerences, 1L was
llrupm;ed by n venerable moember from i,
Paul’s, Radeilffebore’, in 2881, and unani-
mously adopted by the Ninety-fourth Con-
vention,

He proposed to amend Artlele 11T of the
Constitution, s0 as to limit membership In
convention within the celieal order to the
order of presbyters, by striking out the word
velergymen”’ nnd iuserting  “presbyters,”
The effect of this amendment would be to re-
move the diaconate altogether from Diocesan
convention, and so dismiss the opprehension
of a preponderance of the colored clement iu
convention In ease the permanent dianconate
of colored men for work nmmong colored peo-
ple should largely Iunerease. This amend-
ment would apply, of course, to all in the
order of deacons, whether white or bluck.
Under this umonc‘lmunl however, it must be
understood, of course, that the colored pres-
byter who had come by ordination to the
order of priesthood, with full eanonical re-
quirements as to literary and theologleal
qualitications, would equally with the white
presbyter nnder the constitution of the dio-
cese, lake his seat and cast his vote In con-
vention,

I respectfully suggesi, therefore, that suech
amendment as [ buve referred to be taken up
and considered by you at your present session,
and passed for u second thne, if not unani-
mously, os in 184, yet by the necessary two-
thirds’ majority in bolh orders, and thuos fur-
nish a partial solution at least to some of the
rage difficulties which have engaged our at-
tention to the detriment of divcesan work
for the past twelve years.

1 lhinlk. also, L am aware equully with any
one of the Ilnexpedieney of injecting into his
counecll of the Church a lurge number of per-
muanent deacons who, however titted they
may be to do thelr office and work on planta-
tfons, nre yet not fitted by education and
otherwise 1o leglslute for the Church. Tul
this Is guarded against by the proposed
amendment, which confines the function to
the order of presbyters, who must neeessuril-
ly, before atinining that order, have dis-
charged ull canonical requirements, aml the
sole objection Lo whomn, as members ol cons
veutlon, Is that of race.

address himself, therefore, if true to doty, to
the colored people of the diocese as well as to
the whites, But to do this effectively there
must be aeolored ministry. But 1f a colored
ministry, then a colored ministry on the
same plane ecelesinstieally with the white
ministry, Forif ordination means anything
it menns that 1s gifts go to men without re-
aand to race or enlor, Here then begins the
diffienlty in our dioeese, and by the way, we
are the only ehurch South, 1 belleve, which Is
wrestling with this diffienlty. When the
colored elergyman becomes eanonically con-
nected with this diocese he equally with the
white elergyman beeomes thereby under the
pro visionsof the constitation (vid. Article
[11) ipso fucto n member of the Diocesan Con-
vention, What shall be the extent of the priv-
fleges of his membership will depend upon
two further considerntions. To be a vole In
eonvention he must have been actually and
canonieally resident inj the dioeese “for the
space of twelve ealendar months™ next before
convention, nnd, moreover, he must have dis-
echarged his duties as o rector or missionary
for the same period of time—twelve canlendar
months next before convention, When thoese
conditions have bheen fulfllled then, In my
{mh:lm.-nls. which nothing 1 have seen or
ienrd has shiaken for & moment, the elergy-
man in question is here under the constitu-
tion, which was adopted finally and unanl.
mously in Columbin in 1576, and in full view
of this question, But I will notargue the
point further. What [ have sald s simply to
show that while the present constituilon is
the constitution, as a conscientions interpre
ter of the snme [ ean do no otherwise than I
have done, Ir you wish the Interpretation
changed you must chnnge the constitutlon,
and 1 have made a suggestion to this end,
whieh you unanimously approved of three
yvenrs ago, You will pardox me, T trost, if 1
gpenlk with entlre frankness, but at the same
time In great consideration of my brethren of
the laity, when I say that it Is my bellel that
they e not keeping step with the lalty of
ather Southern dioeeses in  this question,
You arc nlone In your position.

wvole In the Convention, a twelve months'

A motion had been made to aceept the roll,
and My, liaske!l had moved to amend it by
striking the name of Mr. Pollard trom the
roll.

