Mr. Robert Henry Wardiaw died nt home in
Abbeville about twelve o'¢loek fn the night of
July 18,187, Ile was born April 25, 1807, and
henee kad passed his SOth hirthnday.

He was for many years before the wara sue-
cessful merchant nt Abbeville amd fra while
after the war hie was eashiorof the savings
Pank at this place,

He was the last of a large family, and Tived
Ionger than any member of his faumily, being
the lust of his generation that were born in
Abbeville

He and his pood wife eclebrated thelr
galden wedding some tive or six wyears agn.
A few years lnter she took her departure, and
now her devoted hushand has Soined her in
the spirit lnnd.

Me Wardlaw was related In some way 1o
nearly everybody in Albeville, nngl was
greatly respected by everybody.,

A touching tetter from his old pastor, Rev.
. MeNell Turner, who has just gone home
from & visit to hig old fock in Abbeville,
thanking Mr. Wardlnw and others for the
kindness shown him, and expressive of the
piin It gave him to bid his old friend goml-
Lye, congelons of the faet that they waonld
meel no more In this world, was received by
him on the evening of hisdeath,

He was the father of twelve sons, nine of
whom went into the army and did valient
service for their conntry,  Two died In the
war—one from wounds and one feom diseage.
Sinee the wnr he has been peenlinrly unfor-
tunute in the loss of his children, until now
only four survive him: Major A. I Ward-
law, of Abbeville; Mr. 8 Wnit Wardlaw, of
Oxford, Missisalppi; Dr. W, C. Wardlaw, and
Mr. T. I Wardlaw, of Angusty, Ga,

Mr. Wardlnw hag been always a zealons
member of the Presbyterian churech, which
he served faithfully in all its courts, from the
Serslon to the General Assembly.

The Upper Long Cane Soelety was organiz-
ed in 1792 From that time untll the present
the goclety hns had bat two geerelarics—Mr.
1t H. Wardlaw and his father, We presume
another Instance where father and son have
held the same office for ninety-four years, i=
not on recorid.

He was ordained Ruling Flder in Upper
Long Cane chureh, October 13, 183, which
oftiee he Leld untll he was installed Ruling
Eider in Abbeville ehureh, April 22, 1365, and
no man was more regular in attendanee upon
all religlons meetings. Although greally en-
feebled and unable to go up the steps unalded,
vet he went to the sacrnmentnl wecting on
sunday morning, the day before his death
On Monday morning 1t was notlecd that he
was more feeble than he had been, and by
noon It was apparent that he was in & sink-
ing condition. but no alarm was felt for an
ymmedinte dissolution, Iy night he was
unconscious, and by twelve o'clock his fever
had abated, and he ceased to live.  Iix life
was gone, and his mission on earth was cnd-
ed, He died pencefully, and in the full hope
of a glorious resurreetion.

At slx o'cloek yesterday evening his helov-
e, the Rev. J, L. Wilson, D, ., preached his
funeral in the Court House from the words:
wAnd the ransomed of the Lord shall return,
and come to Zion with songs and everlasting
joy upon their heads; they shall obtain joy
and gladness. Ard sorrow aud sighing shall
flee awny.””

The bady of the deceased was then Laken to
tha nily plat at Upper Long Cane ceme-
tery. The pall bearers were:

EAST END.

How to Keep the Carrlage New.
The preservation of a curringe depends
largely upon the way in which it is
Twused.  The barn or shed should be airy
and dry, with a moderate admission of
Yight, otherwise the colors of painting and
lining will be affected. Do not let the
vehicle be rolled near a brick wall, as the
dnmpness of the wall will fade the colors
and destroy the varnish.  The coach house
shiould not be connected with the stable or
next the 1aanure pit, since the smmonia
funes rising from the manure will do
more to erack and ruin varnish, and ruin
colors of paint and lining, than all other
canses put together,
" Do not allow mud todry on a newly
varnisheid cavriage; spots and stains  wiil
be the vesult if you do. Do not permit
water to dry of itself on a varnished sur-
fuee, bLut remove all moisture with a
chiamois leather only, after the soft sponge
has been used. Do not let the leather tep
carringes lie long unused with the tops
down, but raise occasionally, taking off
the strain on the leathier and net-stay by
slightly cusing the joints. Keep the
moths ont of cushions and linings by fre-
quent brushing. Examine the axles often;
keep well oiled nnd see that the washers
are in good order.

The Ice Supply.

Tce weighs, as ordinarily packed, about
fifty pounds to the cubic foot. Kstimating
at the rate of 100 pounds per day for the
| ordinary consumption of a furm dairy, one

(always to be full caleulation made for
! wastage, and about four times gs much ice
! stored as will be used, unless the ice house
is of the very best construction.

