Ii
Judge Witherspoon's example is to be followed,gentlemen of taste and culture like tripli
murderer Jones, of Edgefield, will not beal-
lowed the perfect freedom tney now enjoy.
This action of Judge Wltherspoou's is a radicalInnovation. A few more like it. and

"South Carolina justice" will lose all its flavor
of Action and come to have a real meaning.

'Colored."
The statement is made that Charles H. Taylor,the returned negro minister to Liberia, is

fighting the term "colored," as applied to his
race. He wants, he says, to be called "negro,"
and wants his people to have sufficient race
pride to inBlst on this. The point is well
takeD, and Minister Taylor will do his race a
real service by urging it.
There isan unreasonable prejudice among

negroes generally and the better classes 01
them especially, against the term negro. The
prejudice Is senseless, and the epithet "colored"which is substituted, Is lar less appropriateand much more objectionable. There are
different terms used to designate the species
of the genus man. Negro is one of these
terms, and why the race snould object to its
use is a mystery. Asa matter of fact, it is
the only correct name and they should insist
upon rather than reject it..Greenville iVews.
We believe the JYews is in error in saying

that there is araon g the better class of negroes,a prejudice, against the term negro. R.
B. Elliott and other well educated negroes
preferred to be callcd negroes. The prejudice
against the term "negro" is, in our opinion,
confined entirely to ignorant or uneducated
negroes. We have not yet heard of any prom
inent negro, who avoids the use of the term.
The News errs again in saying that the

word "colored"' is an epithet and "far less appropriateand much more ot objectionable"
than the word negro. The word "colored" is
right, and conveys a definite meaning, and at
proper times should be used.as we say negro
or white man, so we should say "colored"
when a colored man is meant. Black is not a

color.yellow is a color. Therefore, a yellow
man.a mulatto.a person of mixed blood.is
a "colored" man, and it Is proper to so speak
of him. When It Is meant to make the distinction,no word better convey tbc Idea than
"colored." All mulattoes are "colored" men,
and should be so classified. We may say
black men, colored men, white men.each
word conveying definite and exact meanings,
and referring to distinct and well defined
cla6ses of people.

He had resided at Burlington, Vt., and possesseda pleasant and cosey little home there.

Having parted with this and having convertedall the rest of his worldly goods which
were not actually neeueo :or iravci anu wear
into ready money, lie sailed in last April for
tlio Promised Land.
He was full of both (he material and spiritualresults that he was going to attain, and

Ills wife, who Is a young and comely English
woman, some years his junior, shared heartilyIn his ent husiasm. She is now as heartily
denunciatory of Bishop Taylor and African
missions, particularly whenever she refers to
the fact that her bright little boy of eight
years had twenty-six separate and distinct at'acksof fever during the period of their eight
months' sojourn.

BETTER THROW IT INTO THE SEA.
"The good people of this country ought to

know," she says, "that they might better
throw their money into the sea than to contributeto such a scheme as that of Bishop
TaflMl. '*

" Ves." said her husband, "it is right they
should be warned in regard to the matter, and
above sill, that other victims like ourselves
should l-e prevented from falling into the trap
and s<i»:rillcin!r their possessions and their futurein the wild pursuit of an absurd 111u<ii>n."
"Did you And the representations of Bishop

Taylor to he false?"
"I did. I was Induced to believe that the

land over there could be cultivated, that it
would readily yield to intelligent labor, and
that the climate could easily be endured by
people who would lead careful and regular
lives. I also understood that we should have
proper supplies so long as we were in need of
ihem or until we were fully established. Insteadof all that I found, unfortunately, that
the land would not make favorable returns,
that men used to the temperate zone coukt
not work there to any advantage, and that
there were eight chances out of ten that they
would succumb to the heat or to the poison In
the atmosphere.

TO SHIFT FOK THKJISELVES.

"The whole truth is tlint we were simply
taken out there, set clown in tho wilderness
and left to shift for ourselves. You possibly
imagine, froin the little that I can now say,
what I ho struggle must have been for us, but
I doubt it. Most of those who went over at
about the same time were located at a place
called Vivl, about a hundred miles from the
mouth of the Congo, but we were slnuled out
to take up a more advanced position, five
miles further, on, a sort of missionary outpost
=ik it were. Our food was bad and unhealthy;
we were destitute of proper medical attendance;the most oruinary necessary supplies
were refused us. We used to go to bed at 6
o'clock every night because wecould not have
candles or lamps."

NO CIIANCE TO CONVERT SOULS.
"What does the missionary work amount

to?"
"Nothing at all. The struggle for existence

is all oik: can attend to. j never knew or

heard of so wofully mismanaged an enterprisein my life. A monument, to Its folly are