The elergyman referred to (Mr. Pollard) had a
clear, presumptive right to u seat here, und s
entitled to it until he has been ousted by a
mujority of the Conventlon, e eould not be
vjeetad by anegative vote, He, for one, had
had enowsh of this, and he hoped the matter
would be cet at rest.  ‘There was but one way
in which the views of the lalty, as expressed
by their action here, could be carsied out;

The roll was subsequently enlled and it was
found that thirteen parishes remnined, repre-
sented as follows: St, Marks, Clarendon;

NEXT CONVENTION AT ANDEILSON.

The reports of the standing committee, the
trustees and the treasurer were read, and on
motion ol Col. E. M, Rucker the meeting of
the next Conventlon was fixed for the second
Wednesduy In May, 1888, at Graee Charch,
Anderson, .

The Blshop stated that theannouncement of
the standing committee would be made to-
day, and :at hall-past 7 o'clock the Convention
adjourped until 10 o’clock this morning.

The anrouncement in the News and Courier
yesterday morning that alarge number of the
delegates to the South Carolina Eplscopal Dio-
eesan Corventlon had severed their connec-
tion with that body wns a subject of much
comment and surprise all over the city, No
such action had "been anticlpated, even by
those who understood the almost Impossible
chance of reconciling the two great partles in
the Conventlon on the color line, tensibly
the now fatal division In the Conventlon was
a point of parllamentary proceeding, but it is
now very ganerally agreed that the settle-
ment of thé disputed process of organlzing
the Convention, elther in accordance with or
ngninst the Bishop's econstruction of the
eanony of the Church, wonld not have pre-
eluded n warm debate on the color questlon,
The fair Infercnce from the proceedings Is that
it was the_apparent impossibility of the two
partles meeting on common ground, which
was the virtual ground of separation,

HOW THE TROUBLE CAME UP.

IJP to the time of the withdrawsal of twenty
parishes and four clergymen from the Conven-
tion the proceedings had gone no further than
a debate on the orgunization of the body.
Blshop Howe maintalned that the Convention
had been duly organized by hls declaration to
that effect, accordidg to the third sectlon of
Canon VIII, which Is as follows:

“When the Convention shall have been call-
ed to order, the secretary shall proceed to call
the names of the clergg and then of parlshes
and deputles; after w |ch. il & quorum be
found present, the president shall declare the
Convention duly organized; provided, that
no deputy whose seat may Le contested shall
have place on his list,"”

In nccordance with Sectlon 4 of the same
eanon a committee on credentlals of the cler-
¥ was then appointed to examine and report
on the l1st of the clergy as glven to the secre-
tary by the Bishop., When this commitiee
had reported It was moved that it be adopted.

Col. John C. Hnskell moved, thereupon, that
the report be adopted with the omlssion of
the Rev. J. H. M, Pollard, of St. Mark's
Chuarch, upon which motion arose the dicus-
slon which ended In the secedlng of many
members from the body.

Under the Blshop's construction of the sec-
tion of the canon above quoted, after his de-
claration had been made as to the organiza-
tion, that organization could not be question-
ed, a ruling which practically denied the
right of either lalty or clergy to rovise the
Bishop's list of the clergy, or in any way to
question its nuthoritative mnke-ug. Asacon-
sequence, it was Ilmpossible for the laity and
the few ministers in opposition to make sue-
cessful use of the laws ol urdlnar{ Mparlla-
mentary bodies for the removal o . Pol-
lard, and they, therefore, “seceded.” as thelr
recent uction 1s now generally termed.

TIE SECEDERS STAND FIRM.