If drain tiles can be laid at the bottom
below the base, to tuke the drainage, good
use can be made, says The Duairyman, of
the ice water that will flow thron h them.,
Thus o great saving of ive may e effected
and eflicient cooling secured.

When the alid natore gets the
mustery, as It somitlmes daes, the man s
plunged in sin, loses his hope, his evidences
of aereptanes and I8 Alled with fears and
doubts and dreadful apprehensions, ‘I'he text
presen’ts his struggle with groal pluinness:
thoe flesh lusteth asainst the spirit and the
spirit against the flesh ; and these are contra-
ry, the one to the ather, so that ye ennnot do
the things that ye would, This confliet gors
on through nll the Christian’s earthly earcer
and will not elose 111l life ends, Henee he has
whaut we may enll a donl  conselousness,
When he looks lnto his heart, he s some-
times conselons of right feelings and pure -
tentions: that he is sineere and honest; and
then ngaln he sees within him wrong motives
and sinfal teppers, and mueh that God ean-
not approve, but mustecondemn, This double
charneter runs through his whole experlence,
clenves to him through all his earthiy histo-
ry, and he will be free from 16 only when be
enters the heavenly state,

There are those who tench dlTerently, They
may be good Christian men; I don't eall in
question the purlty of their motives They
tell us that we may be entirely sanetified in
this life; that by asimple effort of our free
wlll we muy step at onee Into a gtate where
we will be free from nll sin—be perfectly holy.
I say this view of Christian experience, this
pm'l‘vctinnium is not only not supported, but
expreasly condemned In the Seriptures.

In entering upon this diseussior, let it be
premised that the question I8 not as to the
duty of bLellevers, All admit that we are
bonnd to be perfeel as our Father in heaven
Is perfect, Nor is ILaquestion asto the com-
mund of Gml, for the first orlginal ecom-
mand, universally binding, which mnever
has been and siever ean be revoked, is that
we shonld love the Lord our God with all
onr heart, and soul, and mimd, and strength,
wd our neighbor ns ourselves. Nor does Lhe
guestion roncern the provislong of the gospel,
It s admitted that the gospel provides all
that s peeded for the eomplete sanctifieation
and salvation of all God's people. We linve
in Chirist, his spirlt, his word and his ondi-
nnnees, nll we can need for efleeting these
ends, Noragain does the question concern
the promises of God. for they ecertninly en-
conrnge the hope of final deliverance from all
sin. But we deny that God has anmen 1o
make any of his penple perfectly holy In this
life, any more than he will muke them per-
feetly happy or perfectly glorions, We read-
1y admit that God ean make his people holy
hefore ns well as after death, He is able o
do it. Weare not to limit his power, But it
Is n mere question of faet, does he do it?
Will e doit? Iunswer lu the negative.

1. The first argument I present Is derived
from the spivitunlity of the law. Huoman
laws respeet generully the external conduet
of mon and takes but little notiee of the state
af the heart; sometimes they accommostate
themselves to human weakness and ignor-
nnee. Butunlike nll these God's law s splr-

up asa standard of absolute perfection amd
any want of conformity to this even in the
least particnlar, is sln, Anything less than
this rigid anehanglng demand would be un-
worthy of the great and holy One, the =n.
preme God, the Governor of the worlds,
Anything less than loving God supremely,
anything less than perfect obedience 1o his
holy, just and gcood Iaw, Is sin, Absolute ho-
liness is conformity in every particaiar to
this hlgh standard, nothing short of this,
When a inan s thus conformed to the Iaw of
God In every part of his woral nature, free
from every defect with all holy affections in
rull exercise, then, and not till then, will he
be eompletely sanetitled. Only then will he
have perfeet hollness, Ilow Is 1t possibie for
noman to believe that he Is perfectly =anetl-
fled I he has any proper view of the sphiitn-
wlity of that great rul}c by whieh he is wov-
erned now, and by which he s 1o be Judged
ut the last day ?

2, DLderive o second argument from our
wiant of ability toobey the law of God, Man
before the fall eould obey perfeetly the lnw of
God, He had the moral streneth 1o render
the obedience that was reqoired, The an-
zels in heaven have that ability, buat fallen
man has not—uot even when renewed by the
spiritand brought Into n state of graece.