1t was expected on Friday night that the se-
celdlng members of the Conventlon would
have returned yesterday morning.. The re-
gult, however, showed thal they were fixed In
thelr determination to remain outside of the
(Conventlon until the latter should yleld. The
lay deputles from the parishes and five minis-
ters who hoad withdrawn assembled at the
church yesterday morning and organized
themegelves Into nseparate body, and held n
long sesslon ln the Sunday Sehool bullding of
St, Phillp's Chureh. According to the state-
ment of the secrem:‘y of this new Conventlon
there were present deputies from twenty par-
fshes and four ministers. The meeting was
organized with Mr. J, J. Pringle Smith as
chairman and Mr. W. A, Gammell, deputy
from St. Paul’s Church, Summerville, as secre-
tary. This meeting was a necratnessl'on. The
ofMeers of the body declined to admit.a repre-
sentatlve of the press, and there was no com-
munication between thls body and the out-
alde world except in one Instanece when It re-
tarned a message to the Diocesan Convention
in sesslon 1n the church.

After the adjournment of the seceding dele-
E;.es. the chalrman of the meeting said to n

porter that the meeting was altogether an
Informal one, and that it was rather In the na-
tura of conference, He sald that he desired
that no publlcation of Its proceedings should
be made at this time, for reasons thuat appear-
ed best to the body. It was contemplated,
however. to prepare, at a very early date, a
eireular, in which the position of the secedin
delegntes would be clearly set forth, and tha
that statement would be furnished to the
News and Courier. What this body did, how-
ever, can be surmised from its communiea-
tion with the Conveuntion during the day.

As stated yesterday morning, the defection,
if it may be so termed, of a part of the body
wtlll left the Conventlon with a quoram, The
proceedings were, therefore, opened with the
usunl devoilonal excrolses, which were con-
dueted by the Rev. John Johuston and the
tevs. Messrs, Jolner and Kershaw., On mo-
tlan of Mr. J. It. Iondon the roll was ealled in
order to have the presence of o quoruam nade
n matter of record. The roll was accordingly
erlled, and thirteen ount of thirty-three pur-
ishies were found to be preset, and all the min-
Isten;dwll.h the exception of the five already
named.

slonary, acting under the eccleslastical au-
thority of tho dlocese; or as a chaplain In
any publlc or benevolent Institutlon; orasa
professor in the theological seminary. of the
dlocese, or who, after continued service of at
leust twenty years In tbls dlocese, by the in-
tirmities of bealth or nge may have been in-
capaeitated for further active dutles of the
ministry, and has presented hls annual re-
port to the eeccleslastlenl anthority, shall be
entitled to all the privileges of a member of
the Convention.

“Section 4. Every other presbyter in good
standing, ennonlcally resldent in the dlocese,
shall be entitled to all the privileges of the
Convenltion, except the right to vote."

The Rev. Elllson Capers seconded the reso-
lution. He #ald that the resolution was what
he concelved to be the general feeling of the
Conventlon. He was sure that the depurture
of the members had been looked upon with
deep and sincere regret. Perhaps thelr difter-
ences of opinlon were as sincere as that of
those who remalned, Hedld not know how
tbe matter affected others, but he felt that It
was A greal calamity to the dlocese; and if by
any honorable means the door for the return
of the brethren could be opened It would se-
cure a great bleuslng to the diocese.

Dr, Porter suld that he ylelded to no mem-
ber in the body In bils regret for what had
taken place. He thought, however, that the
Convention could not Ignore the fact that the
delegate from St. Paul's (Mr. Hemminger) had
made the broad assertion that this body was
not organized, and that they (the seceders
could not sit with this body by reason of tha
defect. He therefore did not think that the
Convention could consistently treat with the
opposition while thelr objectiong remained as
part of the record. He considered that the
words of the delegate from St, Paul's had put
a brand upon the Conventlon. He would do

But to cut them
off from a hearlng when they returned would
be repugnant to the usages of all Republican
institutlons; It would be tyranny—the rule of
the autocrat. What power, indeed, was there
to prevent them [rom entering the next Con-
vention and reopening the whole questlon ?