4. The fourth arguament i=s found In the Im-
perfectinns that belong o the very hest of
men, There is no efforl made hy the sered
writers to set forth God's people colleetively
or inany individoal instance ng perfeet. As
thelr llves are presented tous by the pen of
fnspleation they had their fuulis, their sins,
so it was with Noah and Job and Moses nnd
Abraham and David and Hezekliah and Peter
nnd John and Panl, These are the very hest
speclmens of Bible Christians,  In them ¢
vine priuee did her perfeet work; and God
hanored them todo great things in building
up his kingdom, yet {1 was never ¢tabmed that
they were fully sunetified, bot on the other
hand expressly mentloned that they eommit.
tedd gln. There are those who clnim to be
perfeetly holy. Are they better than Noal
who walked with Gad, or better than Abra-
len who was the frlend of God, or better
than Mozes, the meckest muan, or better than
David, who Is expressly ealled “the man after
Gad's own heart?"

WASHINGTON CITY IN -1862:

Overrun by the RiM-Raff of all Creae
tlon="1"hat a War Correspondent Saw.
Washington at the time I went there in

July, 1862, was a cesspool into which drained
pll the iniquity and flith of the nation. It
was fille¢ with runaway negroes, contract-
ors, adventiurers, office seekers, gamblers,
confidenco men, courtesans, uniformed
officers shirking their duty, and tho riff-raff,
the offscourings of all creation, The streets
were dirty, the hotel but little better than
kennels, the boarding houses unclean and ex-
tortionate, and, although there was a pre-
tense that intoxicating liquors were not sold,
drink could be had anywhere and universal
drunkenness prevailed.

In addition to theso characteristics the city
was an immense hospital. Tvery church
was oceupied by the sick and woundoed; the
aisles, gallories and ante rooms were thronged
with patients, Every vacant lot was occu-
pied with long, low, temporary structurcs
devoted to the victims of the war, Nearly
every houso of mors than ordinary magni-
tude had a sentry in front of it, while the
palo faces at the windows indicated the use
to which it was being put by the authorities.
All the heights about the city for miles were
covered with whitewashed buildirngs, which
were crammed with sick and wounded Fed-
eral soldiers.

I had a little hospital experience which is
at least curlous if not very interesting. I
encountered one day an old acquaintance,
Dr. Robert Thomas, whom I had known in
the west, and who informed me that he was
in charge of a Kalarama hospital, and in-
vited me to visit him. I agreed, and we
were soon whirling out into the suburbs in
an ambulance and behind a speedy pair of
borscs which the government had placed at
the disposition of the surgeon. Kalarama
heights, as the name indicates, is o beautiful
location, nong more so being at that time in
the vicinity of the capital. On the grounds
was a magnificent building which had once

which had been taken by the government
for o hospital. Wa diove through magnifl-
cont surroundings and finally found ourselves
soated in & sumptuounsly furnished drawing
room which the doctor reserved for the re-
ception of visitors, He produced some bot~
tles of wine, which, being excellent in qual-
ity, tha weather hot, and we very thirsty
after the drive, wero swallowed with satis-
faction and without limit.

An hour or so later the hospital surgeon
invited me to look tbrough the wards, Hoe
had, ho assured mo, the model institution of
the Lind in the north. We went through
splendid rooms, clean and palatial enough
{or the residences of princes. In each there
wero cots occupied by the soldiers, all of
whom scemed so comfortable that I thought
that being ill under such circumstances was
a luxury which would tempt a Sybarito.
Tho last room we visited was one occupied
by *‘contrabands,” concerning whom the
doctor remarked with a peculiar emile:
““Theso aro cases of variola nigra.”

The play on the word nigra first attracted
my ecttontion, and I responded with the
sterectyped ‘*Ah, yes, very good!” and then
instantly thero flashed over me the meaning
of ihe other word, variola.

“Ciood heavens! doctor, do you mean
smallpox?’ )

“That's tho English of it."

“And you are in charge of a"'——

“Smallpox hospitall Yes, that'sit. This
is the largost cstablishment of tho kind in
tho north, and the best, too, if I do say it."

1 was shocked, alarmed, frightened, hor-
vified and intensely outraged st the trick
which Lad been perpetrated on me. I at-
tempted the indignant; I anathematized the
doctor in the most vigorous English I could
command, and {lnally became silent for want
of breath. At length I determined to make
tho most of the situation, and, supposing
that I would be certain to have the
I sens for my traps and resolved to remain
in the hospital till I had the malady, so that
I might receive proper treatment.

I stayed at Kalarama - for two months
waiting for an attack of smallpox. I went
freely through the wards, talked with the
patients, and made no effort to avoeid tho
contagion, as I felt cerain that I would be
atteclzod. At the end of two months I had
experienced no symptoms of the disease, and
becoming satisfled that 1 was, for the nonce,
smallpox proof, I moved back into thoe city.

erality even of ecity residents, grows to be
as familiar to thess juvenile mercuries as the
alphabet. They tell in Wall street many
gtories of their preternatural guickness.—
